All moneys arising from tlhe sales whichhave been, or may hereafter be made, of any landshleretofore granted by the United States to this
State, for tlhe use of a Seminary of Learning, and
from any kind of dolation that may lereafter be
made for that purpose, shall be and remain a perpe.tual fund, the interest of which at six per cent. perannum, shall be appropriated to the supeort of aSeminary of Learning, for thle promotint of•literature
and thearts and sciences, and no law shall ever bemade diverting said fund to any other use than to t:le -establishment andimprovement of said Seminary ol
Learninag.

A•T. 139. The University of Louisiana, in NewOrleans, as now established, shall be maintained.
ARnT. 140. The Legislature shall have power to

pass such laws as may be necessary for the furtherregulation of ice University, and for the promoton -
