The Misiassippi takes out a variety of
articles as presents to the Emperor of Japan, to conciliate
him, astonish the natives, and prepare the way for the de-
sired negotiation. A locomotive and a quantity of rail-
road iron will be taken along, with, which to show him the
operatious of a railroad. A telegraphic apparatus and
wire will also be taken, with which to demonstrate how
the lightnings have been converted to the useof civilisa-
tion. Two of the ship's englneers (Messrs. E. D. obie
and G. W. Alexande) are learning the use of the appara-
tus, in order to explain it to the Emperor. An apparatus
for taking Daguerreotypes will also be used and explained
for the information of his Majesty, by Lient. Budd. A

neautifsl barge is onboard to be presented to him. Also,
boxes of domestic goods, comprising a great variety of
mannfactured articles, which are to give the Emperor an
idea of the industrial pursuits of this country, and per.
haps awaken a desire on his part for an exchange of oom-
modities between Japan and the United States. The Mis-
sissippi will take ten boots for her use. There are four
beautifutl brass nine-pounders, mounted on carriages,
which are to be used, if necessary,byparties of engineers
engaged in surveying. They can be fitted in the bows of
boats which may be employed in exploring the coast.

They were informed that it was a
protest, atid tehat it referred to the two former
disavowals made by Capt. Porter, but at the
same time it was written in plain terms.
The object evidently was to get some kind of

apology or acknowledgement of wrong on the
part of Mr. Smith, which would enable them to
settle the affair which was becoming rather
troublesome. In this, however, they received
nonssistance from the Crescent City, and, after
somd discussion amongst the Spanish officers.
they offered to go on shore and see if it was not
possible to got the protest delivered to the Con-
sul, and thought it coutl be done if it was first
ascertained wlether the armament contained
anything offensive to the Spanish governmnent.
Information on this matter was denied them,
notwithstanding which. the otficers did go on
shore with Mr. Morales, and after some time,
the Acting Consul Mr. Moreland-came alongside
in a government boat, in company with the Cafr-
tain of the Port, Don Guillermo Chacon, the
Cousul was not, hpwever, permitted to conmi on
board, nor allowed to write home by the Cres-
cent City. Capt. Porter delivered his protest
in person.

As the protest of Captain Porter fully ex-
plains all the grounds of complaint against the
Spanish authorities, in a matter so much affect-
ing the commercial interests of the United
States, and the rights of our citizens, it is here-
with inserted entire. It will better explain the
position of affa•ir and .the outrage committed
against the United States than a history of the
whole matter would do:

I'ROTEST..
Whcreas, the fltst article of the treaty of amity between

Spain and the United States declares "there shall be a
firm and inviolable peace and sincere friendship between
his Catholic Mejesty, his suesseore, and subjccts, and the
United States, and the citizens thereof. without exeption
of persons or pleces.'

authorlties bad norigh•, to punish an American citizen
for It. On two oecaslons the doderslgned has In plain
terms denied that Purser Smith wrote anything agcanst
the Spanish fovernment in the newspapers of the Unted
State ns but the wordof an officer (who has heretofore en-
joyed the oefidonce of his iovernmest, and the company
he sereies) has been entirely disregarded by the. Cuban
antholrites, as if they were ignorant of the polity which
governs evllieed nations; on the enontrary, they have pur-
sued a vindlictive and unfriendly course, whibch must, if
persevered In, inflict great and seriOUs injury on the comrn-
merce of the United States, and against which co•esee, as
applied to this shtp, or any of the company's ships, the
undersigned once more most strongly protests.

The undersligned beuslave to draw the attention of the
Spanish Government in Cubato the fact that the Crce-
cent City sdlled from NewYork with a large number of
Cuban and American passengers on board, every one of
whom had with hIm a passport from the Spanish Consul
at NewYerk, granting persmission to sail in thes Crescent
City forthe port of.ilavans, with a guaranntee of safe
lauding onthe sheres of Cuba. Moreover, that the Span-
ish Consul at that pae, did not inform the passengers,
or sire notice to the United States Mall Steamship Com-
pany, that there w asny ikelihood of the Crescent City
beig prevented from entering the part of Havanao it is
trae that a" manifesto" was isnsed to the undersigned,
but the Company were in no wise boend by such mani-
festlo, having perfect right to consider It the hasty and
ill-advised act of a sebordinote officer, Martin Galianc;
(by whom it was signed) which anet. if ptristed in. would
interrupt the friendly intercouose of the two coeintrloes;
