The Judlge charged the Jury thit the only question for
their decision was. whether the prisoner had concelived
the intention of appropriating the money at the time he
reeteved it. or before leaving theJurisdiction of the State.

AOGORAVATED STA•n\IG CASE. - On Monday
evening last, the ship Pyramid, from Hlavre. having on
board a number of G(erman emigrants. arrived at this
port, and was moored at Post No.'25. About midnight a
sailor named Frank Davis, alios Coonell. went down into
the steerage. and attempted to take improper liberties
with a German girl, one of the passengers. The girl cried
out for assistaence, and her father, brother-in-law and
brother came to her rescue. Davis immediately drew a
sheath knife. and commenced cutting at the party. The
three mon were so severely wounded that there is but lit-
tle hope of their recovery. They were removed to the
Charity Iospital.nod the physiolnueof the institution dt-
cline giving certificates of the probable recovery of oithir
ofthe parties. Davis. and another sailor named Bob or
John Browning. immediately took a skiff and started for
the opposite shore, where they disembarked. and made
their way in the direotion of the Balize. Officers went in
their pursuit, and brought them back. They are now
onneeed lujaoll, awaiting the wounds inflictedon their
victims.
