Appearance of the Body--Religious Sereices
and Sermon-The Proeession, Incidents,
etc.

The Boston papers of the 30th ult. come to
lis filled with the details of the "last sand rites"
in the interment of the mortal remains of Dan-
iel Webster, the statesman, orator, and sage, at
Marsltfiel, Mass., on Friday the 29th. From
the Courier we take the folloawing clear and
graphic account of tile simple yet imposing v
event:

TtIE•ItURItAL OF MR. W~BSTER.
This solemn chapter in the history of the re-

public was recorded on Friday. The occasion
drew together an immense collection of people
from all parts of the country, and nearly every
town in Massachusetts had her representative
at the grave of the illustrious dead. There a
could not have been less than ten thousand per-
sons present. Grief sat, heavy iupon every
cduotenance, and a silent melancholy absorbed
every soul.

Of all we saw at Marshfield the sun alone
looked cheerful, and among none, of all that h
mighty concourse, was the grief so apparent as t
of the men and women of Marshfield.

We have time only to make a brief record of
the proceedings, and therefore lmust enter at
once upon the facts. There is another circum- i
stance connected with the burialof Mr. Webster
-the transportation of the bodies ofthosemem-
hers of his family who went before him-from
Boston to Marshfield-which we will record
here.

DEPOSITS OF FAMILY REMAINS.
On Thursday, Mr. Franklin Smith, underta-

ker, at the request of MIr. James W. Paige, re-
moved from the tomb No. 6 St. Paul's Cemetery,
in this city, to Marshfield, for re-interment, the
remains of Mrs. Grace Fletcher Webster, first
wife of Daniel Webster, who died at NewYork,
January 51, 1828, aged 47 years. Mirs. Julia
Webster Appleton, wife of Samunel Appletofi,
who died at Boston, April 28, 1848, aged 30.
Edlward Webster, son of Daniel Webster, late
Major in the First Massachusetts Infantry, who d
died at San Angel, near the City of Mexico,
January 28, 1848, aged 28. Chas. Webster,
son of Daniel Webster, who died at Boston, De-
cember 19, 1824, aged 3. Grace Fletcher Web- ,
ster, daughter of Daniel Webster, who died at t
Boston, January 24, 1847, iged 7 years. Grace
Fletcher Webster, daughter of Fletcher Web-
ster and Caroline White Webster, who died at e
Boston, February 7, 1844, aged 6 years and 6 b
months. Harriet Paige Webster, daughter of 9
Fletcher Webster, who died at Boston, March2, i
1845, aged 1 year 6 months and 24 days. Con-
stance Nancy Appleton, who died at Boston, f
March 15, 1849, aged 1 year and 10 months.

These bodies were deposited in Mr. Webster's
totmb, which has recently been erectedin the an-
cient burial ground at Marshfield. The sad
ceremony was witnessed by the relatives only.
TIE ATTENa)ANCE AT THE FtNERAI-IVIEw OFp

TIHE CORPSE.
Early on Friday morning the people began to

approach, in long processions, the mansion of the
dead Secretary. Innumerable carriages, heavily f
freighted, which had tarried for the night in the
neighboring village/s, came up, one after another, I
to the avenue leading to Mr. Webster's house
Those persons who arrived before nine o'clock I
were permitted to view the body in the library, I
where it had lain in state for several days be-
fore. But the crowd became so great after that c
hour, and the desire to seb the body so general. I
that it was brought out into tile lawn in front
of the house. Ilere, beneath the shade of a sil-
ver-leafed poplar of hisowstn planting, were ex-
poted for general gaze the dead majesty of the
country. The countenance of the great states-
man was but little altered, and those who had
seen him within the past two years easily. recog-
nized his features. In order to accommodate
all who wished to take a farewell look, the police
arranged it, so that the people marched in pro-
cession by the body. For three hours aconstant
train was in motion, and many a sad tear upon
that bier was shed.
Amongst the distinguished persons present,

were Hon. Franklin Pierce, Iton. Rufus Ghoate.
lion. Eidward Everett, Han. Abblott Lawrence,
ITon. George Ashmun, lion. Win. Appleton,
Ilion. iobert C. Winthrop, Hon. Otis P. Lord,
lion. Geo. S. Hillard, Ibon. C. II. Warren, Gov.
Boutwell, Lieut. Gov. Cushmnn, the Secretary
of the Commonwealth, the Land Agent, the Ad-
jutant General, lIon. Ily. Wilson, lon. N. P.
Banks, Judge Sprague, lion. Homer Foot, S. D.
Bradford, Esq., George T. Curtis, Esq., the
Mayor and Aldermen and twelve members of
the C(ommon Council of Boston, Professor C. C.
Felton of Cambridge, and many others from dif-
ferenthparts of Massachusetts. It would be safe
to say that nearly one-half of the Suffolk bar
was present.
The government of the New England Society

of NewYork was represented ; also, the NcwYork
Hlistorical Society; the bar of NewYork; the
Whig General Committee of NewYork, and the
Democratic Republican General Committee, of
the same city. The Albany baravasrepresented
and thee wre weremany other delegations from the
State of NewYork. Thee bar was represented
by C. W. Cushlmt n and others. From D)art-
mouth College there was a delegation of two
fromn each class. There was also a large at-
tendlance of the Reverend Clergy of Mlassachu-
setts.

