Louis NAPOLEOx IN NWYORltK CIT)Y. -T•he
Brooklyn Daily Advertiser, moralizing upon the
rapid ascent of Louis Napoleon up the ladder of
ambition, from positive poverty, to superlative
grandeur and power, recalls some reminiscences
of his sojourn i NewYork city many years ago.
The editor says:
" What strange events have occurred within a

few years in reference to that man! We knew
him while he was residing in NewYork, at a
lodging house in Reade street, then kept by a
gentleman who now occupies a high official posi-
tion under the French Government. At that
time he was very poor, and very dissipated.
Notoriously protigatein his habits, and without
the pecuniary ability to indulge to the full bent
of his inclination the culpable propensities which
characterized him, he was frequently expelled
from certain places in which he obtruded him-
self, and more than a dozen times was the occu-
pant of a cell at the old jail in the Park, long
since torn down.
"Not long prior to his leaving the United

States, he was arrested for a misdemeanor com-
mitted by him at the disreputable house of a
woman whose establishment he often visited,
and the writer of this article was employed pro-
fessionally by him to save him from tihe threat-
ened consequences of his recklessness and indis-
eretion. We little supposed at that time that the
thoughtless gay young man who was then our
client (and who is still indebted to us fbr conm-
sel fees and disbursements) would become Em-
peror of France. Such, however, is now his
' manifest destiny,' although we believe that his
realization of lis ambitious hopes and aspira-
tions will but hasten the fearful doom which
unquestionably impends over him."

STORM ON LAKE Su•Pt •OR.--The steamer Bal-
timore, on Lake Superior, encountered a severe
northwest gale on her passage from St. Mary's
up to the lake, on Sunday. hoe had on board a
heavy freight, and a large number of passen-
gers. When within fifty miles of Point Ie-
weena, the gale struck her, and after endeavor-
ing to stem its fury for a few hours, she was
compelled to run before the wind.

Running in for shore, with the expectation of
making a harbor at (;rlnd Island, the Captain
fbound himself out of reckoning, and within five
miles of the perpendicular cliffs known as the
Pictured Rocks. The headway of the steamer
was checked, and she continued to drift towards
the rocks. The planking over the guards were
torn away, and the vessel was in a desperate
condition.

Another attempt was made to reach Grand
Island, but a few heavy seas carried away both
smoke pipes, down even with the hurricane
deck. The passengers were in a high state of
dread and excitemeat, as the Ioat lay in the
trough of the sea, the waves constantly dashing
over her, and there was danger of fire from the
broken smoke pipes. The captain proved brave
and cool, and kept up his fires, and sustained a
constant vigilance to prevent accidents.

The boat was finally headed down the lake,
and worked several miles in great danger.
Finally, while tihe passengers were urging ithe
captain to run the vessel ashore, the anchors
were let go, the boat headed to the storm, and
rode it out, the anchors holding fast. for twenty
hours, when she returned to the Sault. A large
number of cattle on board was saved, in all this
trouble. [Baltimore paper.

To this are to be added the sums of S8,0o0 fir
new memberships, and about $.50 from deposi-
tors who brought their goods after the fair open-
ed, making an aggregate sum of $2u,600 receiv-
ed at the result of the exhibition. Iharing the
previous annual exhibition the receipts were:
For admission, $11,928; new membershis fobr
the year, $6,924; total, $18,822. The number
of depositors of goods for exhibition during the
recent fair was 2,578; during the fair of last
year 2,041. The value of the premiums, award-
ed to depositors of articles at the late exhibition
was about as follows: Ladies' premiums, com-
prising a variety of silver ware, fancy articles,
etc., $1,000; 28 gold medals worth $12 50 each,
$350; 144 silver medals, $5 each, 5720; 128
bronze medals, $175 each, $224. Total, $2,224.

EMIGRANTs FORs LBllziIA. - The liclmieond
(Va.) Whig says: We learn with pleasure that
our American Colonization Society, who were
intending to send 175 emigrants to Liberia in a
vessel which was to sail from Norfolk on the 4th
inst., have found that the number of these peo-
ple ready and anxious to embark is suddenly
swelled up to no less than 480; some of thema
from North Carolina, and some from South Car-
olina-but the largest part from our own State ;
125 from about Norfolk, and 60 or 70 from other
places. In this state of things, the society-
who have actually promised passages to as many
as 350-are now preparing to send out two ves-
sels, one from Norfolk,on or about the 13th, and
the other from Wilmington, on or about the 20th
instant.

DEALT oF G•EAT MENs.-The NewYork Times
gives a list of the great men who have gone
down to the grave during the present year, and
remarks that "in no year within the longest
memory has death possessed himself of a harvest
so rich." The Evening l'ost takes exception to
this, which it calls an exaggeration, and then
goes on to say:

"The year that Adams and Jefferson died
carried off several other distinguished men ; but
if theremark applied to the woorld at large, it is
untrue, for the year 1832 closed on the death of
such men as Sir Walter Scott, Cuvier, Clhampl-
lion, Goethe, and Sir Joames no clntosh, to say
nothing of Spurzheim, Red Jacket, or the I)uke
Rteithstadt."
