Dusrt IRob"e -- The State tovs. IV. B. Ktnnoy and others, on
a charge of laroeny, in stealing $1000 worth of gold dust
from Edmund C. Iliad, by means of false weights, on the
30th day of March last.

This case came on for trial yesterday. The prisoners
were defended by John It. Orymcs and Christian Iloselius.

Edmuod C. Ilind. for the State, sworn--On motion ofrMr. Grymes. the testimony was taken in writing.

Witness arrived hero from California on the 20th of
March. and took lodgiogs at the Commercial Hotel. Onthe next mrnring, he placed his gold dust in his carpethag, intending to start for the Mint ; the carpet bag waspt into an iron safe in the hotel, while witness went to a
tothing store ; a cabman named Marks (one of the pris-.
reese) asked witneo if he wished to ride, and said that he

would charge nothing; Marks asked witness where he
wanted to goe ; witness answered that he wanted to go to
the Mint ;Marks drove witness and his comrades to an
establishment on the cornerof Hospitaland tRo•al streets
and told them that was the place ; they all got out, and
went into the estahlishment; IoKenney and others were
behind the counter; witness asked Kenney if that woe
I the Mint; hoe answered thatit was. Witness told Kenneythat he had some gold that he wished coined ; he said that
they had enough coln on hand to pay fr the dust. lie
then went into a back room. and returned with Mr. Iaho .
one of the priouers) Kenney asked me ltow much glt
had ; Itold him between $400 and $5000 worth; heaiked me to show it to him. which I did ; he said that the

knew the value of gold, and that it was net necessary to
anmy It; he said the gold was worth $17 60 per ounce; I
osjected to the price, saying that it was worth $18 ; he
then told me that when he came to assayit, if it wasworth anything more he would allow the difference ; he
said that he would assay it tin about eight days ; I then
went into the next door while they were cleaning the gold
dust, to get a drink of water, and left a friend with them ;
while I was out, theysent my friend after me ; after going
hback, I asked what was the reason why one Breanch Mlnt
did not allow as much for gold as another. Kenney an-
swered that he did not know what they might do in other
eases, but that was all the dust was worth to him. The
dust, when weighed there. amounted to about 104 ouneos;
the same dust, in the stoe bags, weighed In California
about 250 ounces; supposing that I was dealing with
Oovernment otfficers, I did not know what to make of the
difference o; I told them that the weight fell short about
$1000. Kenney replied that it was usually the vase theat
California weight fell short. Not khowoing what to do. Itook what they gave me ; they paid me in hills of theBank of Louisiana ; I went to the bank, and havnlog told
my story, was directed to go to the Superintendent of the
Mint, and inquire how to proceed. I then made an nfi-
davit of the facts before the Recorder.

Croe•nirneeoed.--Khn was the mran who gave me the
money; oenney weighed the gold dust; Greenhtll (oneof the prisoners) was officiating in the etahbllshment at
the time of the transaction ; Greenhill. Kahu and Kinneywere in nonsultation about thegold dust; Greooenhill acted
under the orders of Kinney and Kahn ; I directed the cab
driver (Marks. who is one of the prisoners) to drive us to
the Mint, and he gave us to understand that the house on
the cornerer of IHospital and Royal slreete, was the U S.
Mintt the gold dust was collected in California. put in
lenther begs and covered by eoanva bags ; it was welghed
twice before being put into the bags, and weighbd o250
onces; it was weighed on differentescatlseand the welghts
corresponded exactly; the weight of the begs had not di-minished when they were delivered to Kenney and Kahn;
when I went out to get a drink, I left a man named Iel.
linger In the room to watch the proceedings ; they seot
him out after me; he disappeared after the commnence-
ment of this prosecution; oKenney paid witness for 184
ounces of gold; propositions have been made to nme.
through a lawyer, to pay h•ok the amoulnt of money Iost.
(The Judge here remarked that, "if any lawyer had offered
to covey such a proposition, he woutl not be a lawyer
o this Court long.") The witness gave the name of the
lawyer," Mr. Lnthrop," and of noother person, who had

they weighed it; when Illnd said that his gold fell short
$1000, Kenney replied, that we a complaint cowmn to ICalifornians ; after Iliad went out to get a drink. Ken-ney said to Killinger,." We are ready for weighing-go af.
ter Mr. liunde', Killinger went out of the room to callt
Mr. Iliod. This witnes fully corroborated the testimony r
of the preceding witness. Here the testlmonyclosed onthe pert of the Shtate.
