SUPiLMI COURT-- Condensed Decisions.-
NeesOrems Carol and Banking Compaony, o~pees, vs. A.
Schroder 4 C oappells. Appeal from the Fourth Dis.
trictt Court of New Oorleans. Dunbar J. delivered the
opinion of the Court.

This laban appeal from a judgment drismissing a rule to
det alde n arrest The plaintiff in the rule contends

that the arrest should have been set aside, on the ground
tha t It is not alleged In the affidavit for his arrest, that he
"hadabscoded from his residence."

The act of the Legislatore on which the rule to set aside
is founded, approved March 14, 1847, Its as fionllows : ' That
no citzen of snother Stoate shalt hereafter be arrested in
this 8tate, at the suiltof residentor non-rosidntcered.
itor, except in eases where It shallbe made to appear, by
the oath of the creditor, that the debtor has absconded
from his residence.
The defendaot resides at Ilavre, In Francae. The words

of the statute, "no citizen of another State," must be un.
derstood to refer to citizens of other Slates of the United
Soates. If the Legislature had intended to include in this
provslonDOf the act, the itizens of a foreign State or Gov-
erument. it would have said so in positive terms.

The defendant not being a" citizen of another State" of
the UnCted States, the act of Mlarch 18,1847 does not apply
to the ease, and it was not necessary for the plaintiff to
make oath that the defonfot had oabsconded from his rs-
doeas.

Judgment of the Court below, dismissing the rulo to set
aside the arrest, sermed.
Robrt .R. Geimuse asosoe, vs. Bain Rouge Mills Comns-

ny and Eljaah Pealse, h'ppellant.--Appeal from the Fourth
District Court of NenOrleans. Slidell, J., delivered the
opinion of the court.

The question in this case is the liability of Elijah Peals
to pay the bills sued on, as a partner in the Baton RougeMills Company, an incorporated institution. The com-
pany was domicillated in Baton Roge, and had an office
andagency in NewOrloaas. Its memberes. includiogl' Peale,
resided In NewOrtceane. The raising of fnds for the com.
pany was accomplished in NewOrleans by means of bills
drawn by its agent upon McMatn, of Newtrleans, one of
the partners. A large amountofmoney was raisedfor the
sompany in this way, portly before and partly after the
withdrawal of Pesale. He withdrew in the latter part of
Oetobor, 1850. The bills sued on bear date in the follow-
ingDecember. MoMale had them negotiated through a
broker t. thebs plaintiff, in December andJanuary. The
pitiainti d p revioeusy in the same year, discouented,pon m.e appuieatto o •tle same hroker a similar bill,
Sa!lstre dohg so, we informed by the broker that
Peakle las a'mneir.of the qompay. Pealse's name gave
credit to he compcny. •e only notice of Peasle'se with.
drawaifrom the partnerehip was published in the Baton
Bonge (asettie of tlhe ̀th Joeembei,18t0O.

In the same house are five or six OGerman emigrant chil-
dren, from three to fourtseen years of age, who are all sick
with the ship fever. They have no fdends or relatives,
nor any one to attend to their wants. If they are not at-
lended to, the probability is that they will all die of the
disease. This is a ease that demands the attention of the
authorities.

Upon being discharged she
remarked. her face being radiantwith smiles, your honor
has been very clever to me, any how."

L.aRCEYr--State vs. Moo. jMilne.-This casle
after having occupied the court of Recorder Winter du-
sing most of three or four days, came to a termination
yesterday. Wilkineon and his wife both identified the
bedclothliog, and the testimony of Mrs. Wilkinson. was
particularly clear and convincing. The defencecalled a
woman as witness who swore positively to one of the pil-
lows thenin court ashers. one of two that she had left
with Mrs. Milne; ohe said she knew it by the sewing.
