SuccEssFUL TaraTMENT OF CHOLERa In GERMANY.-In

Germany and Austria the hot air bath has been called
into requisition by some eminent medical gentlemen
when patients have become too weak for the administra-
tiou of medicine internally; and in the majority of cases
where thlshas been done, it appears, by accounts pub-
lilhed in the German newspapepers, that a speedy reepv-
cry has followed, even notwithetanding symptoms of the
worst character had presented themselves, and threatened
a fatal termnation. Of course the air is previously im-
pregnated with medicinal properties of sufficient strength
to art powerfully on'the system. There ls,unfortunately,
a great dislike among medical pracittioners in this country
to travel out of the old beaten track, even though now
modes of treatment are proved to be both eflicacious and
in skllful hands, free from danger; but it is to be hoped
that the above simple plan will not be loost sight of if
this frightful disee•eshould once more devastate our popu-
lation.

Lone CoLLeSoN.--It is stated that an attorney of the
Messrs. Wards has gone to Colnmbus to commence suit in
the United States Circuit Court for the collision of the
propeller Ogdeeeburgh with the steamerAtlantfc. A legal
tnvestigation will show which craft was in the wrong-an
nvestlgation which we understand the owners and o01-
cars of the Ogdcensburgh do not shrink from.

The collsion of the steamer Ocean with a schooner near
the spot where the Atlantic went down, a eollision which
came near being equslly fatal as to its resutst, was another
acet ofthe most criminal recklessness. The boat was in
eharge of the mate. and it was so light that the schooner
was visible over a mile. The collision was a tremendous
one, and had the Ocean been struck as far forward as the
Atlantic, she too would hare gone down. AS it was, the
larboard wheel woas smashed so completely, that not a sino-
gle arm or paddle was left unbroken. The shafts were un-
shippeol from their bed, and the ceanks broken.

The resolutions reported by a committee of the passen-
gers on the Ocean, and unanimously adopted, reflesct se-
verely on the mate for his recklessness and bad manage-
meat. and no doubt justly. It does seem that a largs
steamer, on the broad Leke, might be kept out of the way
of a sail essel, especially when it is light enough to
plainly see the veessel at a distance of a mile or more.

The Ocean has been repaired. and is again running in
the North Shore Line [tleaveland IIerald.

Tc'E SLAtE CaSE tN Nrew YoRe.-Tho case of the eight
slaces of Mr. Lemmon, of Virginia, oas further investiga-
ted on the 0th ltst. A large number sf colored persons
were present. The amended return to the writ of tabeas
corempus was read, showing that the slave, belonged to Mrs.
Lemmon, and were en romue from Virginia to Texas, two
slave States. and that it was not their intention to sell
them.

Mr. Culver. counsel toe the slaves. argued in favor of
their freedom, and also contended that, by the statute of
NewYork. it is held that every slave brought into that
State for the purpose of being sent into another State, or
otherwise. shall be free. Ite noticed the facot that Mr.
Webster. in his speech on the Oregon question, said that
every State has a right in this respect to make its local
laws.

Mr. Labaugh. in behalf of the claimant, insisted that
persons owning property in one State have a right to pass
with it through tny other State, and that the State of
NewYork had no rlght, accoding to the constitution or of
the law of nations, to prevent it. Iie quoted from the
constitution of the United Slates that the laws of one
State shall be respected in another. Ie contended that
as the persons here were recognised as property in Vir-
ginia, they should be, by the constitution, so considered
In NewaYork while they were passing in transitu through
it; and quoted points from the law of nations, decisions,
etc.

Mr. Clinton followed Mr. L., urging. alsoe the idea the
clause in the constitution as to the laws of one State being
respected In another, etc. The judge remarked that the
clause referred to statutes and records, etc.

Mr. Jay concluded the argument in behalf of the mo-
tion for the discharge of the persos. lie said the prin-
cipal in this caseo w settled by the decision of Lord
Marshfbeld. in 170i8, In the case of James Somerset. It wes
urged that he was not to be kept in Slavery in England.

Domingo, but it consists of hundreds inatead of thousands.
What is the ultimate object of the emigrants is known to
nobody. probably not even to themselves. Most certain it
is, that if there is any Stlibusterism in these proceediags,
it is entirely disconnected with the Cuba movement.

"That there is an expeditlon--a formidable expedition.
in which thousands of men are enlisted-now prepared to
msil for Cuba whenever the signal shall be given by the
leaders, is also a fixed fact. But the object of these men
is solely the disruption of Cuba from the Spanish Govern.
ment. They have not the least connection with the St.
Domingo affair.t

doubted source that it is In aforwaud state of preparation,
and it is represented that the utmost care has been taken
by the leaders not to violate the neutrality laws of the

united States. All the arms and ammunition required
have been procured abroad in large quantities, and are
now deposited without the bounds of the United States. in
a depot known only to a few of the leading spirits. Not
even a pop gun has been procured in the United States.
The mes are to leave this country as emigrants--un-
armed-and will sail from different porte, and. it is calcu-
lated. in such a manner that no suspicion shall go abroad
astotheir actualdesttnatlon. The mearsures of therevro-
lutionists have been taken with great circumspection. and
it is only to be teared that those who embark in this ex-
pedition will meet the bloody fate of their predecessors."

