tMain streete. Accused and deceased had been both em-
ployed together as bar-keepers in the coffee.honse where
the homicidetook place. Accused had been dischorged
from hie situatlon as br-keeper.intho coffene-house. and
attributing his discharge to ttOe jadonce of Cutino, (the
accusation was.) killed hl . venge.

The jury hlbeing ompan the Districot Attorney read
tho indlctmn tantd ho'w bearing upon the case, and
made a short summary of the evidence which he intended
to present. At the req•cst of the prisoner's nouasel, the
witnesses ere rrequired .to leaoe the oourt room and to be
examined eparately. -

Deputy Crone•oLze, for the Statse. sworn.--Was prees-
ent at the time the inquoest was nbld on the body cf Cuti-
no; proved the proes onolnal of tihe inquesrt, showing that
the homicide took place at the house laid down in the in-
diotmoent, and that the deceased received two wounds,
one in the breast, not penetrating, and the other, a penes
trating wound, In the abdomen, which cut the liver and
caunsed death.
