Very few clerks evren after they harve established their
osefulnesas, are requitted by a salary equivalent to their
necesitires, and we hare tnown many cases wherer the
doemand for an additional hundred dollars to a salary has
had the effect to deprive the merchant of tihe services ofa,
valuable clerk. bcause the place might be tiled for a less
rum, eventhough leass efficirently. lie thought he saved
hy the operation, hbut he did not. What he gained in
wages he lost In shop-lifting.
