So it appears that the Committee and their
Chief Engineer do not agree at to the outlets,
though they agree as to the Levee system. which
ie the main subject of this report.

We hope the Legislature will take some action
upon the matters reported, on, and make the
Swamp Lands available in relieving the plant-
era from their oppreseive burdens of Levee sup-
port. We think with the Committee that there
will never be safety while the responsibility is
divided among so many. Let the state under-
take the Levees s a part Vithe internal iam-
prevements, and strike with a bold hand for the
protection of our Delta-more fertile than the
Nile, and more valuable than the treasures of
California.

We learn that neither the Committee nor any
of their Engineers or employees have been paid
for their labor. We trust that the Legislature
will bear in mind the necessity of paying th-oe
who have so freely advanced their labore tfr
the public weal, anl waited so long for their
compensation.
