But the mbt dasgerose power attempted to
be confbnred on the Police Board, to be created
by the bills now befbre the House of Represen-
tatives, is the utter irresponsibility with which
it larests the five individuals who are to com-
pose that Board. If your memorialists under-
stand aright, they retu be utterly independent
of the Comaon Council, and are to be without
any check whatsoever, their decisions being final
and without appal. And not satistfied with ths,.
the bills in question seek to confer other and ex-
traordinary powers on the Police Board, by
authorizing them to appoint Wardens, tnder
Wardens, and employees of the Work Hlouse.
and the Superintendent, Warden. or keepers of
the District and city Prisons, all of whom are
now appointed "viva voce" by the members
of the Common Council. To your memoriali'r s
the purport of these bills would seenm to be to
make the Common Council the mere paying in-
strument of the acts of the Police Board t-a
position which, if nat derogatory to the Com-.
mu n Council, wotld scarcely appear to be accep-
table to the mass of the citizens anud tax payers.

Your memorialists are apprised also tCit
there are other features of the bill. conferrita-
extraordinary powers onl the variout: Reccrders,
beyond those of mere comnuitting magistrates.
and, so far as they can perceive, the amsend-
ments, or rather alterations, propose,l wouil
have the effect of embarrassing tile owle of juts-
tice, inasmuch as they contemplat e the unwnise
creation of fees which are frtidden by the pres-
ent Charter, and the granting of extra~e linary
powers to the Clerks af Recorders, which can
only have the effect of making our luntei,.o
Courts less acceessible to the destitute ans im-
poverished class of litigants.

Your memorialists would, in conclusion, .y
that thley have not heard of any petition before
your honorable bodies to amerl the City Charter.
and that, considering it tans only been a very
short ti'me in operation, they would respectfully
beg to allow the same to remain unchanged tfir
a brief period, so as to give an opportuainy ftr
the full dovclopment of the wise and salutary
measures, and irudent clecks and sateguarl.•.
engrafted on the Act of Consolidation. And
your amemorialists will ever pray, etc.
