bold • pon l e confidence of the people. It has
kIt all its pledges faithfully, redeemed all its
obligatios-and so managed its affairs as to
afford immense facilities to the trading and me-
chemical classes of our city. We have never
heard ht imputation against its fairness, liber-
slity, solvency and honest administration. By
omitting to have its charter extended under the
old Constitution, as the other Banks, its con-
temporaries, did, theMechanics' and Traders',

she junior of all the existing chartered Baqks,
Ainds itself now about to expire in the very midst

of its lus•al career, and at the very time when
aloh a• institution is most needed to furnish the

facilities demanded by our growing commerce.
Itastookholders have therefore applied to the
Legislature for an extension of its charter.

Onghtnot a reasonable extension to be granted?
The new Constitution does not prohibit such a
grant, but indeed permits it on conditions to
which the Bank cheerfuliy accedes. It is then
a simple question of policy whether this exten-
sion ought not to be granted by our Legislature.
in this view, we do not see how any reasonable
doubts could be entertained of the eminent ex-
pediency of the measure. The Bank asks for a
short time, not as has erroneously been stated to
liquidate its affairs, which are fortunately in
such condition as to require but little time for
their full and satisfactory settlement, but in
order to prepare to enter into business under
any new general system that may be adopted by
the Legislature. Much of the capital of the
Bank is owned abroad, and if the Bank is put
in liquidation, when the charter terminates, the
capital of its foreign stockholders will be sud-
denly withdrawn from our city and a consequent
tightness be experienced in monetary circles.
This would be a decided draw back and injury
to the preseot improving condition of our trade
and finance.

If, however, the General Banking System
should prove aooeptable, no doubt all the stock-
holders of the Mechanics' and Traders', at home
and abroad, would be happy to continue their
capital here in the same institution changed
from a chartered to a free bank. We are for
granting this institution the reasonable exten-
sion of one or two years, because we believe its
past history has shown that it will use it
wisely, judiciously, and faithfully. Good char-
acter ought certainly to avail corporations ao
well as individuals. We cannot appreciate the
sincerity, particularly of hard-money advocates,
in opposing a Bank which always has more
specie than it has circulation, and has always
extended its facilities to that class of our people
whose enterprise and industry have contributed
so largely to the prosperity and greatness of our
city.

the Distriet Judges reeelving three thousaa twfehundred
dollars salary. and the Probate Judges twelve hundred.
Whether this plan will be adoptedby the Senate, reaini.,
of eourse, to be seen; but my impressloos oe, thntit will,
although I know some Senators who are violently opposed
to it. among whom is Mr. Lacey, the Chairman of the
Judiciary Commlitee, who has a favorite scheme of his
own. which he is not willing to abandon without a great
stroggle. There are many. on the other hand, who will
be warmly in favor of it.

The course of swvera gontlemen in the House upon this
subject ws rathe amusing. a wll as instructive. Every
day they seemed to habn turned a complete somerset: and
it was only after the fnl vote had been taken that any
one could have said with any certainty what plan would
be adopted. I remarked that Mr. Miller, from Point
Coupee, who had been one of the most strenuous ndvo-
eoes of the one Judge system, and who made more
speeches upon the subject than sil the balance of those

who believed with him put together, when the time name
to vote was not ound in hi eat-lthough he hd been
arguing and appealing all the morning up to that moment,
and although he eontiued to do so after the vote was
tuben. When his constituents read the debates upon the
subject, wherein they will fisd his eloquent and patriotic
ramarks ten times told, and then find that he did'nt even
vote upon the question which excited him to so many
foren•ic diophlys.they wll, perhaps, be able to comprehend
something about that Buucomb policy which is so deeply
rooted in the minds of sose politiealns

Among those things which this Legislature 1wll have to
eeaount for to their constituents and which they should

took to with fear and trembling as the heaviest sin which
they are fattening upon their own shoulders, Is the wofnl
quandering of the swamp land fmnd. of which they
are now being guilty. I cannot particularize aIL the bills
which have been presented for appropriations from this
souree of revenue, beoause it would take up too much
time and space. But I can notice one, which is enough
for present purpoeas. I mean the applieation for thirty-

•x thousand dollars which has been made for the Grand
Lvee (as it is called) of Point Coupee. If the Levee aliuded
to protects the land of the State from inundation, and
if, by its presence, any of the swamp lands donated to the
State are redeemed. then, without a doubt, the State
hould comIit in keeping the Levee up.

In giving to that parish thirty-six thousand dollarn, and
not a cent to the other? Point Coupee is the only parish
which has ever aked for this appropriation, and she is not
any more entitled to it than others. Besides which, this
i not the first time application has been made for the
same prpose. The sttute Lbok will show that only last
year twenty-8•e thousand dollars were appropriated for
that Levoe--o that it would seem it is to become a rgu-
lar prnsioner upon the treasury. and that every year the
penion is to be increased. Last year it was twenty-five
