COTTON DEPRESSED.

INTERESTING GENER4SL NEWS.

NewYoas, March 13.
The Cunard steamer Africa arrived here this mornig•i,

with dates from Liverpool up to Sunday, February 27,
four days later than the asooounts brought by the Baltic.
The Adhlc was detained one day at Liverpool by a hurri-

cane of unprecedented volenee, from which much damage
was safereq by shping. She brings one hundred thou-

sand dollrs in spels.
The following ia summary of her news:

Liverpool Markets.
LsVEerooL, February 28.

There has been a moderate demand in the Cotton mar.
ket here snoesthe departure of the Cambria, on the 19th
lmtant, and the ealea of the week were limited to 34,000
bales, of whieh 5,000 have been taken on speculation and
3,000 for export. Prices have been depressed and closed
ate slight decline, especially for the middling and lower
geades. lolders have not, however, been pressing on the
market. The quotations last evening were tor Fair Or.
leaes Od.; Middling Orleans 5b 5?f d ; Fair Uplands6; and Mliddling Uplands 5%(hlc5d. Si I.

The sales to-day are about 4000 bales, with a moderate
demand, and prices rather more in favor of buyers, but
withoutfaurther change in quotations. Flour has been in
moderate request during the week, and prices have de-
clined 6d. per bbl. The closing rates are 2es. for Western
Canal, and 2;s. per bbl. for Ohio.. Corn has also been
quiet, and declined ls. per quarter. Thequotations are
for Yellow 326., and White Os. qer quarter. Lard has
deelined ls. Od. per ewt. Sugar has been in good demand
from the trade and for export, and freely met by holders.
There has been a fair demand for tobacco, and holders are
frm, with moderate sales tothetrade.

Beef has been dull, but prices remain unchanged. Pork
has been in moderate request, without change in the
rates. Bacon has been active. with advancing prices.
There has been demand for coffee, which has been freely
met by holders, and prices close firm.

Money and Tirade.
The London Money Market is without any change of

moment. The rates of interest are unchanged. There
have been large transactions in American seoourities. Con-
sole are unchanged, and close at 931%.

Steamers' Movements.
The Africa passed the Canada on Monday, the 28th ult.

The Franklin was reported off Cowes on Saturday. The
City of blaegow arrived at Liverpool on Saturday, the
28th alt.

Hungary.
An outbreak is anticipated at Poeth, and the Austrian

Government is taking extraordinary precautions with re-
gard to it.

Mazzlni in Milan.
Mazzini is said to be lurking in Milan, and is in great

personal danger. oe had planned the seizure of an Ana-
trlan steamer on Lake Maggiore, but his object was fr.-
trated.

Turkey and Austria.
The Turkish Government has rejected the ultimatum of

Austria with regard to the war with Montenegro, and
places herself in the hands of France and England. It is
thought that the dispute will be amicably settled by the
arbitration of France, but it is reported that Lord John
Russell had dismissed the ultimatum from Turkey, and
there was imminent danger of war.

India Mail.
The India Mail has arrived at Trieste, and brings un.

favorable advieos from the British Provinces. In Pega
the troops were harrased by the fever.

Letter from San Juan del Norte.
AN EXCITELMENT.

&orrcspottbenn of the resotcnt.
SA JUAes DEL NoeorE, March, 1853.

Editors Crescen--I wrote you a letter which I intended
to send by the Pampero, but, owing to that vessel's sud-
den departure at midnight, it did not go. Such is but too
frequently the case, end we poor devils are often deprived
of the chancof f sending " a few lines " to our friends at
home, and all owing to our living in a town that has In-
curred the displeasure of the Accessory Transit Company.

I presume you have reeivredsome accounts of the ditfl
culties between the Transit Company and the citizens of
San Juan ; yet. I propose giving you a correct version of
the whole affair.

