Gilly, 5 Annual, 53i ; State
re. Perry. 5 Annual, 282. But the Constitution of 1845 hs
been superceded by that of 8182, and the latter contslas
nothing similar to tbhe 9th article of the former ; the four
year' term. therefore, which wwa by construction deduced
from that artiele hisa disappeured witthe article itself,
and the office In question is held under the original act of
1811; and of couse. the officer is liable to be suspended
by the appointing power.

The defendant, however, claime that as he was appoint-
ed under the Constitution of 1846. when his appointment
wes eontrued to be one for four yearn that a ohanege in
the tenure of the office can have no effect upon him until
the full term has expired; and he lts one carse decided
in Georgia and two In North Carolina, in which the Legis-
lature had changed the tenure of clerksh of courts from one
of tocd ehloe'iom to a term of years which at the first
bluhrb, would seem to support his pretensions ; but neither
of the eases. when tarefully examined, will be found ap-
plioable to theb present controversy. The change In the
tenure of omce of the Recorder of Births and Deaths is
not the work of the Iegielature--l was done by a cove-
reign Convention of the State--the action of which was
approved by a large majority of the people. That Coo-
ventton had as much right to change the tenuro of thl
oirce in question as it had to change the tenure of thoee
of the Judges ; it did nsot change both : and the detudsnt
in thist ease and the Judge who deolded it, m00t alike sub-
mit with the bost graeo they eau.
