The village of Westwerw-ksie situated in
the far north of England, and, almost on the
coast. The neighboring country is not pio-
turesque, being remarkable chiefly as a coal

istrlct. t is true, there are hills in the dis-

they are so distant they look almos

t

onads ou the horizon. Immediately round
te..nlagse, it is quite flat, with the exception of
the little eminences which generally lead up to
the months of the coal pits. There is no luxu-
riant vegetation to compensate for the want of
variety of surface, no shady foliage, no fertile
fields, no green meadows, nothing but bleak,
santdy moorlandls--somettmcs hare, sometimes
turfy, sometimes, as they approach the sea,
scantily covered with the stiff, rushy beach-
grass; while mounds of ashes by day, and red
flames by night, mark the coalt pits, and form
the distinguishling feature of the country.

At one end of the vill:oge there is a small
new church without a clancel-too much in
appearance 1l•e a town cl rch to be interest-
ing-surroundecl by a new made grave yhrd,
gra-sy, and neatly kept, b it with none of those
mouldering monuments, and solemn, shadowing
yeti which bestow a deep though mournful in-
torest.

A memorial from the Police Jury of that por-
tion of the Parish of Orleans, situated on the
right bank of the Mississippi, on the subject of
the ferry running from the Second District of
the city to Algiers, in front of Jackson Square,
was referred to the Committee on Streets and
Landings.

A communication from Eagle Fire Co. No. 7,
praying the Board to -take into consideration
tihe resolution adopted by the Board of Assist.
ant Aldermen, for the erection of an engine
house, was referred to the Fire Committee.

A resolution was read from Anthony Rasech,
President of the Catholic Orphan Asylum, Third
District, asking for the use of Lafayette Square
fur one evening's exhibition of fire-works, for
the benefit of said Asylum, and the following
resolution, offered by Mr. Burke, was read
twice and unanimously adopted, the rulesbeing
suspended:

Rtesolved, That permission be, and is hereby,
granted to the Catholio Orphan Asylum of the
Third District, to give an exhibition of fire-works
in Lafayette Square; provided that any dam-
age that may accrue by reason of said exhibi-
tion to private or public property, be made good
by the Board of Directors of said institution,
under the direction of the Street Commissioner.

A resolution (No. 884) appropriating $250
per asem to Milneburg Fire Co. No. 1,

Mr. Claiborne, on behalf of the special com-
mitttee to whom was referred the Mayor's mes-
sage relative to the Place d'Armes, offered the
following report, which was adopted:

The committee to whom was referred the
message of the Mayor, in which he states his
objections to the resolutioen of the Common Coun-
cil, tendering the use of the Place d'Armes, for.
merly Congo Square, to the State, for the spe-
cial purpose of erecting tLo State Hoose thereon,
beg leave to submit the following report:

Your committee find no good grounds to doubt
the power of the C ,mmon Council to dispose of
the above named Square for a public purpose,
so advantageous as the restoration of the seat of
Government to the City of New Orleans-this
Square having formerly been occupied in part
hy the fortifications of the city, and having
formed a portion of the ancient public commons,
the right and title to which was vested in the
city of NewOrleans by the United States after
the acquisition of Louisiana.

Your committee, after due inquiry, have found
that no private claim whatever can intervene
with the right of the city to dispose of it for any
proper public purpose. This view of the case is
strengthened by the consideration that the smr-
rounding proprietors, so far from objecting, are
unanimously favorable to the disposition pro-
posed to hbe made of said Square, and that the
space within it is so large, that a State House
could be erected in the centre, without interfer-
ing in any manner with the surrounding trees
and promenades.

Your committee agree with the lion. Mayor
in the value and advantages which he attaches
to public squares, as agreeable and healthful
resorts for the people, but in this case, even if
the Sluare were to be entirely taken up, it
would be more than replaced by the wide streets
and promenades lately opened, and the large
public park provided for in this pa't of the city.

The fears expressed by the Mayor as to the
expenditures of money which might result, your
committee believe to be groundless, asnoexpen-
ditures are proposed on the part of the city; and
although the Legislature may be disinclined, at
present, in view of the financial position of the
State, to incur the expenditure involved in the
removal of the seat of Government; your com-
mittee have reason to believe that a measure so
important to the interests of the city, and as
they humbly deem to the general weal of the
State itself, will be sooner or later adopted,
either through the direct action of the Legisla-
ture, or through a popular vote taken through-
out the State. As an inducement to this desir-
able end, it is desirable to hold at the disposi-
tion of the State, a site so eligible in all respects
for the erection of a State House, as that which
has been proposal, ndt your committee, there-
fore, with due defere..• to the worthy metrives
which have influenced the Mayor, reop :fully
recommend that the Common Council per,'st in
the resolution which he has returned to s with-
out his sanction.

DEAR SIR-Tle case of Robert Murphy es.
Municipality No. One was tried in the Second
District Court on the 9th inst., and on the 14th
inst. Judgment was rendered against the city
for the sum of $1998. I consider the judgment
a correct one, and therefore donot advisean ap-
peal from it, yet I feel it my duty to call your
attention to the facts of the case.

