TeR•E .--On the 16th day of November, 182, Edward
Everott, Beoretary of State, on the part of the United
States, and Frederlek Von Gerolt, Prussian Minister at
Washlgton,. conoluded an addtioal artlele to the Con.

vention for the mutual delivery of criminals, etc., which
recites that, wherea" it may not be practicable for the ra-
tifoations of the Convention for the mutual delivery of
eriminals, fugtilves from justiee in certain cases, between
the United States and Prusia, aend other States of the
Oermanlo Confederation, signed at Washington, on the
10th day of June, one thouaned eight hundred and ilfty
two, to be exchanged within the time stipulated in said
Convention, therefore the ratlfication of the Convention
ehall be exchanged at Washington, within one year from
the date of this agreement, or sooner ahould it be posible.

A treaty bha been coneluded at Washington between
the United Staesk and Belgium for reguntting the right of
inheriting and aequiring property. The treaty provides
that Belgian subjects shall enjoy throughout the United
States the right of acquiring and transmitting property.
withor without a will, on the same onditions as eitizens
of the United States. In like manner, cittese of the
United States shall enjoy in Belgium the right of acquir-
ing and transmittlag property, with or without a will, on
the same conditions ae Belgian subjects.
