I felt that ii wul.4be .ey un-
professional to let e.eto my ellent that I was at
all soared, though my heart was running down
like a jekh-sorew uadet a heavy wagon. My
conscienoe-I had not ,acticled It wayw then--
was iot quite easy. t could'pt help feering that
it was hardly hcett to be leading my client,
like Falltaf his oseat, where he was sure to be
peppered. Silt thlen it was my only bhsance;
oy blread depe.ded on it; and I reflected that

the same thing is to happen in every lawyer's
practice. I 'ried to arrange my ideas in form
and exeogitarte a speech; they flitted through
n,,, brain in odds and ends. I could neither
think nor quit .linking. I would lose myself in
the firs'. twenty words of the opening sentence,
and steop at a particle; the trial run clean out.
I wo'ald start it again with no better luck; then
I t',ought a moment of the disgrace of a dead
br.sak-bown; and then I would commence again
with, " (tentleman of the jury," etc., and go on
as before.

At length the Judge signed the minutes, and
took up the docket: "Special case-Higgnbbo-
tham vs. Swink; slander. Mr. Glenidy for
plaintiff, Mr. Kasm for defendant. Is Mr. G.
in court? Call him, Sheriff?" The Sheriff
called three times. He might as well havecalled
the dead. No answer, of course came. Mr.
Kasm arose, and told the Court that he was
sorry his brother was too much (stroking his
chin, and looking down and pausing) indisposed,
or otherwise engaged, to attend the case; but
he must i.sist on its being disposed of, etc:; the
Court said it .should be. I then spoke up
(though my voice seemed to me very low down,
awl very hard to get up,) that 1 had just been
spo ;.to in the cause. I believed we were
rcod,'hf the case must then be tried; but I
should much prefer it to be laid over, if the
Court would consent, until the nextday, or even
that evening. Knoan protested vehemently
against this, reminded theCourtof itsperemptory
order; referred to the former proceedings, and
was going on to discuss the whole.merits of the
case, when he was interrupted by the Judge,
-who, turning himself to me, remarked that he
should be happy" to oblige me, but that he was
precluded by what had happened; he hoped,
however, that the counsel on the other siede
would extend the desired indulgence; to which
Kasm immediately rejoined that this'was a case
in which he neither asked favors nor meant to
give them. So the case had to go on.

Several members of the bar had their hate in
their hands, ready to leave the room, when the
ase was ealled upi but, seeing that I was in it

alone, ufnared their curiosity to get the better
of their engagements, and staid to see it out-a
circumstance that did not diminish my trepida.
tion in the least.

I had my witnesses coaled up, posted my cli-
ent behind me in the bar, and put the ease to
the jury. The defendant had pleaded justifica-
tion, and not guilty. I got along pretty well.
I thought on the prooib. The cross-examinationi af old Kasm didn't seem to me to hurt any thing ;

though he quibbled, misconstrued and bullied
b ehtily--objected to all my questions as lead-

ing and all the witnesses' answers as irrele-
vP t; b ',t the judge, who was a very clever sort
of a man,. and who didn't like Kasm much,
helped me a long and over the bad pslaces, oca-
saally taki,•g the examination ih uself, when
old Karm had ,rot the statements of the witaess
in a fog.

I had a strong case; the plaintiff showed a
good character-that the lodge of Mason, had
refused to admit him to fellowship until hie bad
cleared up these charges; that the Methodist
Church, of which he was a class-leader, had re-
quired of him to have these charges judicially
settled ; that he had offered to satisfy the de-
fendanut that they were false, and proposed to
refer it to diednterested men, and to be satisfied,
if they decided for him, to receive a written re-
ti action, in which the defendant should only de-
clare he was mistaken ; that the defendant re-
fused this proffer and reiterated the charges
with increased bitterness and aggravated in-
sult; that the plaintiff had suffered in reputa-
tion and credit; that the defendant had declared
he meant to r l him off and hnb his land at his

(defendant'A m rice; and that defendant was
rich5 and ofte•,r~e ated his slanders at public
meetings, and once at the church door, and
j,'ally, no justified.

T. defendant's testimony was weak: it did

not cositrovest the proof as to the speaking of
the words or the matters of aggravation. Many
witnesses w,'re examined as to the character of
the plaintiff; bhit those against us only referred
to what they ha' heard since the slanders, ex-
cept one, who was unfriendly. Some witness

hpoke of butchering jogs at night and hearing
them squeal at, a late hour at the plaintiff's
slaughter-house, and of the dead hogs they had
seen with various marks, and something of liogs
having been stolen in the neighborhood. This
was about all the proof. The plaintiff laid his
damages at ten thousand dollars.

