Among the witnesses esa•an ed wan A~ A I
Barrington, who had been acquainted with he i
pr•soner for nineteen years. It appears that, la I
November last, Spring eame teher ouae at a<
quarer past ten o'clock one night, after hJ•gd I
her husband and children e4retire; Mrs. .
thus testifies to- her interview with him alf she
heard him knook at the door:

I told him it was late and we were 11 in bed;
he told me to come down and let in, as it
was no matter; I told him my hub was go-
in down stairs; when he came in, t at one
snd of the table and he at the othe ; I asked
him what he wanted with me; he said give
time, an I want to ask a question dr two; he
asked me if my daughter was in bed and asleep;
I said she was in bed, b t not adlep ; she is c
twenty-one years old; he d me if my hus-
band was in bed-and andleasd• n my so: I
I answered him as before, that they +v4er ia bed
but not aeep ; ithat my yonngs smt had pa
to hkin master's, but that I expected bam bsk;t
he againsk me I t 1 sare they were alT

e I said m, what makes you disbelieve
I said twhy dqpbiete me what yewa
Sme; he aad be wanted to borrow to se

Mr. Ragan; he said he had lent Mr. Ragan some
money, which he had put into the store, and I

Patrick McGuire, the keeper of the tavern t
where Spring and his son boarded frem f to no
six weeks previous to and at the tie *of the I
murder, testified that they occupied a aek room
upstairs with a man named Quinn, o left the
house on Wednesday night, the night previous
to the murder. Mr. McGuire farther testified
as follows:

Before the Thursday night of the murder they
had paid no board; on Wednesday morning I
asked himn (Spring) what he intended.to do; he
said he intended to go to work and take aeellar
in Girod Row, of Mr. Mooney, at the tailor's
store above; he said he would have been at work
only he had a black eye; I saw the black eye
first on Wednesday; did not see it oqTueesday.
He said he would pay when he got work; he
asked me to make his bill out; I a• it would
be no use until he got some money; be did not
offer oorshow any money ; he had sa~oe drinks
that day, for which he paid me in silve; he said
on Wednesday that he must have be drunk
last night, as he got a black eye by itrihing it
against the bed-post Spring's hour ad going to
bed was from 11 to 1; never knew him to go to
bed at an early hour whilst he was there. On
Thursday evening Spring and son went in to
supper between 7 and 8; saw Spring goin
up stairs immediately after supper; did
see him again that night, but saw him next
morning; saw young Arthur after Supper oe
Thursday night between 10 and 11; wanted to
send him of an errand, sad could not nod him;
he bad gone with some books for my daughter;
at the time I saw him he was in the bar-mom,
sitting by the stove, either asleep or Wretending
to be asleep; he remained there until I shut up.
As it was after 12, 1 said to Mr. Hickman, " It
is time to shut up;" the boy asked if Iwas wait.
ing for his father; I said, "Yes;" he replied,
" You need not wait for him, as he has been in
bed since supper-time." I shut up a few minutm
afterwards; the boy then went to bed.

I saw both Spring and son in the bar-room
and at breakfast; ona Friday moaning after the
murder,] the elder Spring paid me some money
on Friday morning: he gave me a 51 note on the.
Mechanics' Bank of Burlington, for three or four
drinks he had then and a day or two before;
about an hour afterwards he gave me a $1 gold
piece for two drinks, and I gave him bis change:
I was not there when he was arrested ; I had
several pieces of lead pipe about my cellar and
house; I had missed them and had blamed the
boys for taking them and selling them; (a piece
shown) I had several pieces like that, but can't
say that is one; I rented the cellar to the baker
the 20th of last month, when we eleargd out the
cellar; if this is a piece of it, it came out of a
trough I had for water; on Friday morning
Spring askeu me to take the cellar for him; I
was going out with another person to town,
when he asked me to stop and see whether
Mooney would take $85 for it; I told him he
had better go himself, he said having a black
eye he was ashamed to go

Cross-examined-Spring and Troutman, the
baker, wanted to buy me out for .9400; they
had partly done so; Spring told me that a
woman down town was going to give him $600;
Spring had made an arrangement with ,my
landlord; the reason why I broke it off was be-
cause they could not raise the money; Spring
aaid they had tried to raise the money on Trout-
man's paper; Mrs. Troutman said she would not
let her husband go in partnership with any
body.

Sometimes Spring tended bar for me; I saw
Spring have money before the Friday he paid
me; it was two $2 50 gold pieces, a gold dollar,
a dollar note and some silver; Spring assisted
me in making fires; the boy made himself very
useful; so did his father; doq't recollect of
Spring burning his finger; he gave no reason
for going to bed ee early on Thursday night;
the boy said he went to bed on account of his
eye, as he did not wish to be seen in the bar-
room; Spring generally went out with his boy,
and used to return about 11 o'clock: 1 haveseen
the boy with a drab eoat on; he had one a kind
of gray; never saw the boy with money. Di-
rectly after the boy got his supper he went the
errand tbr my daughter; the boy used to play
with some boys down by Market and 13th strects•
I told his father it was bad for a boy to be out
at night ; he used to come in about 10 o'clock ;
did not observe young Spring's clothes to be wet
on Friday morning; Spring was at breakfast on
Friday morning, but ate veryj.tle; he did not
remaig long at the table; he was in the bar-
room until he was arrested; I thinkthe boy was
there too at breakfast time, and was away a
short time afterwards; don't know whether
Spring slept in my house that night, it was my
opinion at the time that he did; they could not
get in in front unknown to me or the baker, ex-
cept by climbing up the back porch.

Re-examined-Spring mentioned the same ofI
the lady who was going to lend him 8.4-0; the
name wans something like larrington; he said
that he had hald $ZA) from her before, when he
was in business; he could get any thing fromi
her he wanted, hie said.

Mrs. MeGuire also testified to Spring and his
son being at supper on Thlursdaly night, and at
breakfast on Friday morning, and also that on
Friday morning young Spring paidl her a $5
gold piece before breakfast. lte put it into her
hand without saying what it was for, and she
did not tell her husband it had been paid tobher.

Miss Mary A. McGuire testified that Arthur
was sent on an errand by her, to take some
Ihooks to a house in Locust street, and that he
told her the next morning he haddeliveredthem
as directed. She also testified "that young
Spring was arrested two or three hours after
his father; the son was very mnch affected when
his father wasarrested, and said there was some
mystery in it; 1 asked him at the dinner table
whether he really thought his father had com-
mitted the murder, and he said he did not know:
one of the othleers told him his father had been
arrested for the murder; I said, ' well, Idon't
know, the suspiolon rests very strongly upon
him.' lie cried, and said there must be a mys-
tery about it, as, when he was looking for hisfather the night before, he found him up stairs
in the bedroom, with his coat off."

Jane McKenna, aged ten years, who lived at
Mlcuire's, testified that after Arthr left with
the books, sihe went up to Springs roem; there
Wa no person in his bed; the windows were up;Sshe had no light, but she looked into the bed,

and put her hands on the bed; she went arouen
the bhed:l; saw no clothes or boots; she is quite
sure there was no one in the bed.SRobert Hallpennay teetiled that a few mintes
before orafter 11 o'oloek on the night of theSmurder, he met the prisoner in Market etret,
nestar Sohoylkill Second, with iLn hands underg his soat. After his arfglS Iegient No1 -
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
