Mr. Willson, on behalf of the Committee on
the House of Refuge, presentedljthe following re-
port and resolution; and the rules being suspen-
ded they were read twice and adopted unani-
mously by yeas and nays :

The Committee on the House of Refuge, to
whom was referred a letter from Mr. James
Saul, offering to cancel the ourchase made by
him of the property known as the Fulton School
House, report that they have examined theplro-
perty, and find it admirably adapted, both as
regards size and location for the establishment
of a House of Refuge for Girls.

There are many reasons which mighit he urgesd
in favor of locating the Refuge for Girls within
the limits of the city, one of the most important
of which is, that it can te visited by a commit-
tee-of ladies, which would not he the case if re-
moved at an inconvenient distance.

As it is not practicable to employ the girls inagricultural pursuits, it is not important to
locate them without the city, as in the case with
the boys.

By cancelling the purchase of Mr. Saul, and
improving the building, the city would be only
put to the additional expense of eight or nine
hundred dollars, and as the interest on the
amount of the value of the property would only
amount to about $550 to $600, we do not think
that a proper place for the establishment of a
Girls' Refuge, could be so economically procured
in any other manner.

We, therefore, offer the following.

Resolved, Tljat the Treasurer pay, upon the
warrant of the Comnptroller, eight hundred and
fifty dollars, the same to be sulsject to the order
of the Commissioners of the House of Refugc,and to he used by them in properly improving
the building known as Pulton School, for the
reception of the girls now in the Honse of Re-
fuge.

ORDER OF TIIE DAY.
The following ordignances and resolutions

came up on their seond reading, and were
severally adopted unanimously by yeas and
nays;

Section 1. Be it ordained, That from and
after the passage of this ordinance, it shall not
be lawful for any person or persons to permit
any horse, mule, ox, cow or other larger horned
animal, of'heep, goat, calf or other animal, to
run at large in any of the streets of the city at
any time, within the following limits, to wit:
Between the river and Carondelet street, in the
Fourth District, Galvez street in the First and
Second Districts, and Claiborue to Champs Ely-
see street; thence along the line of the Mlexi-
can Gulf Railroad to Independence street, and
thence to the river, in the Third District; and
it is herebly made the duty of the Street Corm-
missioner and his deputies, and the day and
night Police, and they are hereby directed to
arrest and confine in the Pounds of the city, in
the District where taken up, all animals which
may be found running at large.
Sec. 2. The Street Commissioner shall cause

to be kept at each of the City Pounds, a correct
record of the admissions and sate of arrest, as
well as an accurate description ofall aninmals
taken up, so that they may be inentified by
their brands, signs, marks or other peculiari-
ties.

Sec. 3. Be it further ordained, That eachand
every animal taken to the public Pounds,shall
be charged as follows, viz: Horses, mules, oxen,
cows or other large horned animals, one dollar
eahsc every sheep, goat, calf or other animal,
fifty scn•, and the owner or swon of the an

mals shall pay for the expe~ns of eeepiSng
and feeding the same, for •agh twenty..,
four hours during which they may re-
main in said Pounds; for each animal of the first
class forty cents, and- for each animsl of the
seond closs ifteen cents. And should -
mal or animals so impounded be nost 01
their rightful owners, or should the til
ownership be not made out to the satsfac -
of th'Street Comuiess6nier, or should the ex-
pense of arrest and ftn e afor keeping and feed.
ing as imposed by this ordinance, be not paid by
the owner or owners, and such animal or ani-
mals be suffered by their owners to remain in
the Poucnds for a longer time than forty-eight

its , othen it shall be the duty of the Street
Commissioner to advertise, such animal or ani-
mals for sale, three times in the English and
French languages, during ten days, in the offi-cial journal of the city, specifying the marks,
brands or other signs by whichl they may be
identified, the true cost of such advertisements
to be paid by the owner or owners of such ani-
mals; and should•erbe owner or owners fall-
after the expiration ,t' ,tchl advertisement--to
come forward tand clans their property, or re-
fuse to pay the suns due for the charges and
expenses of feedil•O',nd keeping such animal or
animals, then the letreetCommtssioner shall sell
the same at publliqauntion at the Pound, to the
highest bidder for cash, and shall pay over the
amount into the City Treasury fbr the use of
the city.

