The steamship Georgia left Aspinwall for

NewYork, Sunday 17th, at midnight.
Steamship Cortes, of NewYork and California

Steamship Company, arrived at Panama on the
15th March at li P. I., making the passage in
fourteen days. She brought down 300 passen-
gers, mostly for NewYork, among whom were
the Chinese Dramatic Troupe, (forty-two in
number,) who embarked immediately on board
the Uncle Sam for New York.

The health of the Isthmus was very good, and
no trouble in crossing is experienced by the
passengers.

While at Aspinwall, a son of Mr. E. E. Duck-
worth, about fifteen years of age, took an ex-
prees from Aspinwall to Panama in the unpre-
cedented space of time of 81 hours, the shortest
time probably ever made across the Isthmus.

The steamship Cortes reports the total loss of
the steamship Independence, of the Nicaragua
Route, by shipwreck and fire. She struck on
a sunken" reef some distance from Margaritta
Island, about 150 miles N. W. from Cape St.
Lucas, was backed, and being in a sinking con-
dition was beached some distance from the
shore. In the meantime she took fire and burn-
ed to the water's edge. About 140 lives were
lost, and the remainder of the.passengers were
saved by some whale ships which were in one of
the Bays near at hand, and taken to San Frsn-
cisco.

The propeller Pioneer, wrecked some time
since at St. Simon's Bay, has been got off and
towed to San Francisco by steam tug Goliah,
and is being repaired. She was sold by the
Underwriter for $1500, and purchased by Capt.
R. Waterman, who got her afloat, by the aid of
steam pumps, in about forty hours. She had
I twenty-five feet of water in her.

The City of Marysrille had been again inun-
dated by a rise of the waters of the Yuba and
I Feather Rivers. Considerable lees of property

was experienced in onsequenee.

BURNLNG OF THE INDEPENDENCE!

TERARIBLE SCEYr ON THE BACH! :
A LIST OF TIlE DEAD AND SURVIVOB!:'

Iteresptl-a Partlrilt by Dr. Tewbett.

The island upon which the ill-fated steamer
was wrecked is situated on the coast of Lower
California, 167 miles north of the point known
as the "Cape" St. Lucas. The coast in this
region, bold and rock bound, is in many places
inaccessable for vessels or boats, and presents
an iron barrier to the luckless ship coasting its
rocky projections. The spot where the steamer
struck was on a point of sand beach, extending
seaward from the coast of the island, but cov-
ered at high water.

The steamer was going under a fine head of
steam on the 16th of February, when at day-
break, though before the light was perfectly
clear, she suddenly struck and stopped. The
land could be seen towards the coast, but very
indistinctly. At the moment the vessel struck
an indiscrihable scene of confusion occurred on
board. A rush was made by the passengers to
the various hatchways, and the upper deck was
soon entirely crowded with human beings.
Capt. Sampson was on the wheel house, and
at once ordered the engineer to back her, which
was done, the steamer backing off with apparent
ease. The land at this time appeared on the
larboard bow, and made out in a narrow point
or cape; the sea was smooth, and the steamer
drawing seven feet of water; no breakers were
visible from any quarter. The concussion was
not violent, but of such force as to aroute the
whole ship, and in a few moment every soul on
board was on the upper deck. As soon as the
vessel was backed into deep water, Capt. Samp-
sun gave secret orders that the pumps should
be sounded, when it was discovered that there
were eight feet of water in the hold. It was of
importance that this alarming fact should be
kept from the passengers to prevent confusion,
while instant measures were adopted to beach
the ship at the nearest available spot. The
news however quickly flew from mouth to mouth,
and then ensued a scene of which no idea can
be given save by those who have been similarly
situated.

lere was the population of a small town, with
many women and children, and death staring
them in the face, and no visible means of succor
at hand. A rush was at once made for the most
valuable articles of private property. Many
were thus trampled and bruised. But it was
soon found that the ship could be kept afloat.
and her head was pointed up the coast with the
intention of beaching her in some convenient
and safe place. To facilitate this an immense
amount of dry wood was heaped into the fur-
naces, and a heavy head of steam kept up. Our
informant thinks that they must have run u1,
the coast nearly five miles before a suitable
place was found. During this time quiet had
been somewhat restored on board, and the
greatest anxiety was manifested in the progreds
of the vessel Daylight had now dawned, and
they found themselves running along a rock-
bound coast surmounted by stupendous moun-
tains, entirely destitute of verdure, and appar-
ently uninhabited. At length a large gulley or
ravine was discovered, which appeared to make
out into a sand-beach, and into this nook the
bows of the steamer were turned. The crowd
was now so great around the stern to avoid the
anticipated danger of the concussion, that the
helmsman could with difficulty steer the ship.

She was, however, beached handsomely and
with considerable force. Ilad this been the only
danger, there is no doubt that every seul on
board would have been saved; but in the exer-
tions to get up steam to hurry the vessel's pro-
gress, a tremendous heat had been made in the
furnaces; the water, now fast increasing in the
vessel's hold, stopped the flues and obstructed
the draught into the chimneys; the furnace
doors were of conrse burst open, and a vivid
volume of flame twenty feet in length shot into
the fire-room, driving every body before it with
the intense heat, and instantly setting the wood
work into a blaze. All efforts to control the
flames were utterly ineffectual, and from this
moment the fire ran rapidly over the vessel.
But in describing the origin of the fire we have
gone beyond the story of our informant.

When the steamer was beached with her
bows on, and before the flames had broke out, a
rush was made for the bows, but the sea, though
smooth off the shore, ran in heavy surf on the
beacs, and there was a distance of some three
hundred yards between the vessel and the land.
Capt. Samson now ave the order to lower away
a boat, and the chief mate with one other un-
dertook to carry a line to the shore. The pro-
gress of the boat was watched with eager eyes
by the assembled multitude on board the ship;
but, as some of the mellors on board had
preelted, she wra swmped by the ears.

