Further COalforata News.

In addition to the news published by us in
extra form on Saturday, we have gleaned from
our files the following additional news.

THOE BURNING OP TiH INDEPENDEN'CE.
The following is Capt. Sampson's statement

of this deplorable catastrophe. It will be read
with painful interest by all elaseee of our citi-
sens:

Messrs. Editors--I am under the painful
aeseesity of reporting the loss of the steamer
Independence, lately under my command, on
her passage from Ban Juan del SBud to this port,
'rad about one hundred and twenty-five lives,
consisting of the passengers and fifteen of the I
grew. She was lost on the Island of Margarita,
off the coast of Lower Calffonrta. After lear-
ing Acapulco, we experienosl strong breezes
from N. W. to N. Passed Cape St. Lucas on the
morning of the 16th February. At 12 o'clock
,. of the 15th, we were in latitude 28 04 N.,
longitude 110 42 W.; steewed N.W. by'WIW per
compass, intending to go to the westward of
M\argarita Islands.

On the morning of the 16th, at 1 o'clock, A.
e , made the mainland to the eastward of tile
:sland, having been set in shore by the current.
Altered the course to 8. W. At 2 A. N. made
,he Island of Margarita, thesouth point Learing
W. by S. per compass: then altered thle course
to W. S. W. I intended to give the point a
berth of three miles, but owing to a haze over
the land I was deceived in tihe distance. At 15
minutes past 5, just as day was breaking, she
rtruck on a sunken reef extending oil from thesouth point of the island about a mile from theshore. The sea was very smooth at the time,
not breaking on the reef at all. Backed the
engine, and she came off; examined the hold
Lad found that she was filling fast; knew that
I should have to beach her to keep her from
sinking; got a sail over the bow (under her) to
try to stop the leak, and set a gang of men at
work at each hatchway builing, and run along
rthe west side of the islandl, close in, to find a
-iod place to put her ashore. Told the engi-
neer to let me know five minutes before the wa-
ter would be up high enough to put out the
fires. When we had run about four miles, the
.:ttgineer came up and reported the water nearly
tI, t, tthe fires, and that they would soon be ex-

tinguishled. hPut the helm hard a-port, and run
her ashore into a small cove on the south-west
-ide of the island, head on. Lowered a boat,
.nd sent the mate and two men in her to run aline to the bench, which was about a hundred
yards distant, but the boat breached to and was
twomped in the surf. Lowered another boat,
ttd sent three men in her with another line,
which they succeeded in getting ashore. I now
scertained that the ship was on fire. Told the
-ngineer to take his men and put out the fire if
possible. Ordered the other two boats to be
lowered, and to come forward, and the women
and children to come to the forward gangway
loaded both boats with women and children,
srnl sent them ashore.

The ship had now swung round, broadside on.
The mate and two men came of with the boat
that took the line ashore, and she was immedi-
Sately loaded with women and children, and went
ashore with them. Thie fire originated from the
furnaces. It was necessary, after the steamer
truck on the reef, to use wood and boards for
fuel, in order to keep up steam until she struck
on the beach, when the water was so high as tostop the draft from the lower flues, which forced
,pen tihe furnace doors, and the flames rushed
out and caught the wool work in the fire room,
rand also around the smoke stack, thence spread-
ing very rapidly. Every effort was made to get
the fire under, but of no avail. The flames were
now coming up front the hatchways, fire room,
engine room, ventilators, and around the smoke
stack; every thing was consternation and dis-
masy the people seemed completely bewildered,
and were jumping overboard by dozens.

The se-neo was Perfeetly horrible and inlde-

overboard, swam to her, and cnommenced picking

T up those who were afloat. After picking up
y three boat loads, Thomas Herren, tie steward.
succeeded in launching another boat and saving
-onme of the people. When all that were alive
T. had been picked up, and some of the haggage. 1
landled, and had the spars which had drifted
: allore hauled up into a ravine, and with one obl
sail that had washed ashore, made a tent large
a enough to shelter the women and children.

The ship was still in flames, so that it was
inmpossible for any one to board her. I gave the

Too much cannot be said of the humane con-
duct and kind treatment received from Capt. J.
Fisher and officers of the ship Omega, Captain
Wheldon, of the James Maury, Capt. Jeffries, of
the ship Meteor, Capt. Lane, of the bark Clem-
ent, and Capt. Gordon, of the schooner A.
Emery, who promptly came to our relief as soon
as they heard of our situation, and rendered us
all the assistance and made us as comfortable

China.

Panama.
We have dates from the Isthmus as late as

the 15th inst. The Panama lerald states that
Senor Jose Gregorio Paz Soldan, the newly ap-
pointed Minister from Peru to Bogota, was late-
ly robbed whilst crossing the Isthmus, en route
for Bogota. The robbery appears to have been
preconcerted. The Herald gives the particulars
as follows:

On Monday (4th) the Minister's baggage left
for Gorgona, and on the following day he and
his suite started for Aspinwall, with the inten-
tion of taking the British mail steamer to Car-
thagena. On their arrival at Gorgona,on Tues-
day evening, they stopped at the NewlYork Ho-
tel. Here the first robbery took place, consist-
ing of the trunks containing the dresses and
jewels belonging to the lady of the Minister's
brother and Secretary. On the following day
the party descended the river to Barbacoas,
where some of them stopped at the " Old Joe
Prince" hotel, kept by a man named Hunter;
here they occupied the only private room in the
house, into which their baggage was conveyed;
but during the night the robbers effected an en-
trance, and managed to make off with another
portion of the property.

On the same even;ng, the party who had
proceeded on to Aspinwall were also robbed at
the hotel where they put up, thus effecting the
three robberies in two evenings.

The facts being made known to the police of
Aspinwall, Holmes, the keeper of the NewYork
Hotel, and four other persons, were arrested.
A medal and some peculiar coins found in their
possession leave no room to doubt their guilt.
They were all lodged in the jail at Gorgona, and
the NewYork Hotel closed to the public and put
in charge of the police. The total amount sto.
len is valued at $12,500, including some vain.
able jewels, and about $4000 in money.

the road, committed sucide last week.
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
