thing to release themselves, by rising on theirkidnappers: But they possessed no weapons,
while the crew wass large, and armed at allpoints, so that, notwithstanding repeated effortsto liberate themselves, they were uniformly
overmastered. These encounters were murder-ous. Large numbers were thrown overboard,
or cut with knife and sabre, so that the loss oflife during the trip was at least two hundred
persons. Of those whom survived, and whom
the agents of Government have received sincethe landing, a hundred are at this moment inour hospital, undergoing surgical treatment forsabre-cuts, stabs, anda other wounds of greater orlass severity, received from the kidnapping ruf-fians who captured them.
