B. Parmelee, of Wellingford,a • n of the Sheriff
't this county, had $1760 inoney, a watch
worth $150, and a considerable amount of jew-
elr, stolen fresm hi redsdence on Wedneeday
night. Being unable to gala any clue to the
tlef, he was induced to consult a "medium,"
or clairvoyant, living between Wallingford or
Durham.

She stated that the property was stolen by a
servant girl, about 16 years of ago; that she
had secreted the jewelry under a stone, and the
remainder of the money in another place. They
returned and made search, but were unable to
•,nd any of the lost property. The girl, how-
ever, was watched, and linall they concluded
to revisit the clairvoyant. On being put into
the mesmeric state, she said the rest of the
money had been burned since their previous
visit, and that the jewelry was then thrown
into a well, which she described with great par-
tioularity, and also mentioned other circum-
stances tending to convince her hearers of the
truth of her statements.

On returning, the well was searched, and the
jewelry found n it precisely as it had been de.
soribed. The girl was then induced to confess,
when she acknowledged that she had stolen the
property, that she had burned half the money,
and after the first search she had burned the
remainder. She also said the jewelry was
under the stone when the first search was made.
In fact, she confessed all the clairvoyant-had
stated. .In corroboration of her confessions, a
slip of paper which was around a portion of the
bills, was found in the ashes, partly consumed.
The girl was arrested, and is now confined in
the county jail.

The circumstances of this case are most sin-
gular, and go a great way to substantiate the
tenth of Pysohology. [New Haven Journal and
Courier.

FATAL ACIDaNTr.-As the steamer Jas. Adger
was about leaving the wharf, on Saturday after-
nooalast, one of the pasengers who was some-
whE behind time, in fear of being left, attempt-
ed to spring from the wharf to the vessel. In
doing so, he caught hold of the steward, Joseph
Pettifor, who was standing upon the guards at
the time, and they were both precipitated into
the water. The passenger, whose name we have
not been enabled to ascertain, succeeded in
getting on board, but the body of the steward
was not recovered until yesterday morning,
when, through the exertions of Capt. Foster, of
the Southerner, a successful search was insti-
tuted and the body recovered. A severe frac-
ture on the side of the head, received in striking
against the wharf, explained the cause of the
sudden disappearance of Pettifor, and the na-
ture of the accident. An inquest was summoned
by Capt. F., and a verdibt in accordance with
the above circumstances rendered. The de-
ceased, we. understand, was # most estimable
and worthy character, and left a wife and child
in NewYork. His body was taken in charge by
Capt. Foster, to be carried on to his family.

Her
language is invariably well chosen, although
she has a peculiar mode of pronouncing some
words-as sleaves for ' slaves,' mean for ' men,'
retes for 'rights,' etc. Blutherspeech is fluent,
and she may be called an eloquent speaker."

LIAbu IrrLs oF SHIP OWNERS IN CASES OF COL-
LIeION AT SEA.-The United States Supreme
Court, at Washington, has recently reversed the
decisions of Judge Story and of the Massachu-
setts Supreme Court on the question of the lia-
bilities of ship owners in cases of collision. The
old doctrine was that underwriters were "lia-
ble to repay to the insured damages paid by him
to the owners of another vessel and cargo, suf-
fered in a collision occasioned by the negligence
of the master or mariners of the vessel insured."
Judge Curtis has recently delivered the opinion
of the Supremne Court of the United States, that
underwriters are not thus liable. This is mani-
festly a most important decision. [New York
Evening Post.

A MAYOR IS TnocsBI.-Mr. D. T. Snell-
baker, the newly elected Mayor of Cincinnati,
lately dispersed a large crowd who had as-
sembled in one of the market-houses to hear the
discourse of Rev. Mr. Kirtland, a seceding Ro-
man Catholic. This proceeding greatly incensed
the anti-Catholic portion of tho population,
without distinction of party, and the conse-
quence was, that, after discussing the matter in
private circles for three days, an indignation
meeting was held, at which a conuuittoc, con-
slting of one hundred prominent citizens, was
appointed to wait upon the Mayor, and request
him to resign.
