The News Items from Mexoico.
By the arrival of the mail steamship Texas

Wedneday night we were placed in possession of
paper from the city of Mexioe as late as the 4th
inst.; but, owing to the lateness of the hour, the
publication of the news by this arrival was de-
ferred until the present time. The following is
a genral summary:

e new law of the press, which was promul-
ga~ on the 26th lt , is the general subject of
eonversation. Several of the moseet prominent
JourslsofMexico have already ceased to appear
in csequee of it, among them the .Monstor,
and all the others are precluded from political
cmments.

Sereral of the papers have the following par-
agraph relative to the Sloe contract and the
neutrality treaty:

SWe learn that the present Government has
examined the expediente (paperp) relating to
the 8loo Company and the neutrality treaty
ratified by Gen. Lombardini. Both acts have
received th approbation of Gen. Santa Anna,
who has directed this fact to he communicated
to our Minister at Washington."

The new Government has ratified the treaty
of nestallty in relation to the road across the
iLthmus of rehuantepoe, which, says the Trait

tU F)iie, only requires now the sanotion of the
Suete at Washington.

The Legislature of Tamaulipas have issued a
decree protesting that the State will be governed
by its own laws and constitution until the Fed-
eral Constitution be revised by a competent

The difieulties in the State of Chiapas are not
yetl ttled. On the 10th of March, two hun-
dred inurgente, under the command of one Pon-
eiano Solorsanoe, attacked the capital of the
Sta The troop of the government defended
it and ro•ted the innurgents.

Santa Anna made his public entry into the
Capital on the 20th April. He was received
with demonstrations of great enthusiasm. Mil-
itary salutes were fired and arches were erected
for his recepton. His carriage was dragged by
the populace to the palace. lie was accom-
panied by a large number of the most prominent
personages of the Republic, who had gone to
meest him at the village of Guadalupe.

At the palace, Santa Anna took the following
oath, administered to him by the President of
the Bupreae Court of Justice :
"I, Antonio Lopes de Santa Anna, swear to

God that I will defend the independence and in-
tegrity of the Mexican territory, and promote
the welfare and prosperity of the nation, in con-
formity with the basi adopted by the plan of
Jallso, and the agreement made on the loth of
February last in this oity by the united forces."

Santa Anna being too unwell to deliver his
address, it was read by Don Jose Miguel Ar-

After the readingof the address, the following
Cabinet was sworn in :

Don Lucas Alaman, Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs; Teodosio Lares, Minister of Justice; An-
tonio Hare y Tamerez, Minister of the Treasu-
ry; Jose Maria Tornel, Minister of War.

On the 22d, anta Anna issued a decree, in
which he lays the foundation of the Adminis-
tration until the promulgation of the Constitu-
tion. The deeree is divided into three sections.
The first trea of the Supreme Government,
adn etabliahee five ministers; foreign affairs,
home, josttee, ecolesiastical, and public educa-
tlos, jeento, colonisation, industry, and com-
mese; war ead navy; fiSasnes.

INDIANoLa , May 4, 1858
Ens, CrmECENT - Gents: It has been some
enthss since you lest heard from me. My

silence has been caused by the scarcity of news
that would interest you and your many readers,
and not from the want of Interest in your be-
half on my part. I write you now, not because
Ihave anything special to communicate, but to
remind you that I still feel and take an interest
in the Crescent paper, and the Crescent
City itself, as well as this, the State of my
adoption, and especially the portion in which I
live. This city and the whole scope of country,
from the sea-const to the mountains, continues
to improve rapidly, steadily and permanently.
Even the mountains are now drawing crowds of
hardy and enterprising men, who are drawing
the yellow, precious, and once very scarce ore,
called gold, out of the bowels of old Mother
Earth-gathering it out of the caves, hollows,
ravines, rivers and rivulets-raking it from in
and among the primeval rooks, where it has
been lying quiescent since the great Architect
looked upon all his works and pronounced them
"very good." In short, a new El Dorado is
found and being found in this our already high-
ly favored State of Texas. A company leaves
here in a few days for the " diggings."

Quite a storm, and almost a tornado, swept
over our city and bay on the 2d inst. It was
one of the severest "Northers" I have ever
seen. It commenced between one and two
o'clock on the evening of the 2d, and lasted near
three hours, accompanied with rain, hail, light-
ning and thunder, the wind at times blowing
with terrific violence, doing much damage to the
shipping, wharves, gardens, trees, houses, etc.
All the wharves except the great Powder Horn
Wharf were more or less injured. Two sohoon-
era were blown against the Government Wharf
in this place, in which collision both schoopers
and the wharf got need up-in fact, I think the
vessels are irreparably " used up,' or rather
crushed and mashed up. I fear the crops are
seriously injured in the country, especially the
young corn, which is quite tender and just be-
ginning to joint. There were some Government
stores on the wharf or Tea Head at the time the
Norther came up, which were either blown or
knocked off-the most of which, I presume, will
be a total loss. While the storm was still
raging fiercely, the wind veered round to the
northeast, which brought some of the Govern-
ment freight ashore on the west side of the bay.
A part of that saved is not much damaged.

The Perseverance was at anchor in our bay
at the time, and gallantly rode out the gale
without injury. Gen. Harney is now sojourn-
ing with us, looking hale and hearty. The gal-
lant, brave and generous old soldier appears to
to take the world very quiet and easily, looking
altogether on the sunny side of life. The con-
sequence is, time and the world deal gently and
set lightly on him; hence, his ever buoyant and
lively appearance. Many and exalted honors,
much happiness, and long life to our courteous
hero and defender, say we.

We now breathe much freer and confidingly
in regard to our San Antonio and Mexican Gulf
Railroad since the contract has been let to goal,
responsible and enterprising men. Confidence
is once more restored to many of the doubting
citizens of this city and coast. Should the said
road be completed, Western Texas will soon be-
come the garden of the State. Grazing, agri-
culture and machinery, as well as many other
occupations, will receive a new and life-inspiring
impetus. The weather is now clear, fine and
pleasant. OMG_ ••A.

TRI.l Rex OR TIl ALVIN AD.tMs--.'enothcr
Quick Trip.-According to previous announce-
ment, the Union Line packet Alvin Adams left
this port Wednesday morning on a trial run to
Cincinnati. She carried no freight, and but
few passengers, except those who were invited to
make the trip. We were among the latter, and
will vouch for the exact accuracy of her time
from point to point.

The Alvin Adams left the Louisville wharf
twenty-five minutes past six o'clock in the morn-
ing; passed the foot of Th.ird street, the starting
point, at twenty-nine minutes past six; passed
the mail line wharf boat at Madison at tifty-five
and a half minutes past nine o'clock, and stop-
ped her engines opposite Main street, Cincinnati,
at thirty-nine minutes past four in the after-
noon. This is her exact time, as kept by several
watches, and by disinterested persons. She was
not timed above Main street, Cincinnati, as her
engines were stopped at that point. The entire
run was made without any accident or mishap
of the slightest character, and Captain Norton
deserves great praise for his skill and energy,
and our only regret is that he did not make the
trip in less than ten hours.

The time of the Alvin Adams from corporation
to corporation, the points that the Pittsburgh
and Allegheny ran to, was nine hours and
fifty-flee minutes. This beats the Pittsburgh's
best tit one hour and eleven minutes, and
beats thi Allegheny about an hour. We now
say that, with one exception, (the boat with the
Peytona's engines, of Louisville make,) the
Alvin Adams is the fleetest boat above the Falls.
