The British
Government stipulated, in the Treaty of Gheat,
to vestore the property which she had taken
during the war, and which remained in the
Unieed States at the ratifieation, Dut, in defi-
ance of the treaty, she covvied pwny such slaves
g she had allured to her, or captured, as re-
mained in the United States ut the period of the
ratifisation. Tt was ccntended on the part of
the British Government, that the slaves which
bad been earvied away were faw il prizes of war
and we had oo right fo demand restitution,
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
