In that article of the Constitution, the word
pesrqsl need as synonymous with "' human be-
Ing sad lahalbitat." The Constitution, in the
egsea~mtea of the first article provides that
"r'•d e mtatives and direct taxes shall be
apptdlipued among the several States according
to thei respective numbers, which shall be de-
terinedl by adding to the whole number of
free perses, including those bound for a term
of yts, three-fifths of all other persons."

The word persons was unquestionably substi-
ted te slaves. The words free persons, inclu-
ding them bound to service, embraces all the
inhabitants or human beings of a State, save
slave; and the delicacy of the framers of the
Constitution avoided sedulously the introduc-
tion of the word slave, and embraced them
under the general term of other persons.

After the ibrmdtion of the Constitution it waoo
oblseltd toits ratification that slaves ought not
to give to their masters an increased represen-
tatib, for " slaves are considered as property,
not as persons; they ought therefore, to I.e
