deaths, while the report of the Philadelphia
Board of Health, for the same year, gives the
total number of deaths in that city at 10,246.
Thus, NewYork, with a population of 515,507,
had one ,leath to every 24 persons, a_* Phila-
delphia, with 40O,000 inhabitants, had oe death
to every 40 persons. NewYork has a larg r-
eign population, among whom poerty and
want breed sickness and death; but it appears
by the statistics that the chance of life
stronger against the native population ia New
York than in Philadelphia. The deathsinNew
York, during the year 1862, of persons bora in
the United States amounted to 14,871, or ene
native in every thirty-five of the population,
while the whole mortality of Philadelphia,
native and foreign, during the same year, was
but one in 40.
