PrLor•tothe revolution, each State had the
-ight to levy imposts, independently of the Gen-

ural Government. They could break eif wher-
ever they thought it expedient, and were, for
most ofpurposes, separate sovereignties; but,

It is conceded, that the, money $238,29,82.,
and $6,489.7ti8, paid for Louisiana and Florida
was taken from the public treasury. and cer-
tainly the equivalent, or rather the proceeds of
the public lands, from those States, has long
ago sponged this debt. The lands which were
.obtained from Georgia did not cost the general

government, including all expenses, more than
about $10,000,000. Now the aggregate pro-
ceeds of the sales of the public lands of the
States of Alabama and .Mississippi, which were
acquired from Georgia, have amounted to near-
ly $100,000.000-all of which has gone into the
treasury of the United States. The general
government has received more than costs of
Louisiana and Florida from the sales of the
public lands. The question now is, whether
the public lands in their proceeds would he
worth any thing to the State of Louisiana. We
will proceed to shllow the numer of acres and
the amount of money to ahtich Louisiana is en-
titled to receive, according to the ratio of her
representation.

Trade Improved-Rate of Interest Lower.
New YoRK, May 29.

The Collins steamer Arctic arrived at her
wharf this morning at 2 o'clock. She brings
dates from Liverpool to the 18th inst., and four
days later than the accounts brought by the
Europa.
