The Derbyshire
paper, however, does present a piece of evidence
from Mrs. Stowe. which iv entitled to sonime rli-
anee. It is the report of a case tried in North
Carolina, in which the Supreme Court decided
that the killing of a slave, by excessive and
cruel beating, was murder in the first degree:
but one of the Judges undertook to say that the
law would not interfere with masterC in the ex.
ercise of their right to correct their slave,
where death did not ensue, on the ground of its
being malicious and excessive. This decisioi is
far from being tile law generally in the South.
Lut even, as stated, it is. not stronger r broadler
than the English law relative to tthe powercof the
father overjhis children. Nor, we maLy add, are
such cases of cruel treatment of slaves by their'
masters as common as the examples of excessive
and brutal conduct of English fatlhers to their
offspring, nor as common as thle murder of wivef
by their husbands in England. Indleel, in this
very number of the journal sent to us, in the
next column to the critical notice of Mrs. Stowe's
key, we find the report of ia case whicji is quite
as revolting as any of Mrs. S. s fictitious exam-
ples.
