Let me enter a little into detail in regard to
two et the-e productions--cotton and sugar.
The last is a crop almost peculiar to this State,
and as such Louisianians ought to appreciate it
The first is common to a vast section of country,
and this is its greatest market.

From NewOrleans there were chipped in the
first two months of the present year, 31;i,3t7
bales of cotton, which brought an average per
hale of 64067. and produced an aggregate in
value of "!12,7s4,306 This city has exported
14t9,0Wt bales of cotton more thus far in thepre-
sent tiscal year than the last. The estimated

differences in valuq from September l to April
20, have been over nineteen million of dollars,
and this an0ount will be inreased to $29,601,888,
if the crop now going forward is inoluded. The
value of cotton exported to the close of the last
fiscal year, 80th ofJune, was nearly $88,000,000,
at an average of $31 90 per bale, and in amount
2,444,000 bales. Taking January and Febru-
ary, 185:1, for examples, the value for the pre-
sent year will be 940 67 per bale. The cotton
crop exported this year, therefore, is worth
vastly more than one hunldred mlillions of dol-
lar..

The Sugar crop is one of growing importance
and already of immense value. A thousand
acres in cultivation upon one plantation is a
common estate, and vastly larger ones are seen
in all directions. Sugar has been a great pro-
