Q• AL.tWFtiATtoN:.-•l no profession
is divisions of labor more important than in oar
own, says the Washington Republic. The nu-
merous readers of a paper require a variety of
style and subject which no one editor can tur-
nish. Most editors are prone to discuss those
subjects in which they excel. So long aso this
subject is interesting to the public their articles
are popular. But fashion changes. Public in-
terest is transferred to some other topic ; and
the able writer on trade, or the public lands, is
laid aside for an exciting disputation upon the
mysteries of spirit rapping. " In happier days"'
an editor and subscribers constituted a family :
the opinions of the editor were never contro-
verted by the argument of an antagonist; his
readers, like the enduring hearers of some or-
thodox divine, listened to his interminable ex-
position of his own principles, ant never wit-
nes-ed any comparison of opinions, unless when
a fueman of straw was set up to be triumphantly
overthrown and demolished But the reign of
the editorial essayist is over. There is too much
to read and too little time to read it in. The
contents of a paper mu= t be fresh, brief and va-
ried. The tendency is to throw off all general-
ities and come at once to the material. Mden
read newspapers to iost themselves as to facts,
making their own application without the aid of
editorial leading strings. This is the para-
graphic era. Letters are read before leaders:
andl a group of readers will shy off from the
arithmetical details of a " glorious victory," to
laugh at an Irish. retort in a police-office. But
ability and information are indispensable in the
conductor of the press. The immense enter-
prises of the day are so much connected with
scientific facts, often with the foreign policy of
the government, that a journal mey otten ren-
der it tublcribers an invaluable service Ib" a
geographical or geological treatise, or by accu-
rate information regarding our relations with
foreign countries. In the conduct of the press,
therefore, there should be divicion of labor;
editors should study the various topics before
the public, and should, above all, cultivate tihe
invaluable attributes of accuracy and brevity.

The foreign news, as i tis reported in the easnt-
ern papers, seems now to be composed of nothing
but Mrs. Stowe and her husban I. The latter
half of the firm would have a small chance, if it
were not that he is a talking animal. But even
with this, there seems to be a struggle on his
part to keep above the surface. In his speeches
it is not " my wife's Uncle Tom," but' our Un-
cle Tom." It may be presumedl from this that
the lady invented the facts, while the husbandl
furnished the theology. That's his business.

At the last account we have of this worthy
pair, they figured before the lritish and Freign
Anti-slavery Society at its annual meeting held
in Exeter Hall, London. The Times of that
city says that when Mrs. Stowe entered the Hall
" the excitement of the assembled audience rose
to a tremendous pitch, and it was several min-
utes before the cheers, with which the hallrang
again, had sufficiently relieved them. When
she withdrew the 'ame honors were paid to her,
every one otanling up and cheering with heart I
and soul."

lMany distinguishel and titled men were pres-
ent, ona some who were lnot wrote letters giving
reaoont for being ansent. One of these letters
was from tins Earl of Carlisle--Lord Morpeth.
lie said in his letter that he intended to call the
attention of the House of Lords to the condition
of the slaves in Cuba. Whether this was the
reason of his absence is not stated.

On thisoccasion as on previous ones Prof. Mr.
Stowe delivered a speech fiom which we extract
the following: [LMobile Tribune, Sunlay.

