Tui: MRDEnR AT BeU aWICK, MaL~--Build-
ings Turn I-own by a Mob.-At Salmon Falls,
N. H., yesterday, a coroner's inquest was held
upon the body of Mr. Lewis Maxwell, who was
killed near that place on Wednesday night.
The verdict of the jury was that he came to his
leath by a stab through the heart by some
sharp instrument in the hands of some person
unknown.

Last night a mob of about one thousand per-
sons from Great Falls, Dover, South Berwtck,
and Salmon Falls, assembled around the shen-
tees near the spot where the murder of Maxwell
occurred, and the Irish families therein having
maoved out in accordance with previous notice
sent them by the mob, the buildings were de-
