San Antonio river.

It isntw ascertained that the quantity of cot- I
ton that has been received in Houston since the I
1st of September last exceeds twenty-four thou- I
sand bales, and it is estimated that at least
thirty-five thousand bales of the last year's
crop will be shipped through lIouston.

The trial of J. It. Reynolds, for aiding and
abetting Solomon Bryan in the murder of Mrs.
Parr and son, at BIlivar Point, came off before
the District Court at Galveston, a few days
since, when the jury, after a shbrt consultation,
brought in a verdict of not guilty. The court
Ilhas since adjourned.

We copy the following paragraphs from the
Galveston News of tilhe 17th :

The steamer Gen. llamer, from the Brazos
River for tills port, with a heavy cargo, en-
countered heavy adverse winds, on account of
which she was unable to make head-way, and
put into San Luis, in a leaking condition, on the
14th1 inst. A supply of wood and coal has been
dispatched to her.

The steamer Star State was raised last night,
and is once more afloat. The cotton in the hild
does not appear tv be much burnt, ytet it is con-
sidcrably damaged. The injury lone to the
boat and cargo will probably amount to ten
thousand dollars. The Btar State will imme-
diately resume her trips to Houston, and we
trust she will have good iuck, and soon make up
the losses of thia late casualty.

"This was thrown from Her Britannic Majes-
ty's ship Dauntless, on the 21 November, 18.52,
when in latitude 17 deg. 42 min. north, andt
longitudo 67 deg. 4a min, west."

The same paper states that the fragments of
a wrecked vessel, consisting of spars andI a per- I
tion of the upper dleck of what appeared to be a
brig or large schooner, constructed into a rait,
drifted on shore near Mr. J. Dietrick's, on tihe
Peninsula, some two weeks ago. The Morning
Star was painted on a piece oat the timber which
compo•ed i part of tihe raft.

There were also found on the raft a quadrant,
a sextant. a gold watch, a small piece of gold
coin several chairs, and some two or three hun-
dred brick, but nothing further to lead to the
knowledge of where the vessel belonged, or oft
tihe fite of those on board. The fragment of the
wreck was seen in tihe offing by persoans on the
Peninsular several hours previous to its land-
ing. No one was observed upon :t, and no hope
can be entertained that any of the unfortun-stes
have reached land. Had they been relieved by
sinome wayfaring vessel, it is only reasonable to
suppose that the valuable articles found on the
wreck would also have beeu removed The
probable conclusion is, then, that these lonely
wanderers of the ocean, whoever they were, have
perished from hunger and thirst,or what is very
Ireuuently the case with those placed in a situ-
ation with all the horrors of shipwreck betbre
them., Ihve, in a fit of delirium, jumped over-
board.

THitE to;uL MINES.
The accounts from the gold mines are contra-

liuLtory. but suifficintly definite to induce those
who have visited them to stay at home. A cor-

repondent of the Galveston New., writing from
Austin, says:

Although I am extremely sorry to say so, it
is nevertheles my duty to my friends to say
that the gold mines are a total ftilure so far
Small quantities of gold have been found, but

no' enough to pay one-twentieth of the expense
of hunting and digging for it. One dime per
day, I understand, cannot be found, one .Oy
with another. while the expense of living there
jis, perhaps, b2 per dlay. This would make gold
unting rather tloeing business.

That gold will eventually be foundl more
abundantly, I do not doubt, but no one need
leave home rn that busine's yet, unleaa he las
some time and money to spend hnntine a more
prolific locality.

On the other hand the Austin State O3nzette
in an editorial says:

We see almost daily persons going to or re-
turning from the reported mining district above
the city; anIl we have seen no one since the
return of Mr. Ilaynie and Mr. Kuykendall who
had found any gold The idea seeems to be en-
tertnined that without proper implements to
seareh for gold, or the means of extracting it,
persons can g., there and leisurely pick up the
precious metal like gathering up stones in a
rock quarry. S, far as we are advisel, no oueh
examinations have as yet been made as would
he likely to test the fact whetheror nothe mines
are worth working. That there is gold to be
found, in minute quantities, in the region of
country spoken of, is placed beyond a doubt; but
we are inclined to believe that the accounts of
considerable amounts having been found were
framed by persons who were either deceivedl
themselves, or were deliberately practicing a
fraud upon others who they knew had a confl-
dence in their veracity.

