A particular affair is referred to, which oc-

The law which now obtains here with regard
to duels is deriveo, from the Constitution of
1852, and is the same substantially as that of
185, which it succeeded. By it duels are Or-
bidden in this State, or any other, hetween
Citizens of this State. Disfioanchisemoent and
the loss of power to hold office are among the
puuishments specified. Any one carrying a

mhallenge, aiding or abetting, is visited with the
aome. punishment. All those, however, who

fought previous to the adoption of the present
Constitution are freed from the operations of the
law, canl vote, and are eligible to office. By
this our correspondent will see that the indivi-
dual alluded to in his letter can legally hold
the position he now enjoys. If ho wishes to
nake further inquiries, we refer him to the
jonstitution of the State.
