The enormous profits
of the tailor make him in his very essence a
crediting tr..lesman, while the small gains of
the hatter make him the most obstinate of all
dealers for cash only.

Many a young man offers to the admiring
eyes of the fair, dazzling waistcoats, overpower-
ing cravats, diamond shirt pins, a whole shop
window of jewelry, who. very probably, has no
stockings on There is a reason for this, too
The obusier don't trust.
