The itlncr 1-
ment, moreover, is rather oppressive, a- it
limits the time of payment to, andl gives the
Assistant Attorney a right to charge his commis-
sion from, an earlier date. It it not , ptional
with the Treasurer or with the ('ounil a- to
when the accounts are to be hauled to the As-
sistant Attorney. It must bs d oe n the first
of July.

In the face of this very plain legisl.tive en:-
actment the Board of Assistant Alldermen, at
their sitting on the 30th of J utne, passed a reso-
tion requiring the Mayor " to publish fromt the
lst to the 10t, of July," in severtl ame!!
papers, (we use the language if the resolution.
the 35th section of the City Charter. anl t,he
acts of thelast General Assembly amendatory
to the same, by virtue of which p'rovisions. a
further delay of fifteen days from the first Mon-
day in July is allowed them for the payment of
their taxes," etc. By this resolution the As-
sistant Board construes the amendment to the
Charteras extending the time of payment to
fifteen days after the first Monday in July, when
in fact it limits it to the first day of July. Such
a construction evidences a stupility teo pr:,-
found to excite any emotion but that of pity.
After the passage of this resolution by the
Assistant Board the Treasurer, conuit"erir: the
act of the Legislature binding upon him, in op-
position to the contradictory resolutitn ,,t
that Board, handed over the tax list to the
Assistant Attorney as required on thoe fir-t
of July. The Attorney. in pursuance of his
duties, notified the defaulting tax-,payer , Iy
public advertisement, to pay the amounts l,,r
which they were assessel at his oflice, with the
addition of his fire per cent. commissions. This
was in order to save the expense of bringing
suit. H1is right to do this is uuluestionble.
