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The ~llble papers are agitating the qluestion
whether this road, when completed, will be sd-
vantageous to their city or otherwise. The
press is divided on the question, and -,spirited
dissessionis now going on between the rival
prints in regard to it. The query with them
appears tobe, lot whether the road will to
built, but whether Mobile will find it to her
advantage to aed in bringing it to an early
completioa.

A section of the press takes the ground that
Mobile must be the sufferer by it, that it is
their interast to throw every obstacle in tlhe
way of its early completion. This is a very had
doctrine for them to preach to the capitalists :t
New Orleans. Should it once become known
here that our sister city is opposed to the enter
prise on account of the large amsount of trade
which it would draw away from thetm to us,. tle
monied men here would launch out the funds to
any extent in order to bring about the dreaded
catastrophe. Let the opinion once prevail here
that the inbscription of a few hundred thou-
sands more would tap the vast trade whichl 10-
bile expects from her great Northern and her
Girard Railroad, and neither sympathy it,
their decaying commerce nor gratitude fir fatcili-
ties offered by their enterprises, woulIl prevent.
the taking the stock in the new road t tthe I:nt
share. It is to the jingle of the dollar that ,Si
capitaliste can be made to dance; and if the an-
ticipated road tends to our single adtvancemeut
the Mobilians had better ketep dartk about it.

It is contended on the one hand that. al-
though the road will be built :ooner or l-ter.
yet it will be completetl earlier with the ,i 1 .
Mobile than without it. New ()ileans, with ilt
her capital, say they, is not equal to every ta-hk.
