dicated upon these facts the staple has steadily

advanced, and prices appear not yet to have

reached their maximum. The Cincinnati Com-

steroial of the 8th inst. says:
We Iave been permitted to look over several

private letters to-day, from various points in
V'irginia. North Carolina anti Kentucky. In
Virginia and North Carolina the weather con-
tinned very hot and dry up to the ist inst.. and
the hopes entertained by the planters of raising
even half a crop had become rather faint. In
Lthe Piedmont District in North Carolina no rain
of consequenee had fallen since the middle of
May; and, as a consequence, every \egetable
production had been withered up. In P'ittsyl
vania county, Va.. many planters were giving
up all hope of raising any crop of consequence:
they had succeeded in saving about plants
enough to produce about half a crop, but the
season for planting having passed, the plants
had run to seed and were consequently unfit to
set out, even should favorable weathier come.
In every district in Kentucky the prospects,

in the last week in June, were gloomy in the
extreme, and planters seeing the period ap-
proach-the first week in July-when planting
should be done, if done at all, were in many in-
strnces giving up all hopes of doing anything.
We have also seen letters from East Tennessee.
representing affairs in that State as gloomy in
the extreme.

Tu• FtsH'RscEs..-The gossiping editor of the
Washington Republic, in that paper of the 10th
inst., holds the following language in reference
to the unsett.ed question of the Fisheries. We
quote from the Republic :

[ sCommodore Shubrick had not received his
instructions to-day up to a late hour, which
would see i to indicate that he will not receive
them until after the President's return from the
North. It may be safe policy thus to delay tihe
dispatch of an armed force to the tishing grounds,
to protect or restrain our fishermen: but it will
trouble the Administration a little to satisfy
New England of the fact. Perhaps tihe Presi-
dent is satisfied that the Cape Codders have no
long-tom's or other armament on board : or that
it they have they will not use them, and thus
incur the penalty of violating the laws of the
United States. lie will do well to remember that
the Yankee Nation has little hesitation in as-
suming large responsibilities when satisfied of
the justice of its cause; and that tire fishermen
can calculate safely on running the gauntlet of
all thle courts and juries in Christendom. if pub-
lic opinion sustain their acts. That they will
Ie sustainedt in whatever seems necessary to
secure the protection which " Uncle Sam" de-
nies or fails to afford them, there can be little
doubt. Admiral Seymour and 'Mr. Crampton
may talk of conciliation all night, and the Union
may assert all day the certainty of a peacreful
solution of the fishery question; but if the reso-
lute, devil-may-care freemen, who believe they
have fishing rights which are invaded, are not
shown some probability of immediate protection,
the whole business will be complicated by otme
sudden speaking of btmzen throats, in such man-
ner as to greatly hazard the peace of the coun-
try Fishermen are practicalmen. They don't
understand tnhe kinks of diplomacy, and will not
take stones for breal.

p.Rars, Monday, I . a. - A private letter
from Jassy (Moldavia) of the 17th inst , states
that the entire population were in the greatest
state of uncertainty as to their future position
On the 15th an extraordinary courier from St.
Petersburg passed on his way to Bucharest
and Constantinople. After his departure, the
Russian Consul, M. tGuirche, proceeded immedi-
ately to notify the Prince Ohika that the Cabi-
net of St Petersburg Ilad again sent its ulli-
utatual to Constantinople, with orders that ii

the Sublime Porte did not accept it at the end
of eight days, the Russian Generals who were
on the frontier would pass it. and immediately
commence hostilities against Turkey ; that, in
consequenee. Ilis lliglhness, the lHospodur, must.
witllhout any loss of time, adopt tile necessary
measures for provisioning the army. and tbr tile
transport of the baggage of the Russian troops:
and that for this purpose the Consul General of
Bucharest, )M. Ilultzinsky, would repair toJns-
sy in three or foulr days to come to an unamer-
standing with the P'rince. It was. on the other
hand, known that since tile 14th instant a di-
vision of the army, amounting to 40.,00 men,
had arrived at Skouliani, which is alout two
leagues from Jassy, on the Russian side. The
number of troops may. perhaps, be exaggerated.
but the letter states it as positive that troops
were encanped along the whole line of the
Pruth.

Tit RIortAL CuRtstsrxoi\.-The Christening

of the infant son of lHer Majesty and Iris Royal
Highness Prince Albert, took place on the
evening of the 17th, in Buckingham Palace.
The sacred rite was performed in the private
chapel in the Palace, which was duly prepared
for the occasion. Two rows of chairs of crim-
son Satin and gold were placed on each side of
the centre, tfr the use of the Queen, the spovn-
sorc, and the royal personages invited to be
present. The principal compartments ur pews
(two on each side of the chapel) were appropri-
ated to the representatives of foreign powers
connected with the royal family, and the spon-
sors and the Cabinet .Ministers. The altar was
lined with crimson velvet, paneled with gold
lace, and on the communion table were placed
the golden vessels used in the sacrament, with
salvers and two large candlesticks. Seats of
crimson and gold were placed for the ofliciating
clergy. The font was placed in advance of the
haut poas it was a moot elegantly formed tazza
of silver gilt; the rim was tormed of the leaves
and flowers of the water lily, and the base from
which its elegant stem sprang was com-
posed of infant angels playing the lyre; in the
front was the royal arms. The ttut was placed
on a fluted plinth of white gold. Over the
altar was a tine piece of tapestry, representing
the hbaptism of our Saviour. The chapel was
brilliantly illuminated by large globes of light,
constructed on a scientific principle, so that no
orifice is visible, these globes Ieing also in-
serted in tile roof.

Iady Caroline Barrington, with the infant
Prince, having taken her station in front of the
font, and the tour illustrious slpnsors having
ranged up on one aide, the Archbishop ul Can-
terbury commenced reading the tBaptislua Sor-
vice.

On reaching that portion for the naming of
the child the Archtlbishop demanded of the Spun-
sore hlow it should be named, when the King of
Hanover answered, Leopold George Duncan Al-
bert, and his I;race baptized it accordingly.
