what was the manner of his home life: how lie
looked, talked and acted. We seemed to be
gazing on one of the few solitary links that con-
nect this generation with a great age, now passed
away. I, hen the venerable face of our inform-
ant was Ihghted up with tihe memories of his
youth, which were thus called to mind, and his
heart discharged itself of its burden of love and
devotion to Washington, we could understand
something of that character which impressed
itself so indelibly on the age in which he lived,
and on the men who were his contemporaries.

Congress quarrels, and wastes the Public
Treasure at the Capitol, under the shadow of
the Monument that begs its way slowly towards
dice skies, and but a few miles distant from the
saene of his deathl and burial.

year of our Lord, 1853, there are eighty-three
sovereigns of republics, empires, monarchies,
principalities, duchies and electorates. Of
these, the number of governing Presidents is
eighteen, all of which, outside of the United
States Presidency, are Central and South
American otffices, with the exception of Liberia.
There are six Emperors, including his sable
highness Faustin the First; sixteen Kings.
counting as one of the "s heads of the world "
Jamaco, King of all the Mosquitoes Under
this -" head," also, come the Kings of Dahomey
and the Sandwich Islands. Of reigning Princes
there are ten, Grand Dukes seven, Dukes ten,
all of which are petty German States, and
nearly all of which are very insignificant. Un-
der this head also comes one Elector and one
Landgrave. Of Queens we hale five, including
Ranavalona of Madagascar, l'omare of the So-
ciety Islands, and others scarcely more civil-
ized. We have one Pope, two Sultans (those of
Borneo and Turkey), two Governors, of Eltre
Hios and Corrientes; one Viceroy, of Egypt;
one Shah, Persia; one Imaum, Muscat: one
Ameer, Cahuls; and one D)irector, of Nicaragua.
