We see it stated in the Baltimore papers that

the naturalized Germans of that city have form-

ed a political league, the object of which is to

control the German vote, not only there, but

throughout the republio. They have addressed

Ai circular to all the prominent politicians, ask-

ing them if they should be elected to prominet

positions, whether they would pledge themselves

to represent the German citizens according to

the laws of equality and without any preference
. , nntive born citizens.

Incredible as the statement may seem, there

s ne room to doubt it, although there canbe no
reasonable grounds for believing that the organ-
isation can make much headway. The project
s hostile to the whole spirit of our institutions,
and can hut lead to the stirring up of national

animosities and the revival of the old, exploded,
and long buried Native American party. Such
a proceeding must of necessity excite jealousy
a the natives of the soil, and cause them to
band together in lostile opposition to the for-

eign party so constituted. National jealousies

must rise up, hatreds must be engendered, and
the right of suffrage become in its exercise a
fruitful source of contention, wherein one na-
tionality will be arrayed against another, lead-
ing to civil commotions, the rule of the mob and
the final overthrow of law andl order.

If the German population can unite in this
way, so can the Irish, the Scotch, the Creole
French, the Spaniards, the Italians. Winneba-
goes, Osages, Seminoles, Choctaws, Chinese,
Hottentots and English. But in reality, we
haveno distinct nationalities in this country-no
Germans, no Irish-nothing but American cit-
izens. In becoming naturalized, the emigrant
from beyond the seas renounces forever all
allegiance to his mother country, and becomes
for all political and social purposes an Ameri-
can-bound by our laws, interested in our
prosperity and a partner in the national fite

Our institutions do not require a naturalized
citizen to forget the land of his birth. hlle
Swiss can never forget his cottage beneath the
All ; the Irishman, " The green banks of Sian-
non:" nor the German his vine-covered lodge
by the banks of the rushing lihine: for around
these are clustered hallowed memories that find
lodgment in every breast. But beyond this his
affection for the land of his birth cannot extend.
for by his own act he has voluntarily surren-
dered all alliance with it, and tansferred his
allegiance to the country which aurtures and
protects him.

An organization smilar to the one referred to
was attempted here a few weeks ago. A pre-
liminary meeting was held at the " Whitehall,
St Louis street: but such was thle Constitution
of the Association that it signally failed. Amer-
ican-born citizens acre not admitted into the
conclave; the reflecting portion of its members
objected to this teatilre, andt the consequence
was that the whole movement tlred out for a
day, flickered momentarily, ant relapsed into
utter darkness ant oulivion. Such, it is to be
hoped, will be the fate of all future organizl-
tions of a like charaeter. "So mote it be."

But if pereons who entertained such senti-
ments (freeevili in thrmer years, are unworthy
of holding office, and associating with the
friends of the country, what shall we do with
MIr. Fillmore, who was looked upon as some-
thing worse than a freesoiler up to the time
when the country was agitated by the debates
on thle Compromise act?

Sir, if yout had achieved no other oih-
ject but what you iave donein bringing togethler
citizens from all parts of this Union. you would
have fulfilled, perhaeps one of the most import ant
enissions that can be imposed upon any of us in

the waiy of strengtllening that Union.
aBut you have done lorel: you have nobly

alluded to it. Your Exhibition hias brohtllh
here men most eminent in almost every walk ot

lfe, from every civilized country on the face iL
the globle. And thus you have dlone ore, per-
iops, than any of ut in promloting that great
object, dear to you, dear to me, dear to my
venerable friend near me (alluding to Bish 1q
Wainright) topromotepeace among men. [Great
applause).], Sir, I have not the voice to address
you, and return you my thanks again for the
honor you have done toe. 1 must conclude.
