tary of Foreign Affairs ot Madrid, that gentle-
man having marvied a vesident American luly,
of Beoteh birth, and the secinl and domestic
sttachments, comsequent npon a long residence
at Washington, doubiless infl ing him,  An-
other instance is eited in the case of M. Alesan-
dre do Bodisco, the Huastan Minister. e, too,
formed an international matrimonial alliance,
marrying Miss Williaws, the then reigning Lelle
of Georgetown, by whom he las had several
children.  To this alliance the Herald is pleased
to nttribute the friendly terms upon which we
have ever been with the reigning Autocrat of
all the Russias

doubt produstive of sn interchange of good
feeling, and exert a peaceful induence on the
political relations of ihis and [oreign conntrics,
but we are not dispesed w0 nitach that import-

ance to them the Herald affeete to pereeive. It
is not by matrimonial allisnees between ihe
fairest fowers of this land and resident foreign
ministers at Washington that we ave to make
ourselyes known stroad, and promote nnd pre-
serve amicable relations with the niler powor-
ful nstions of the corsh. For one. we wenld
soorn to conrt friendly relations with any and
all foreign powers through the smiles, aud huve
it thrown into our teeth that we purchase peace
8t the sacrifice and by the relinguishent of
the charms of the women of this free and inde-
pendent Republia. The Horald's docivine would
render it o matter of palicy on the part of this
Government lo entrap all marriageable foreign
diplomatic functionariss st the Capital into nn
intermntional matrimoninl allinmee, and thus
through the influence of the wives upen the hus-
bands preserve mmicable velations with their
masters at home.  As mueh as we feel indebied
to the ladies of the land we crnnot ndapt the
bold propesition advaneed by the Herald, nil
plnee ourselves under ihe obligations that i par
seeke to fasten wpon us,  Every man'y bosom
inthe eountry will swell with horest indigna-
tiom, and every vight-thinkiog, bLigh-uwindel
man spurn with contetapt the funl Inpeachment
