LocrrrA•A Cnors.--The Farmerville Enquirer

of the 15th says :
Wo have no cause to complain for the wantof

rain in this section. Up to the first of this
month, we had a drouth of some four weeks.
when it commenced raining, as the farmer says,
a good season, for eleven successive days. If we
should have no more rain this season, good crops
of corn will be raised, and fair crops of cotton;
but the fear is, that we will have too much
rain, as at the time of writing it is cloudy and
threatening rain. Cotton as yet is not injured
ruaterially, but it can't stand the rain many

more days.
Georgia.-We are informed from various

sections that the prospects of the crops are
brighteniug; the rains which has fallen for the
last two weeks has brought them out astonish-
ingly, indeed, if the seasons continue as favor-
ableas they have been for ten or a dozen days
post, our county will nearly, if not quite, make
enough to supply the wants of her people. We
have been informed by several farmers, that
corn which was absolutely yellow half way up
the stalk, and looked two weeks since as if it
was lifeless and dying, now presents an entirely
lifferent appearance: the yellow has disap-
peared and the stalk looks as green and flour-
ishing as could be desired. The cotton, too,
seems to be doing finely. With good seasons all
may yet turn out well: but it is best not to
hol/er till-we get out of the woods.

We notice that different counties in the State
begin to render more cheerful accounts of their
crops. [Sandersville Georgian.

b/orida.-The Charleston Mercury of the
21st says:

A gentleman who reached this city yesterday
from Marion county, Fla., informs us that the
crops promise a most abundant yield. Corn is
ready for lharvesting, and cotton is growing
most luxuriantly. lHe brought with him a stalk
of long staple cotton, which is ten feet two
inches high, and when standing covered a space
of twenty-seven feet in circumference It had
upwards of three hundred bolls an-I squares on
it, and our inforlant states that stalks with
from three to four hundred bolls, are no uncom-
non occurrence in his fiell, athieh is of pine
land, and has been cultivated eleven years suc-
cessively.

QltUARANoTINE AT NATO livl.-We have previous-
ly announced that the corporate authorities of
Natchez, Miss., have establishedl a iuarantine,
As a subject of interest to steamboat colntlalnl-
ers, shippers anl others, we copy from the last
Natchez Courier its provisions, as follows:
Pursuant to the laws of the State of Misiis-

sippi, and the in :ructions of the Mayor and
Selectmen of the city of Natchez. ptublic lnotice
is hereby given, that the Quarantine Laws will
be vigorously enforeed from antid after the 21st
inst. The Quarantine Ofllice will enforce the
following rules rigidly :

During the existence of Ithe ttllantine, nlioheat shall he lpernitted to land atony yther
place than that designatedl as the Qularalt t li
station, except bIy permission tof the Ilhltlh toI-
ficer.
All persons coming to this city, whether on

an ascending or descenlling boat, who may have
been within thie preceding five days at any port
infected with yellow five, shall bIe detained ott
quarantine seventy-two Ilours, and their hag-
gage opened and aired ten hours. Should tthe e
I,e yellow lever upon the vessel bringing them
to this place, they tre to be detained tivoe days,
or longer, shotTld it toe deemedl nleesnary Iy the
Health Oflicer. Nevertheless,such personsshtall
have the privilege iuotmediately to go into tith
country, upon giving written assurance, under
oath, that they will not enter the city within
the time prescribed above; and they shall toe
notified of the penalty.
All goods packed in New Orleans, or in any

otiher infected port, must be opened and nitied
ten hours. Boxes or crates of goods from any
port not infected, transmitted unopentle throuhl
an infected port, need not be opened, but Intlst
Ie exposed to the sun, or aired, eight hours.
All persons Itordilg o steattnboat tanll return-

ing again upon shlore, within one mlile ot lthe
city of Natchez, will le detained thie satme
length of titlme tas though they come pa:ssencers
upan said boat, an.td will be suhiectedo to the
stme penalties.
The place of quarantine is est:ablishe.I al)vetihe ('otton I'ress, and will be designated iby ayellow flag and the firing of a tannon.

The town of lluejucar. in the State of Jalis-

co, was overflowed and a large portion of it de-
stroyed on the 21st of June, in: consequence of
the bursting of an irrigating daam. It was not
known how many persons had perished, -.ut at
the last dates twenty-three bodies had been re-
covered.

Diego Laurez, chief of a band of highway
robbers, was arrested at Puebla, tried by court
martial, and sentenced to death. The sentence
had been confirmed by the Commandant-Gen-
eral.

The
drawing off and properly ripening wine they
consider as of more importance to the develop-
ment of a fine article, than the original manu-
facture.

"The wine cellars of this establishment are
105 feet in length, an average of 35 in width,
and 18 in heigth. Each season's wine is kept
by iteelf in casks of 2,0100 to 2.500 gallons cap:-
city, and none of our native wine is bottled in
this establishment until it has been four years in
casks. Thus, the wine bottled this seanon is the
vintage of 1848, as that of next year will be tile
vintage of 1849. In this way. the entire sedi-
imtent, precipitated by successive fermentation,
is retained within the cask.

0,000 bottles; in It5:l. 50,010): and in 13>,
iU0,001). What will be dlone beyond that
period, must depend on the yield of the grape
crop in 18,52, and later seasons. All this is
('atawba wine, termed Still, in distinction from
Sparkling Catawba.

" Mir. Longworth is engaged in the manufac-
ture of Spakling Catawba, at hiewine-cellars
on Butler street, of Broadway. Ile tfdade in
1850 50,000 bottles; in 1I51. 75,000, and this
year, he will put up 105,000 bottles. Sparkling
('atawba requires fifteen to twenty months li,r
ripening hefore being ready for market. Sir.l has also dry and sweet wines, the first of the
Catawba, and the other from the Isabella grape.

Messrs. It. Buchanan, Corneau and Sons.
t. I'. Bogen, ltehfuss, Yeatman, Miller, and
others, are also extensively engaged in the
manufacture of Catawba wine. All these per-
-ons label their wines. The aggregate annual
manufacture of first-rate wines may be put
down at 150,(10) bottles Still, and 100.010:
sparkling Cstawba.

Probably :0o,000 bottles Still Catawba wine
is made, sold and drank in this vicinity by
IGertmans, mostly the product of small vineynrls
'his is tnbrandel, and of various qualties--

the greater part of inferior quality. But what-
ever may be the quality of our native wines,
they are all pure: that is from anything else
than the juice of the grape. One or two manu-
fecturers make sweet wines to a small extent,
acknowledged to be fictitious.

ilThe supply of native wines, greatly as it is
on the increase, I ardly keeps up with the in-
creasing demand. All the wine older than five
years, of Catawba. is out of market, and the
Sparkling, antltough not requiring such a large
lapse of time to fit it for use, is taken off' as fastas it can be mIlade for market.

" There are about 1,21H) acres of grapes in
cultivation in the vicinity of this city. Every
year adds to the quantity of hearing vines, and
to the number of persons engaging in the
business."
