Prominent smong the plans which have sprung
put of thig altered state of things is the aystem
of railroads intended to link our city with every
Btate and every county throughout the South-
west, and to drain into our market the vichness
of their products and sfford fo thew in return
the most valuable of our imports, Not moers
than three years ngo il was predicted in one of

“the publications of this eity thata large portion
of the present trade of NewOrleans must in any
event be drawn off o other seaports, Fart of
Euastern Tennessee must henceforth send irs
business to Charleston over the Georpia Rail-
rond. The Selmn, Tennesses and Obio Toads
must, from the date of their eompletion, draw
off all the trade of Alabams, one-third of the
trade of Mississippi, snd about the same portion
of the trade of Tennessee, Some steps huve al-
ready been taken to nvert conscquences so per-
nicious to ithe wealth and presperity of the city
by the construetion of railromds into Texas and
through the heart of Mississippl to Eastern Ten-
nessee ; but hitherto nothing hus been aocom-
plished likely to prevent the realization of the
prediction with regnrd to Alubrma and he At-
Inntie States. Railroads have been run arcund
us in every direction, intended to draw the legit-
imate business of our ¢ity to Baltimore, Charles-
ton and other rival poluts, and we buve been
content to lay supinely ond watch their progress
without a single effurt in self delence.

The immediate cpening of o new and more
expeditious route from this ciy to Mobile is on
ohjeot go full of interest 40 our citizens and to
the trading publie. that the subjeet canuat be tee
frequently pressed upon those who have under-
taken to carry it through, The present route
by the Lakes and Gulf const is one requiving s
great u length of time, and is lable to 20 many
annoyances, n to have beegtoe a souree of com-
plaint that eries loudly for o remedy, The di
tuuce is now one hundred sod eixty miles,
quiring nearly twenty Lours to mnke l)le
eage, wherens by the contempluted
route the length of rail will De only abe
huondred and (hirty-ihree miles, whizh, by ex-
press traios, may Lo traversad in from four to
gix hours (moro or less), according to 1he spesd
of the loeomotive. This would effect o great
duotion of time; and as in this fast age tis
meney, the immense capital saved in this w
would be alene sufficient to build the rend,
rosd would slso pase through a ver
oountry. heretofors remaining uncult
the difienlties of Lringing to mnr-
ket, nnd in this way would wld immens
the supply snd cheayness of v

long needed in thie city. This rond witl
the Gulf shore, offering o rew

end egress to nnd from
wide resorte,

Apart from these considerations wo ook 1 pon
the present mode of travel Ly the Loke ste
or8 BA B every way annoy i, and all mepns
to be potten rid of by the cavii c-«t tznl most
prociicalle means.
