Death of Colonel Blius.

The telegraph has brought as the melancholly
latelligence of the death of Col. Bliss, of the
United Btates Army, son-in law of the late
PreidMeat eneral Zachary Taylor. lie died
of yellow 0Lr, at East Pascagoula, yesterday
morning. Col. Bl;ss was Assistant Adjutant
General of the C S. A. during the Mexi-
ean war, and went with the army of occupation
under General taylor. lie participated with
his gallant Chief in the battles of Palo Alto,
Ressaca de la Palm,., MSnter.ey and luena Vis
ta. At that time he held the rank of Major,
and became widely known as the reputed author
of the dispatches from the General-in-Chief to
the Government, which were at the time so much
admired for their propriety of diction and com-
prehensive brevity. On his return from Mexi-
co he was brevetted a Colonel for his services,
and subsequently received a more flattering
acknowledgement of his merits in the hand of
the daughter of his beloved Chief. On the elec-
tion of General Taylor to the Presidency, Col.
Bliss accompanied him to Washington, in the
capacity of Private Secretary, in which post he
served with distinction until the General's
death. Latterly he became a resident of this
city, where he had the misfortune to lose his es-
timable coamort. Col. Bliss was a man of mark,
and his name will fill an important page in the
history of his country.

GasJ. AaISTA AnD ANNEXATIONS TO TOHE UNITEDI
SrAvM.--Gen. Mariano Arista, late President of
Mexico, writes letter from London, dated July
12, In which hb Indignantly denies the author-
hip of the-lette to the Minister of War and

Marine, expresing sentimenA favorable to the
annexation of Mexico to the United States.

He declares the letter referred to, dated May

5, 1868, a forgery. In it he was made to say:
" desire the happiness of my country, and to
attain it I see no road but through Federal in-
siltations, and, if it be desired, annexation to
the United States, in which Mexico will meet an
inexhaustible fountain of riches and prosperity,
notwithstanding al~e may lose that grand enig-
ma, that equaring•f the circle, called by Santa
Anna nationality. The day will arrive when
this will happen."

General Arista, in his communication to the
Herald, says:

"The moment the surreptitious document
came under my notice here, I publicly denounced
it as apocryphal, and forged for the sole pur-
pose of eove-i gwith infamy my name in Mexico.

" I ha~,lW told that the surreptitious an-
swer, sUpjaeed to contain my political' views,
has been • •eblyreceived in the United States;
but it is nootobe credited for a moment that
distinguished and patriotic citizens of a free and
Independent country would ever respect a .Mex-
lcan whom they believed to be in his heart nn
ennexationist, or, more properly, a traitor.
With how much more contempt would they look
olirne who, besides being a Mexican, htl been 1
ralsed by the fruee votes of his fellow-citizens to
the supreme magistracy of his country, should
he shamelessly proclaim the extinction of its
nationality !

"After a life spent in my country's service,
and in upholding its independence as a nation,
It is hard that, through the wiles of unscrupu-
lons enemies, I should still be called on to de-
clare, that I am noannexationit ; that I asl no
traitr to'Mexico; that in its defense, and to
secure its liberties undnationality, 1 will ever
bereadp to fght, and would willingly shel tihe
last drop of my blood, ere I would COootiet tlshat
onr race should disappear, that our countllry
should succumb to the domination ui any ioresigo
power under the sun."

This denial by the Ex-President namply vunmli-
cates his patriotism, and however disagrUeeble
it may be to the apostles of-" M•uifest De;rtns.
and Annexation, it relieves thi character of the
General from the stain of treachery.

This letter, it appears, was forged in llavaua,
and first published in the Diari, de lat H,,,sns
with a full knowledge of its wan! .f authenti
city. It was afterwards copied in the principal
papers in the United States, witere it obtained
general credit.

This forged letter afterwards found its way
to Mexico, where the enemies of Arista us•el it
to blacken his f.tme, affecting to credtit it as
genuine. But his frt.-nds pronounced it a fr-
gery, and finally refuted it by the production
of the genuine letter. In the too in time I;I.
effect of it was to excite popular inlignatiou
against him and to justify his banishlment.

There is no doubt that the entire invention
was the work of the minions of Santa Anna,
who found fair means insuflicient to destroy the
vast popularity which Arista had acquired
among the people.

The General heartily disapproves the idea of
annexation to the United States. How long
will it be before he will be compelled to witness
what he so earnestly deprecates ?