TIHE lELIGIOUS SERVICES.
At twelve o'clock precisely, the religious ser-

vices were commenced. The guests of the family
occupied the right and left parlors, and the peo-
ple stood uncovered in the sun.

And if these tender remembrances only
cause our tears to flow more freely, it may not
he improper for us to present the example of the
ifather, when his great heart was rent by the

loss of a daughter whom he most dearly loved.
Those present on that occasion well remember
when the struggle of mortal agony was over, re-
tiring from the presence of the dead, bowing to-
gether before the presence of God, and joining
with the afflicted father as lie poured forth his
soul, pleading for grace and strength from on
high.

" As upon the morning of his death we con-
versed upon the evident fact that for the last few
weeks his mind had been engaged in preparation
for an exchate of worlds, one who knew him,
well remarked, ' His whole life has been that
preparation.' The people of this rural neigh-
borhhod, among whom lie spent the last twenty
years of lis life, among whom he died, and with
whom he is to rest, have been accustomed to re-
gard him with mingled veneration and love.
Those who knew him best, can the most truly
appreciate the lessons both fromhis lips and ex-
ample, teaching the sustaining power of the
Gospel.

" lis last words, ' I STIL. LIVE,' we may inter-
pret in a higher sense than that in which they
are usually regarded. He has taught us how to
attain the life of faith and the life to come.

" Vividly impressed upon the memory of the
speaker is the instruction once received as to the
ftting way of presenting divine truth from the
sacredt desk. Would that its force might be felt
by those who are called to minister in divine
things. Snid Mr. Webster: ' When I attend
upon the preaching of the Gospel, I wish to have
it made a personal miatter! a personal mal-
ter!! apcrsonlal matter '! !' It is to present
him as enforcing these divine lessons of wisdom
and consolation, that we have recalled to your
minds these precious recollections.

"And we need utter no apology. Indeed we
should he inexcusable in letting the present op-
portunity pass without unveiling the inner sanc-
tuary of-the life of the foremost man of all this
world; for his most intimate friends are well
aware that he had it in mind to prepare a work
upon the internal evidences of Christianity, as
a testimony of his heartfelt conviction of the
'divine reality' of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.
But finding himself rapidly approaching the au-
gust scenes of immortality into which he had so
often looked, he dictated the most important
part of his epitaph. And as long as ' the rock
shall guard his rest and the ocean-sound his
dirge' the world shall yead upon his monument
not onlynot only

Cone of the ae' the immortal names,
Which were not born to die.'

but also that Daniel Webster'lived and died in
the Christian faith. The delineation which he
gave of oneof his youthful and noble copeers,
could never have been written except from an
experimental acquaintance with that which he
holds up as the chief excellence of his friend.
This description we shall apply to himself, trust-
ing that it will be as well understood as admired.

"Political eminence and professional fame
fade away and die with all things earthly.
Nothing of character is really permanent but
virtue and personal worth. These remain.
Whatever of excellence is wrought into the soul
itself belongs to both worlds. Real goodness
does not attach itself merely to this life; it
points to another world. Political or profes-
sional reputation can not last forever; but a
conscience void of offence before God and man
is an inheritance for eternity. Religion, there-
fore, is a necessary and indispensable element
in any great human character. There is no
living without it. Religion is the tie that con-
nects man with his Creator and holds him to
His throne. If that tic be all sundered, all
broken, he floats away, a worthless atom in the
universe ; its proper attractions all gone, itst destiny thwarterd, and its whole future nothing

but dacrkness, desolation and death. A mant with no sense of religious duty is he whom the

Scriptures describe in such terse but terrific
language, as living without Godein the world.
Such a man is out of hi• proper being, out of
the circle of all his duties, out of the circle of1 all his happiness, and away, far, far away from

the purposes of his creation. -

The Crescent City, on her way up the river, at the
English Turn. came in collision with a tow. The damage

The U. S. steamship Crescent City, Henry K. Daven-

port. U. S. Navy. Commander. arrived from NewYork ria
Havana in eight days and thirteen hours. leaving the lat-
ter port at 0% o'clock A. M. of the d inst.

As the Crescent City approarhed theMao, thepilot
came off and inquired if Captain Porter or Pure Smth'
were on board.

Judge Sharkey, the U. S. Consul. came on board and

had a long andfull conversation with Capt. Davenport in

reference to the pending difaulties and the course to be
pursued upon the return from NewOrleans.

The Captain of the port was throughout the seveal Ins
terviews. extremely polite and civil.
As soon as the U. S. Consul learned tht the peengern

in transit aouldnot be permitted to land, he called upoe
the Captain General, and it was through his efforts and

representations that permission was ganteod. A fw of

the passengers went on shore and spent the evening, A
few moments before leaving the port of IIovana, Mr. Mio
rales, of the firm of Drake & Co., consignees of the res-

cent City, came on board, and stated, by authority, that
If Purser Smith would send a letter to the Captain Geu,
eral, denying the obarge made against him, the dimouity
would all be settled. Captain Davenport, in reply, asasesd
him that under no circumstances could he allow Mr.

Smith, or any other officer uuder his command, to address

any communication to the Cuban authorities upon the

subject, as Captain Porter, an officer of unblemished repu-
tation, hat, on two previous oceasions, under his own sig-

nature disavowed the charge.