FIRST DISTRIuc Coeal-Jtudge Larue-- Triai
for M-ier.-The State against John aenahau, for murder
in killing John Grime, mate of the steamboat United
States, on the Levee, oppoite the First District of New
Orleans. on the 12th of February last.

This ease came on for trial yestegay. ir. District At-
torney Dnac conducted theproseeution, assisted by John
W.Price, Eq. The prisoner rwas dfeded by A. P. Field,
Esq.. by the appointmeut of the-Court. The accused, at I
the time of the homicide, was a deck band on board the
steamer United States. it had been dicha•ged by the
mate, and had been heard to make threats against the de-
ceased on the day of the homicide.

The accused is about thirty years of ago, five feet ten
inches high, and of ordinary strengthb. ehas red hair
and whiskers, grey eyes, freckledeomplexlon, and a sharp,
shrewd and sardonic expression about the month. Hie
has prominent ryebrows, low and receding forehead. The
back portion of his head, between the ears. is extremely
broad, showing a great predomlnance of the animal is-
sttncks.

The first witness called for the State was Coroner Wli-
klason.-He proved the prees trbalof the inquest held on
the body of Griffin. -The inquest showed that Griffin was
thirty-f.ur years of age, and a native of Pennsylvania ;
that he received two wounds. one in the right hip. and the
other in the abdomen, separating the intestines; the
wound in the abdomen was, in the opinion of the Coroner.
sufficient to cause death ; the wound was such a one as
would have been made by the knife exhibited in court;
the knife exhibited was a sheath knife,. such as is ordina-
rily worn by sailors, and is about five inches long in the
blande and one inch wide.

W. II. Dennet, for the State, called-Said that on the
12th of February he was employed on the steamboat
United States as carpenter; saw Renahan on that day, and
heard him say that there were some persons on that boat
who would not beso smart afteran while; saw Renahan
go into the clerk's office to get his wages; Griffin counted
out the money to Renahan, which he refused to take, say-
lng it was not enough; Griffin thena went ashore, and
Reneahan followed him; they met on the wharf, and had
some conversation; saw accused draw a knife and heard
him say to Griffin." I will show you what kind of a muan 1
am,"-using an oath ; Renabao then struck Griffin a blow
with the knife in thelower part of the abdomen; Griffia's
bowels protruded from the wound, and he held themup
in his hanoods. Renauao then threw the knife away; it
was picked up; it is the same knife exhibited in Court,
and it had been recently sharpened; the point of it was
bent.

Cross-eamined: Griffin was a smaller asnd more deli-
cate mlan tha the accused. After Griffin was stabbed,
he was taken to a furnished room on the corner of Maga-
zine and Poydrs streetse; san the physicians sew up the
bowels of Griffin ; the wound was eufficieont locause death;
is certain that Griffin did not strike accused before the
stab was given; was so close to the parties that he must
have seen a blow had any been given ; was a witness be-
fore the Recorder, on the primary examination of this
ease ; did not employ counsel to prosecute; it was about
sunet when accused and deceased went off the boat on
the wharf; was on the plank behind Griffin. nearer to the
deceased than to the accused; said nothing to accused
afterhe drew the knife; the stabbing was so sudden that
he had not time to say anything; Griffin owas carried on
board the boat by the Captain and another person; wit.
ness caught accused by the arm. and held him until an
officer took him away. Witoness lives at Newport, Ken-
tucky; no one paid his expenses to this city.

Mr. Striekner, for the State, aworn-Was barkeeper on
the boat ; it was about dark in the evening, when Rena-
han and the mate came from the boiler deck of the boat
by a stage to the wharf; heard no words; saw Renahaa
stab Griffin ; Did not hear Griffin threaten accused; was
about twenty feet off and should have heard threats had
any been.made ; the knife after being used fell back on
the levee, and when picked up had blood on it; Griffin
was cut in the abdome ; the wound was an inch and a
half wide; the occurroence took place at the foot of
Poydras street ; Griffiln remarked to witness. "

ted to witness that he had been beaten by the crew. [The
facts are, that the mate. Griffin, was very popular with the
crew of the boat, and after he was stabbed, they tied Ran-
ahan with a lead line, beat him severely, aud were about
to hang tim, when they were prevntedd by the police )
Accused was perfetly helpless, and unable to stand when
first seen by witoess.

W. It. ionnett. for the State, recalled.--Does not know
by whom Ranahban was beaten, but knows that It was af-
ter Griffin was stabbed: heard It noised around among the
firemen and deckhands that they intended hanging Ran-
ahan; heard Captain Ford's voice protesting against it.

The testimony being closedDistrict Attorney Dunn ad-
dressed the jury, and stated that In certlain cases it was
discretionoary with them to find the prisonerguilty, and to
commute his punlshment to imprisonment for life, but in
this case. there being no extenuating circumstance, they
had no choice but to find the prisoner guilty, with capital
punishment.

A. P. Field, Esq., spoke in the defence and made a very
learned and able argument.

The Judge. in his charge to thejury, stated that as this
was one of a series of cases which they would be called on
to try in the next ten or twelve days, it was necessary to
lay down a few generalprinciples of law for their guidance.
The Judge then went into an elaborate definition of the
different degrees of homicided and stated particularly the
ingredients to constitute deliberate murder.