You doubtless remember the ciroumstaance of the Pro-
motheus being fired at by the English brig-of-war Ex.
press, some twenty months ago. Mr. Vanderbilt wason
board the Prometheus at the time, and vowed in his wrath
that no passengers by hi. steamers should, In future, be
landed in the town. Much indignation has been felt by
Americans on this subject, and painful was it to such of
our countrymen as were here, to ee a British cannon send
its ball athwart the bow of a vessel at whose mast-head
floated the stars and stripes. But does the world know
that it was caused by Mr. Vanderbilt refusing to pay a
paltry port charge of eleven dollars ? Refusing to pay a
trifling sum, justly due, and which has been paid by every
vessel, of every nation, when his steamers were otolnig
him thousands of dollare,andhe, with Wall street brokers,
was speculating on imaginary canals, etc.
.Jaithfully and rigidly did this Midas keep his word

The Transit Company's depot was established at "Poin
i

Arenas," on the opposite side of the harbor. Thiersteam.
ships and river steanlers have always landed there. Pas-
sengers going to or coming from California have been re-
shipped from that point. Occasionally, when from mis
haps or bad management on the Transit, passengers were
detained a few days, they were, par force, allowed to land
in the town, and their curses against the delay, etc., part-
ly silenced by the comforts of good quarters. In the
meantime the people of San Juan, (mostly Americans)
who had invested largely-many of them theirall-in
hotels and stores, for the accommodation of passengers,
and in view of the grand canal pirject, on the strength of
which the charter was granted by Nicaragua, found them-
solves living, as It were, one on the other, and fast ap-
proaching the aoegerp of the Kilkenny mousers. The
City Council of this place, every member of which was an
American, made repeated propositions to the Company,
offering lands, freedom from taxation,to bear the expenses
of their removal, and other inducements, if they would
move over to this side. The citizens coaxed, begged,
threatened-all to no purpose. The vow was registered
againmtthem. Mr. Vanderbilt owned the steamships; Mr.
Vanderbilt controlled the company, and Mr. Vanderbilt
never forgot then.Promotheus affair."

iosaragua was humbugged and badly enthred into grant-
ing privileges, nmonopoloies, et~., for a grand canal across
the Isthmus, and re-euhrel into grpnting monopolies to an
cesreJ eosnpany. Accessory to what? Truly has the
British Minister stated-as you will see by Mr. Eveorett e
letter of February 13, 1853, to the President-tbat this
grand oanal, by which the commerce of the world was to

e facilitated, has dwindled down to a mere stock-jobbing
transit route. I need not enter into an explanation of
the respective rights of Musquito or Nicaragua to the city
of San Juan, for you will nod them ably discussed in Mr.
Clayton's letter to Mr. Lawrence. But, apart from all
political subterfuges In relation to the territorial claims
of Musquito or Nicaragua to this port-questions which
no private company had a right to investigate-the duties
ofthe accessory company were manifestly these : to accept,a they found them, the constituted local authorities of
the place- to conform to the existing roeulatioinrto , I
advisedly, caretfully, and to objoeat in legal form to whatthey considered onerous or oppressive. They avalled
themselves of the facilities offered by the town and its iu-
habltants when oenveonien-of the natural advantages of
the harbor and river navigation-of the depots and sup-
piles of the inhabitants when their own were exhausted,
and these accommodations should have imposed upon
them reciproopl obligations, when it.ws In their power to
granutthem ; hut, on the contrary. they arrogated to them-
ar•lers notional powers In the territoral question already
in distousion between Englaud and the United States, re.
f•sed compliance with the established regulations of the
port (courteously recoguliedby all vessels*) and provoked
the conseqruences to which I have already alluded.

This is the true secret to the opposition which the Com-
pany have shown to the town, and while they have been
benefited in every listance where they could be so byitstdvantages, they have invariably repaid it by the bittetest
hoatility. Such hn hobeen tho state of things for the lasteighteen months, and such was the condition of affaire

when the City Council passed an ordinance notifying the
Company to remove, within five days, certain hnltdingslately erected by said Company on the opposite side ofthe harbor, and within thirty days to remove their entire

establlshment, and that in the event of ton-complianceon their part, ,"'summary measures"' should be taken
Notice to this erift Vwas served onthegeneralagent of the

Company. but as his orders from Yall street were impera.tively to the contrary he of course declined complying,
and made a protestbefore the United States Commereial

Agent. The ordinance spoken of seots forth that the landsare needed for quarantine and hospital purposes. The