It is a suit by the Lessee of the Ferry of Mu.
nicipality-No. One to recover the cost of rebuild.
ing and repairing the Ferry Wharf, which he
alleges he was obliged to do, after notifying
your Honor and the Surveyor, Mr. L. H. Pilid,
of the necessity of it. The evidence shows that
the Mudicipality No. One was in the habit
of rebuilding and repairing the Ferry Wharf
from the year 1844, until Mr. Pilid became the
Surveyor of said Municipality in 1048. That in
the contract between Municipality No. One and
Davis, Graham & McLanathan, the latter bound
themselves to keep in repair all the Wharves in
the Second and Third Districts, including the
Ferry Landing. By their contract it appears
that they are bound to make their repairs " un-
der the direction of the Surveyor." The evi-
dence shows that Mr. Murphy not only appled
to the Surveyor, but that he applied also to the
Contractors, and that the Contractors applied
to Mr. Pilif, for instructions, and that Mr.
Pilid told them they were not bound to rebuild
or repair the Ferry Wharf. In my opinion it was
the manifest duty of the Municipality No. One, as
Lessor, to repair and rebuild the Wharf when
necessary. In its contract with Davis, Graham
& McLanathan the Municipality expressly un-
dertook to repair the Ferry Landing. Under
these circumstances it could not be expected
that the city would escape a judgment against
her.

I make this communication chiefly to inform
your Honor, and the Council, of the reasons why
I decline taking an appeal in this case, and to
say that I cannot be responsible for the man-
agement of suits in courts of justice where other
otlicers of the city undertake to interpret and
give legal effect to ordinances and contracts en-
tered into by the corporation.

DEAR Sm-The suit of It. Gardere, vs. the
City of NewOrleans, has been tried in the Third
District Court of this city, and has resulted in
a judgment against the city for $- . From
this judgment I have taken no appeal, as it is
correct beyond any question.

The circumstances of this case make it my
duty to call your particular attention to it.

On the 10th February, 1852, David Moores
contracted with the Municipality No. 1 to con-
struct wooden sidewalks on the North side of
Canal street, from Prieur to Broad streets, and
various other streets in the said Municipality.
This work was to be paid for, one-third by the
Municipality, and two-thirds by the proprietors
fronting on the streets paved. By the terms of
this contract it was the duty of the Surveysor,
within thirty days from the date of the recep-
tion of this work by him, to make a roll of
assessment of the cost of said work, stating,
let. The numboer of foot in front of each propr-
ty. 2d. The amount of cost to be paid by each
proprietor. 3d. The names of the proprietors.
4th. The location and description of the proper-
ty. 5th. The por•on of the cost to be paid by
the Municipality, which roll of asse'•,eat it
Was the duty of the Surveyor, on the lar the
aforesaid thirty days, to hand over to the Comp-
troller, whose duty it was to register the said
roll in the office of the Recorder of Mortgager.

CGardere brings this suit as the transferee of
Moores, and alleges that the work was comple-
ted and received by the Surveyor, but that the
Surveyor neglected and refused to make out
and furnish the required roll of assessment,
thereby depriving him of his mortgage, and
preventing him from collecting that portion that
was to be paid by the proprietors. AU these
facts were abundantly proved on the trial of
the case. I addressed several notes to the Sur-
veyor, advising him of the suit, and the neces-
sity of his attendance, to which he paid no at-
tention. Under this state of facts there was,
of course, a judgment against the city.

ily particular object, however, in calling
your attention to this suit, is this : Although
the city will be obliged to pay the amount of
this judgment, these front proprietors will still
be obliged to reimburse the city. It will there-
fore be necessary for the Surveyor to make out
the roll of assessment in order to ascertain the
amount due by each proprietor. This should
be done immediately, and the bills put in the
hands of the proper officer for collection, other-
wise the amount may be lost to the city entire-
ly.

shipped, or for any other purpose, to remain
there for a longer time than twenty-four hours,
Sundays not included.

And should the owner or owners, consignees
or shippers of such articles left on the wharves
or levees in contravention of this ordinance, re-
fuse or neglect to remove the same, he or
they shall be liable to a fine of not less than
2.0, or more than 010, for each and every day

any such article may be so left; said fine or
fines to be recoverable before arv Court of conm-
petent jurisdiction-it being understood that
this ordinance shall in no manner affect exist-
ing ordinances prohibiting articles aof great
weight from being placed on the wharves and
levees, nor the articles of salt, coal and bellcst,
which are allowed to remain fifteen days. And
should the owner or owners, or consignees of
such articles, refuse or neglect to remove the
same, it shall be the duty of the Wharfinger to
have the same removed therefrom, at the expense
of the owner thereof, the said articles to be
stored at the expense and risk of the owners or
consignees, and not to be delivered until all fines
and charges shall be paid thereon.

Sec. 2. Be it further ordained, That the
Wharfingers of the several Districts be, ant, they
are hereby, empowered to regulate the placing
and arranging of all articles of produce, mer-
chandise or other effects landed on the wcarves
or levees from ships, steamboats or other craft,
or which may be brought there for ashipment,
and it shall be the duty of the said Wharfingers
to so arrange said articles as to afford convenient
gangways for the landing and receiving of
freight. Any person who shall refues or neg-
lect to arrange said articles agreeably to the
direction of said Wharfingers, shall be liable to
a fine of not less than 35, or more than $20-
recoverable as aforesaid, and the said Wharfing-
ers shall place the same at the expense of parties
so ofending.