I rose to address the jury. By this time a
good deal of the excitement had worn off. The
tremor left, only gave me that sort of feeling
which is rather favorable than otherwise to a
public speaker.

I might have made a pretty good out of it, if
I had thrown myself upon the merits of my
case, acknowledged modestly of my own inex-
perience, plainly stated the evidence and the
law, and let the case go-reserving myself in
the conclusionfor a splurge, if I chose to make
one. But the evil genius that presides over the
first bantlings of all lawyerlings, would have it
otherwise. The citizens of the town, and those
of the country then in the village, had gathered
in great numbers into the court-house to hear
the speeches; and I could not miss such an op-
portunity for display.

Looking over the jury, I found them a plain
matter of fact looking set of fellows; but I did
not note, or probably know a fact or two about
them which I found out afterward.

I started, as I thought, in pretty good style.
As I went on, however, my fancy began to get
the better of ily judgment. Arguments and
common sense grew tame. Poetry and decla-

I complmnented the
jury on their patience, on thebr' ritmte of the
valae of characte; spoke of the puoic expee-
tations, of that feeling outside of the box wricu
would welcome with thundering plsaudit the
righteous verdict the jury would render; and
wonnd up by declaring tlhat I hlad never known
a case of slandor so aggravated in the course of
moy practice at the bar; and felicitated myself
that Its groesness and barbarity justified my
client in relying upon even thi e youth nd ine-
perIenceof an unpraticed advocate, whose pt
crty of resaources wa unpaid by opportunitir
of previous preparation. Much mere I said
that happily has now escaped me.

Wheu I concluded, Sam Hieks and oue or two
other friends gave a faint sigh of applaunse, but
not enough to make any impression.

I obsorved that old oasm held his hetd down
iaen I woa speaking; I entertaiped the hope

that I had cowed him l His usual fort wnas that
of cynical composure, or bold and brazen deftI-
ance. It wes a special kindness if he only

he continued, " of age enough to recollect, if I b
had charged my memory with so inconsiderable 3
an event, the dlay of hi.s birth, and then I was e
in full praetlcee in this Court-house, I confess, o
though, gentlemen, I am& old enough to remem- a
bet the period when a youth's first appearance
at the bar was not signalized by impertinence I
toward his seniors; and when publcopinion did
not think flatulent bombast and florid trash, I
picked out of fifth-rate romances and namby-
pamhby rhymes, repeated ;:' the upst rt sau-
cines of a raw popinjay toward the experienced c
members of the profession Ihe oisgraced. And a
yet, to some extent. this ranting youth may be
right. I am not old in that sense which disables i
me from defending myself here, by words, or
lseurhlere, ff need be, by iblow.; and that this

young gentlemen shall right well know before t
I have done with him. You will bear in mind. I
gentlemen, that what I say is in self-defence--
that I did not begin this quarrel-that it was I
forced on me; and that I am bound by no re-
straints of courtesy, or of respect, or of kind-
ness. Let him charge to the account of his own
rashness and rudeness whatever lie receives in
return therefor.

"Let me retort on this youth that he is a I
worthy advocate of his butcher-client. He fights
with the dirty weapons of his barbarous trade, I
and brings into his speech the reeking odor of I
his cient a slaughter-house. 1

"Perhaps something of thisoongeniality com-
mended him to the notice of his worthy client,
and to this, his first retainer; and no wonder,
for when we heard his vehement rearing, we
might have supposed that his client had brought
his most unruly bull calf into court to defendI
him, had not the matter of the roaring soon con-
vinced us the animal was more remarkable for
the length of his ears, than even the power of
his lungs. Perhaps the young gentleman has
taken his retainer, and contracted for butcher-
ing my client on the same terms as his client
contracts in this line-that is, on the shares.
But I think, gentlemen, he will find the con-
tract a more dirty than profitable job. Or,
perhaps, it might not be uncharitable to suggest
that his client, who seems to be pretty well up'
to the business of sasing other people's bacon, I
may have desired, as far as possible, to save his
own; and, therefore, turning from the members
of the bar who would have charged him for their
e•rvices according to their value, took this occa-
sion of getting off some of his stale wares; for,
has not Shakspeare said (the gentleman will
allow me to quote Shakspeare, too, while yet
his reputation survives Ihs barbarous mouthing
of the poet's words) he knew an attorney ' who
would defend a cause for a starved hen, or a leg
of mutton tiy blown.' I trust, however, what-
ever was the contract, the gentleman will make
his equally worthy client stand up to it; for I
should like that on one occasion it might be said
the excellent butcher was made to pay for
his swine.
" I find it difficult, gentlemen, to reply to any