Sec. 1. lie it fsrtlher ordained, That the
Street Commissioner and his deputies, and the
day and night Police be, and they are hereby,
anthorized and directed to take up all hogs run-
ning at large in any of the streets of the city,
and imponlud the same, and if the same are not
elaincmed iy tlheir owner or owners within three
days thereafter, then ilhey shall be sent to the
Wcorkl-house of the city, Lbr the use of the city,
or the aid Street l'outnissio, er shall cause the
osame to be slaughtered and sold as the case may
requh-e, and pay over the amount of such sales
into the Treasury for the use of the city.

See. 4. Be it further ordained, That ony per-
son or persons, not authorized to dn so by the
Street Comoinissioner, who shall remove or take
away from any of the City Pounds any animal
taken uip under this ordinance, shall be subject-
ed to a fine of not less than ten or more than
twenty dlclars for each and every such offence,
recoverable before any court of c6mpetent juris-
diction in the District where such offence shall
have been committed.

Sco. 5. lie it further ordained, That from
and after tihe passage of this ordinance, it shall
not be lawful for the owner or dwners of any
cart, dray, wagon, carriage or other vehicle to
sullsr the same to remain in any of the streets
or public ways of the city, luring the day or
night, unless the same shall be in actual use at
the time, under a penalty of three dollars; and
any such cart, sdray, carriage or other vehicle
shall be taken by the Street Commissioner or
his deputies, by the dlay or night police, to the
City Pound of the District where so found in
contravention, and be there kept for three days;
and should the owne r or owners of the same not
claim and pay the fines on tile same within
three days after the same hae been impounded,
then it shall be the dtiuty of the Street Cotnmis-
sioner to advertise and sell the samse as provided
fior in the case of strays, in the 3d section of
this ordinance, or he shall report the same to
the Assistant Attorney of the city.

Sec. B. Be it further ordained, That from and
after the passage of this ordinance, it shall not
be lawful fbr ally person or persons to encumber
or obstruct any of the streets, public roads, pub-
lic grotunds, public squarest or piromenades,
sidewalks or gutters of ithe city, by depositing in
or on tile santo any box, bale, lhogshead, barrel,
or any goods, wares or nmerclhandise, or any ar-
ticle or oject whatisoev'er, except fsr lthe neces-
sary time lor loading oand unloading the same,
in order ithat at all times a free, commodious
and convenient passage ilaC' be left to pedes-
trians, and to carts, drays or other vehicles, and
to the flow of water in tle gutters; and should
any owner or -wnIICrs. or as:iy person or persons
having charge of the -ame, or any of them-

ifter leing notified by the Street Commissioner
or any of his deputies to remove sluch obstruc-
tions--fail to d o so immediately, he or they
:hall be liable to pay a flue of not le-s: than five

the late City of Lafayette, conflicting with the
provisions of this ordinance, be, and the sames
are heireby, repealed. --

liBo it ordainctl by the Common Council of the
Cily of New Orleans, that from andl after the
passage of this ordinance, it shall not be lawful
for asny person or persons to use any pirogue,
canal or other craft on any of the canals dug
by, or belonging to the Corporation, for thedrainage of the city,s'snler t penalty of a fine
of tent dollars for each contravention, and the
filrfeiling of said canoe or other craft so found
in said canals.

And be it furtlher ordained, Thlt any person
or persons who shall wilfully injure or destroy
any oftthio protection levees mndelby or belong-
ing to the city. shall be fined in a sum not less
than twenty-tve, or more than one hundred
dollars, reecoverable belbro any court of compe-
tent jurisdiction. --

Resolved, That the contract of M3. G. Almin-