Slism was lost, and the venturers, with

ives of those who beheld it from the beach. As
tse fames advanoed forward the unhappy 'ic-
tims were forced into the sea, and every surf
came freighted with corpses or exhausted halt
drowned men women and children. Such a scene
has never before been witnesed on the Pacific
toast. To add to the excitement the flames had
now communicated to the powder magassd-a
which exploded tearing the run sad stem to
pieces and splintering all that portion of the
ship; the two guns surrounded by the flames,
also sent their solemn booming over the scmene.
Those who were fortunate enough to get within
reach of their friends on shore were dragged
half dead out of the reach of the surf, while
others were swept around

stern ofthe stea-

mer or out to sea, there being a strong current
making seaward from the ship. At one moment
not less than thirty eerps and bodies of the
dying were in the ede o the ar me of them
divested of clothing. Out of a party of sigkhten
Jews who were on board, sixteen perished from

ttempted to bring with them through the waves. S

he outward current above mentioned ear-
led off numbers of persons who weregeod swim-

We have spoken above of the manly conduct .
f the sailors, firemen and coal paseers. Some I
if these noble fellows, diegarg their own I
longer, seised little children In their aims or
ashed them to themselves anr attimptes to t
gain the shore; several are known to have thus
sacrificed themselves. We have no space or
heart to insert the numerous affecting instances
of courage and self-sacrifice of which re have
received accounts. Among the most conspicu-
ous is that of Mr. Tarr, of Sacramento, wholost
hs life in attempting to save a son of Mr. Wat-
son-they came ashore together-both drowned.
One of the firemen, whose name we did not
learn, brought on shore two children, whose
parents were both drowned. Another fireman
brought a beautiful boy ashore to his mother
who had just been washed to the beach; her
husband and two children were drowned, and
bhe supposed this child had shared the same
fate; the meeting may be imagined.

The Purser of the ship, Mr. James Freeborn,
remained upon the deck until driven off by the
lire, when springing overboard he clung to a
foating spar, and was washed ashore insensi-
ble; he was resuscitated, but barely escaped
with his life, being attacked with a violent
fever. There is one fireman, known as Tom
lawyer, a wild, reckless scamp, but whose
faults, be they what they may, should hence-
birth be forgotten; this brave fellow, entirely
-tripped, went to and from the wreck four times.
lie s only nineteen years of age. After the
third time, and when nearly exhausted with his
exertions, he learned that the Chief Engineer,
Mr. Collins, was unable to swim and likely to
Irown; he immediately startedoff again through
the surf with a life-preserver, fastened it
around the helpless man and accompanied him
to the beach; he was also instrumental in proe.
serving the lives of several others.

Most of those ashore were too exhausted to
rendler assistance to those beating about in the
-urf. People ran about the beach pearectly
frantic; one party attempted to launch a loat
to reach the steamer, but it was overwhelmed
by the surf, and this accident intimidated others
u- that it was impossible to muster the requisite
force to launch a second. Meantime, the ship
had become a living mass of fire; the heat was
intense, even on the shore, and every moment
the beach received new ascessions to the list of
stead and dying. The scene was truly harrow-
ing, and when, at last, the steamer was a
:lcharred and smoking hulk, her stern lifted, and
she swung heavily round and went up broadside
on the beach.

Some few provisions were saved from the
wreck, such as salt beef, pork, molasses, vine-
gar, a few tin cans of preserved meats and some
delese, but no water, nor was there a drop ot
water on the island, which, we have before ob-
-,rved, was utterly barren and uninhabited.
T'he usual amount of suffering, particularly
,smong thre women and children,was experienced
During the first day, attempts were made by
the survivors, after burying the dead, to pro-
.ure water by condensing steam, but the experi-

There were now some two hundred and sev-
enty Louls congregated on the beach, and they
all went without tasting water for fifty-six
hours; the salt provisions only aggravated their
sufferings. Shortly after the scene we have de-
scribed above, a party started for the neighibor-
ing mountains, and on reaching their summit
they were enabled to descry Magdalena Bay on
the mainland opposite, from which the Island of
Margarita is removed some fifteen miles; here
they observed four ships at anchor : they proved
to be whalers, busily engaged in frying out oil,
while beyond in the vast panorama they discov-
ered several small boats in full chase after a
whale, for Magdalena Bay is resorted to by
whales in the winter season. Observing this,
the party descended to the wreck, and the chief
mate, the engineers, and a few others, slung one
of the cannons of the Independence, dragged and
lugged it with great toil to the top of the bill,
and with what little powder they had, fired
twice to attract the attention of the whalers;
the boats, in their pursuit of the whale, had in-
sensibly neared the eastern shore of the island,
and were at once attracted by the discharge
and the smoke against the clear sky. The
sound was also heard by those on board the
ships, and signals were observed to go up to
each mast-head recalling the boats. While this
system of telegraphing was going on between
the shipwrecked and the whaling fleet, another
party had taken an iron boat belonging to the
steamer and carried it bodily across to the lea
side of the island, and there launched it, to pall
for the fleet ; on their way they fell in with thr
returning whaling boats, who were obeying the
signal to return.

The news of the wok of the steamer and the
dreadful suferings of the passengers aroused all
the natural instincts of sailor hospitality in the
crews of the shipe. Every boat was at once
called into requisition, they were loaded down
with provisions and despatched to the scene of
the wreck; the assistance did not arrive a mo-
ment too soon; the women and children were
oompletely exhausted by abetinence, and their
sufferinu by th deprivation Of water wnere mst
acut.