" It was (he said) the profits of that trade (the
cotton trade) which had riveted the chains of
slavery over the Union. What right had Great
Britain to interfere: She consumed four-fifths
of the cotton grown in America; she sustained
by these means four-fifths of the slaves in the
American States. That was her right to inter-
fere. She participates in the guilt, not directly,
but indirectly, for without the assistance of
Great Britain the cotton would not be used.
The Americans could not consume sufficient in
their own manufactures, and their sugar pnd
rice trade, compared with the cotton, was of
little importance. lie did not dictate to Eng-
land the course of duty that she ought to take,
but merely brought before their minds the sol-
emn truth. What did the slaveholders and
cotton growers say ? Why, that the English
loved to stand up in Exeter Itall and denounce
then and condemn them-would they diminish
their profits one penny in their zeal to emanci-
pate slaves, by adopting the way in which their
zeal might be beneficial The price of cotton
regulated the price of the slave. At present
they averaged from .5Xo0 to t10h1st, and to stock
ia cotton plant ation took from two hundred to four
hundred; so that an immense outlay had to ie
made before slave labor could he brought into
competition with free labor. The Chine•c were
now flocking into America, and would work at
the rate of id. a day, anl thie people of Great
Britain now had an opportunity of imlking the
slaveholders feel that they were in earnest, and
dletermined to do something towards the aboli-
tion of the system. If they could abolish
slavery by making speeches in that IHall, or by
legislation in Parliament, lie should be most
happy for thems to do so. But they could nit.
The only way was hy making them compete
with free labor, an1l, if the English could not
msnake as much profit by using free cotton as
slave cotton. they mlust he c,.ntent with prac-
ticing a little of the denial they so properly
preachedl to the slaveholer."

with the present enlarged demands of commerce.
The Commodore considers also, that all the as-
!istance which could now be given in aid of the
existing Government would be of no service in
letermmning the issue of war: that the triumphs
of the rebels consist in an inland progress to-
wardsPekin, which can in no way be affected
by the operations of a naval squadlron; that the
war vessels of any nation on the station are not
more than sufficient to protect its own interests,
and, finally, that more is to he hoped for, com-
mercially and politically, froni the success of the
insurgents, than by the continuance of the
reigning dynasty.

The advices from China, however, in the Eng-
lish papers by the last steamer, from Hong
Kong to 28th of March, assert distinctly that
application had been made by the Viceroy of
S•ochan to the British consvl at Shanghae to
co-operate against the rebel force for the pro-
tectection of Nankin.

GROW:tl oF New YORK.-The Brookly Cir-
cular has the following graphic picture of the
growth of this Emporium and its chief suburb:

" FORTY-sIX YFAln Aoo."--As we took our
seat in one of the boats of the South-ferry a
few evenings since, an elterly gentleman, in a
social mood, seated himself beside us, and com-
menced remarking upon the contrast that the
present convenience fer crossing the river pre-
sented with those of forty or fifty years ago.
'Forty six years ago," he said, " we had to
cross this ferry by means of a horse-boat. We
were then an hour in crossing, and the fare was
twenty-five cents." Now we cross in five min-
utes and the fare is one cent. " Brooklyn," he
continued, -" was then only a little village, and
the population of New York was 75.000." Now
the city of Brooklyn numbers 100,is, and
that of New York about t60,O000 inhabitants.
"Steamboats, railroads, the telegraph, gas.
were things unthought of then." Each of these
had come into use and effected a revolution
since he was a young man. lie witnessed the
starting of the first steamboat that ever made
a trip up the North lliver. The foot of Fulton
street, New York. (the present site of the Ful-
ton Ferry buildings. but then a sand bank, with
no buildings in its vicinity.) was tihe point of
departure of Fulton's strange little craft on its
trial trip. A temporary rstaging was erected
along the eloping shore of sand, upon which
was assembled the gazing multitude that both
cheere-d and hootc, the advent of steam, as it
tmnide its first successful dehbtut before the people
of New York City. Our informant further told
us that in a newspaper printed at the time it
was stated that as the bost lovre up the river,
pufling, smoking and snor ting, againt the tidle,
it so frightened somei of tie sailors on other ves
sels that they fell on their knees, praying to be
delivored from the Evil One!

The tirst steamboat that was ever applied to
any practical purpose was built by Robert Ful-
ton, at New York, in 1|07, and was named the
North River. Her engine was 18 horse power;
and she was 33 hours in making the passage
between New York andl Albany. The sate l'as-
sage by stetamboat is now made in from six to
nine hours, and by railroad in four hours.