Latest from El Paso.
RU('tLAMATION OF THil MEXiCAN U~ENEIAL TRIAS.

Judge Hopkins and Mr. saguerre arrived at I
Ban Antonio, Texas, on the 3d instant, from El
'oso, making the trip in twenty-six days.

The San Antonio Ledger of the ith inctaut
contains the following items of news :

The up mail train was met on the 231 ult. at
Live Oak Springs. Smith and IlalFs trains t
v;. 'ro met on the 15th. Two days previous they t
ola been attacked by either Apache or Musca-
clro Indians,who succeeded is stampedingsixty- -
live animals, among which were come very fine
American horses. Mr. Crosby lost a very fine
horse by this attack. Tullis' train was met on
Sabinal, on the :lst uilt. Wentworth, with his
drove of cattle, had reached the Rio Grand.. I
They met Bennett and wife and Mitchell on the
I th, at Engle Spring. This party, we believe,
are from the Brazos. They were all well, and
had met with no accident. On the 1Lth, they
met Ned Iloll's party on the way to Presidio del
Norte, near Esoondido Springs.

From the intelligence received by this arrival,
there is just grounds for fearing troublesome
times at El Paso. The action of Governor Lane
in regard to Mesilla territory, has got up con-
soderable excitement and ill-feeling, which will
be very apt, owing to the unprotected condition
of the American side of the river, to lead to se-
rios difficulties. Gen. Trias, with seven hun-
lred troops, and a dozen or more pieces of ar-
tillery, were quartered at Ei Paso. A portion
of his troops are ruthless savages. armed with
their usual implements of warfare-the bow
and arrow. Should these get to drinking, no
power can control them, and the result will be
depredations and outrages upon our settle-
ments. The citizens of McGovinsville are in
constant dread of incursions from the El Paso
silde. Aonut one hundred Indians are itcorpo.
rated in the regular army at that place, which
increases the force to some seven hun!red. A
general f:eling of insecurity pervades that sec-
tion of country. There have been some Imasa-
cres of Mexicans.

The following is the ProcTamation of the Gen-
eral-in Chief of tile Trais Brigade to hiis sub-
ordinates :

Fellow-Soldiers-Know that the Governor
of New Mexico has declared that the colony
Sts Ia Mesilla," which is situated on Mlexicau
territory, belongs to the UnitedPStates.

This act, which he intends to accomplish.
even by force, is an optrage upon the honor of
the Republic, and which must not Ie tolerated
by Mexicans.
1My desire is, by every peaceatble measure

compatible with honor, to avid collision, but if
the Governor of New Mexico, regardless of the
rights reserved to the people by the Constitu-
tion of tihe United States, should persist, it is
your duty to resist; and sacrifice yourselves if
nece.ssary in the defence of your country.

Fellow-soldiers, I am satisfied that prompt-
ness of action and discipline are the guarantees
of victory : therefore, show an immutable reso-
lution, and you will conquer your enemies. It
is certain that we shall triumph.

Live free, or die, is the only alternative left
us: and I am proud with the belief that there
is not a single IMexican who does not prefer a
glorious death to a life of infamous slavery.

After victory, you may expect the benedic-
tiyus of your fellow-citizens and the thanks of
your country.

But should you be conquered, you will every
where meet with humiliation and affronts, and
lead a miserable life.

Mnny of your fellow-citizens are disposed to
revenge you, should you succumb, or partici-
pate in your victory.

The wants and miseries you may undergo, in
consequence of the event, should not arrest
your determination

Fellow-soldiers, depend that, in your priva-
tions and dangers, you will always have by
your side your companion and friend,