It was soon ourrent that the agent and employee f
the Company intended to resist with violence any attempt
on the part bftthe authorities to carry out the ordinance.
The citizens who had long and Patiently endured the ty.
rannies of this monopoly, determined to anutain the an.
thorlties. Warlike preparations were made on both eldea.eanons and muskets were in readiness, proclamations
were issued calling on every citizeh to do his duty; mill.
tary companies were formed and drilled, patrols at night;
in short, every thing bore a martial and spirit-stirring ap-
pearanoe, and many of us feared that the collision would
cause a loss of life. Fortunately, however, every thing
passed off peaceably, the day of execution arrived, and
some half dozen carpenters, with about thirty men under
arms, went over and removed the building without meet-
ing any opposition, the workmen of the Company rather
siding with the people. The American flag, which had
been placed on the building, was taken down by Amerl-
0ans, and was saluted with the usual military honors.
On the 10th instant the entire establishment is to be re-
moved in like manner. Pending the proceedings the
British steam frigate "Geiser" came into port, and the
agent of the Company called on the Commander for his
assistance or Interference, but the latter declined med-
dling in " local matters."
Thus have the Company and the people come to open

hostilities ; the Company have had it in their power to
inaure the people and the town, and have used that power
unmercifully. The people have now retaliated, and may
teach them that when a community is driven to extremi.
ties and arrays itself against monopoly, much mischiet
can be done.

We have at present among us Mr. Squlser, well known
as the writer of a book on Central America. He is here
with a party of five, Surveyors. etc. It is supposed he is
on some government mission. They leave to-morrow for
the interior, and will be received in all parts of Nicaragua
with a warm welcome. Squier is probably themost popu-
lar foreigner who ever could go to Nicaragua ; in his book
he has flattered her greatly, and of course the people love
him for it.

Of course we feel a lively interest in every thing that
relates to this town; the proposition that England makes
to the United States is the best as far as San Juan is con-
cerned; let it be a free, independent town, and let that
independenc he unqualified. Americans who have in-
vested here-who have made a town where there was but
a village of huts; cannot think that the United tates will
see them negotiated away to Nicaragua, underwhoselaws
they could not live. No, it is the duty and policy of the
United States to make San Juan a free town.

The United States sloop-of-war Cyane is daily expected
here; the Prometheus and Webster will probably leave
to-day. The British mail steamer is due and we ahallget
late news from England. diropos de toltes. England's
"Inter-Colonial" steam navigation is perfect. Two steam-
ships of first class and of 1400 tons, English tonnage,
leave Southampton monthly and connect with steamship
at St. Thomas, the grand depot. The different mails are
then taken, one to Vera Cruz and Havana, another to
Brasil, a third to Barbadoes. a fourth to Honduras, an-
other touches at Carthagena, Chagres, Aspinwall and this
place. An immense amount of specie is taken from these
different points. The R. DM. B. steamship Dee on her last
trip took on board $1,400,000.

We have but few vessels in port and business continues
very dull.

A party of young men started from here a few days
since on an excursion to " Indian river," seven miles
hence. They were in an open boat, which, getting among
the breakers at the mouth of the river, upset and one of
the party was lost, probably taken by a shark. A siml-
lar sad rolreumstanoe occurred jut one year ago ; a part
of the body in that instance was found badly mangled by
the sharks ; the young man who was lately lost was named
Prench; he was a carpenter, from NewOrleans. lfastalueoge. Yours, " H.

P. S.-Mr. Squior was refused a passage from NowYork
to this place on the Prometheus, owing to his having
spoken and written against the Transit Company; butby
legal process he compelled the steamer to take him. On
his arrival here, he made application for a passage up the
river for himself and party, but was refused. iHe was
therefore compelled to go in an open beot. Ie has written
a communication to the City Council of this place on the
subject, a copy of which has been sent to NewYork. The
steamer did not permit any one from this place to go on
board, and have refused passage to citizens wishing to go
to NewYork. The greatest excitement prevalls, and the
steamers refuse all intercourse with the town.

This letter I shall have to give to some passenger. The
buildings ocoupied by Captain MoCerren have been de-
stroyed.