part of this young man's effort, except his ar-
gument, which is the smallest part in compass,
and next to his pathos, the most amusing. His
figures of speech are some of them quite good,
and have been so considered by the best judges
for the last thousand years. I must confess,
that as to these I find no other fault that, that
they were badly applied, and ridiculously pro-
nounced : and this further fault, that they have
become so common-place by constant use, that
unless some new vamping or felicity of applica-
tionhe given them, they tire nearly as much as I
his originalmatter-ridelie/t.*hut imatter which
being more riliculous than we have ever heard
before, carries internal evidence of its being ,il
own. Indeled it was never hard to tell when the
gentleman recurred to his own ideas. lIe is like
a cat-bird-the only intolerable dsicord she
makes being her own notes, though she gets on
well enough as long as- she copies and cobbles
the songs of other warblers.
" But, gentlemen, if this young orator's argtn-

meat was amuAi,,,, sl at shall I say of h;s pa-
thos ? What tare ever equaled the fun of it ?
Tihe play of ' The Liar' probably approaches
nearest to it-not only in the humor, but in the
veraciouo character of +he incident fromn whI:.
the humor comes. Suci farce-so woe-begone,
so whimpering, as if the short period since he
was flogged at school (probably in reference to
those eggs falsely chargel to the hound puppy),
had neither obhiteratel the remembrance of his
juvenile ulitiction, or the looks he bore when he
endured it.

" There was something exquisite in this pio-
ture of the woes, the wasting grief of his dis-
consolate client, the butcher of Higginbotham,
mourning-as Rachel mourned for her children
-for his character, because it was not. Gen-
tlemen, look at him! Wihy, he weighs twelve
stone now. He has three inches of fat on his
ribs this minute! He would make as many
links of sausage as any hog that ever squealed
at midnight in his slaughter pen, and has lard
enouth in him to cook it all. Look at his face!
Why, his chops remind a hungry man of jowls
and greens. If this is a shadow, in the name
of propriety, why didn't he show himself, when
in flesh, at the last fair, beside the Kentucky
ox; that were a more honest way of making a
living than stealing hogs. But lig is pinmng
in grief! I wonder the poetic youth, his learn-
ed counsel, did not quote Shakspeare again.
Hle never tOld his woe-but ' let concealment
like the worm in the bud prey upon his damask
cheek.' lielooked like patience on a mtnument
smiling at grief-or ,eef. I oiiould rather' say.
But, gentlemen, probqbly I am wrong; it may
be that .lhis tender-lhearted, sensitive butcher
was lean before, and, like Falstaff, throws the
blamec of his fat on sorrow and sighing, which
Shas putted him up like a bladder.' (Hiere 1lug-
ginbotham left in disgust.)
" There, gentlemen, he goes, ' larding the lean

earth as he walks along.' Well has Dr. John-
son said, ' Who kills fat oxen, should himself be
fat.' Poor lIig! stuffed like one of his own
blood puddings, with a dropsical grief which
inothing short of ten thousand dollars of Swink's,
money can cure. Well, as grief puffs him up, 1
don't Wonder that nothing but depleting another
man can cure him.

"And now, gentlemen, I come to the blood
and thunder part of this young gentleman's Iha-
rangue, emopty and vapid, words and nothing
else. If any part of his rigmarole was windier
than anay other part, this was it. lie turned
himselfinmto a small cascade, making a great
deal of noise to make a great deal of froth :
tumbling, roaring, foaming; the shallower it
ran, all the noisier it seemetd. Ho fretted and
knitted his brows; he teat the air, antd hIe roci-
ferated, always emphasising the moeaningle~s
words most loudly; he pouffe~l, swelled out, andl
blowed oft, until he seemed like a new bellows,
all brass and wind. How he mouthed it-as
those villainous stage-players, ranting out fas-
tian in a barn theatre mimicing-' Who steals
my purse steals trash.' (I don't deny it.) , 'Tissomething' (query 1)' nothing' (exactly.)i 'Tis
I mine; 'twas his, and has been slave to thouS-

I ands-but he who filches from me my good
Sname, rolbs me of that which not enrieheth him'S(not in the least) ' but makes me poor indeed,'
S(just so, but whether any poorer than before he

"But the young gentleman referstohis youth.

lie ought not to reproach us of maturer age ien

"lHe talked, too, of outside influence; of the
public expectations, and all that sort of dema-
gogueism. Iobserved neevidence of any popn-
-ar demonstrations in his favor, unless it be a

tailor I saw stamping his feet; but whether that
was because he had sat crows-legged so lcne he
,'.., i e crcie, or was re4oicing because he
had got orders for a new milt, or a prospect of
payment for an old one, the gentleman can
possibly tell better than I can. [Here lHicks
ft.] Hlowever, if this case is to be decidel by

the populace here, the gentlemen will allow me
the benefit of r. writ of error to the regimental
muster to be held next Friday at Reinhart's dis-
tiller.
'Iat I suppose he meant to frighten you into

a verdict by intimating that the mob, frenzied
by his eloquence, would tear you to pieces if
you gave a verdict for defendant; like the
equally eloquent barrister out West, who, con-
cluding a case, said, ' Gentlemen, my client is
as innocent of stealing that cotting as the sun
at noon-day, and if you give it agin him his
brother, Sam Ketchins, next muster wilt maul
every mother's son of you.'

"'But, gentlemen, I am tired of winnowing
chaff; I have not had the reward paid by Grati-
ano fLr sifting his diseourseo-two grains of
wheat to the bushel. Jt is all froth-all wind-
all bubble!"
Kaosm left me here for a time, and turned

upon my client. Poor ligginbotham caught it
thick and heavy. lie wooled him, then skinned
him, and then took to skinning off the under
cuticle. lHig never skinned a beef so thorough-
ly. He put together all the facts about the
witnessees' hearing the hogs squealing at night;

Bose had been worrying
me some time to write her something. To get
rid of her importunities, I had scribbled off a
few lines and copied them in the precious vol-
ume. Rose, the little fool, took them for some-
thing very clever (she never had more than a
thimbleful of brains in her doll-baby head,)
and was so tickled with them that she got her
brother Bill, about fourteen, to copy them off,
as well as he could, and take them to the print-
ing office. Bill threw them under the door. The
printer, as bis a fool as either, not only publish-
ed them, but, in his infernal kindness, puffed
them in asoe: critical commendations of his own,
referring .o ,e h' gi ted author" as " one of the
most promising ov the younger members of our
bar."

The' fun, by -his time, grew fast and furious.
The country po"l.ie. who have about as much
sympathy for a young town lawyer badgered by
an older one, as for a young cub beset by curs,
and who have as much idea or respect for poet-
ry as for witchcraft, 'oined in the Imirth with
gleo. They crowded around old Kasm, and
stamped andl roared as at a circus. The judge
and sheriff in vain tried to keep order. Indeed
his honor smiled out loud o•e or twiire: and,
to cover his retreat, pretended to cough, and
fined the sheriff five dollars for not keeping si-
lenceincourt.

I
wouldn't recollect it if I could. My equanimity
will only stand a phrase or two that still lingers
in my memory, fixed there by old Kasm's ridi-
cule. I had said something about my " bosom's
anguish "-about the passion that was consum-
ing me ; and, to illustrate it, or to make the line
jingle, put in something about "Egypt's Queen
taking the asp to her bosom"-which, for the
sake of rhyme or metre, 1 called the venomous
worm-how the confounded thing'was brought
in I neither know nor want to know. When old
Kasm came to that, he said he fully appreciated
what the young bard said-he believed it. He
spoke of venomous worms. Now, if he (Kasm)
might presume to give the young gentleman ad-
vice, he would reeommend Swain's patent ver-
mifuge. He had no doubt that it would effec-
tually cure him of his malady, his love, anud
last, but not least, of his rhymes-which would
be the happiest passage in his eventful history.

I couldu' t stand it any longer; I had borne it
to the laot point of human endurance. When it
came only to skinning, I was there; but when he
oihowered down acquafortis on the raw, and then
seemed disposed to rub it in,- tlid:. " Abili,
eruli, evrasi." The last thing Iheard was old
.Kasm calling me back, amidst the shouts of the
audience-but no more.

The next information received of the case was
a letter that came to me at Natcher, my new
residence, fromi Hicks, about a month after-
wards, telling me that the jury (on wlich I
should have stated old Kasm had got two infi-
dels and four anti-masons) had given a verdict
, fur defendant, that before the court adjourned,
Frank (ilendy had got sober, and moved for a
new trial, on the ground that the verdict was
against thie evidence, and that the plaintiff had
not had justice by reason of the incompetenoy
of his counsel, and the abandonment of his cause;
