To be sure,
Eve at that time knew nothing of the graces,
and was lovely enough to dispense with their
aid; no dgubt she wore her hair as Powers has
repreented it, but as sculpture represents form
only, and as the beauty of hair depend- on color

tetnare, the elegant throat of the Slave far
snbhine Eve's fowing looks. In form, too,
?teje surpased by her companion, being less

elegMtly proportioned in reneral. but especially
shout the neck and bust; but after all, the su-
periority jf the Slave is most conspicuous in the
expresmeon of the face, which in my eyes, eclipses
even the beauty of her matchless form.

The American department, which received
the most of my attention during this my second
visit, is remarkable for the display of beautiful
faocy farstture, papier mache goods, etc. There
ate pianosof rosewood and papier mache, with
mother of pearl and ebony keys upon which
none but angels and Gottschalks should play;
chairs and sofas of rich materials and luxuri
ossly'intting shapes, on which none but graces
should recline ; and magnificent, costly mirrors,
on which pone butbeauties should gaze. There
are rustic seats, made of unbe.rked wood, deco-
rated with natural moas, on which Satyrs and
eoed nymphs might do their courting. There
are marbleized iron mantels, table tops, etc.,
more beautiful and durable than real marble,
tad she erto boot. There is a temple erected
by X. Basin, perfumer, etc., containing odors
enough to sweeten all New York, soap enough
to d•lease all its Inhabitants, and cosmetics
enogh to transform all its women into beauties
There ore speoimens of prise wheat, and prize
medolinee, and prise tallow candles-and thou-
sands of other things, of which more anon.

In the French department I observed princi-
pally specimens of cloth and silk goods, china,
glding, etc. In one aonse, contaiing rich bro-

ade s lks, laces embroidered with gold and sil-
ver, andother female gear. I noticed a very
thin material which was ticketed. As very few
of the articles on exhibition are marked, except
with a notice, " Hands off," my curiosity led
me to Inspect more closely that which had been
deemed worthy of such distinction. It was a
d4plicate of a dress worn by the Empress of
Fran•e; samid to contain seventeen yards of
goods. two yards in width, and to be so fine that
the whole piece might be put into a common
sieed tumbler.

The exhibition Is still quite deficient in some
respects, there being very fbw seats, and many
of the articles being untiketed; so that the
spectator has to gues what they are, for the
catleogae having been prepared before half the
artites were received or placed in their present
order, is but poor assistance.

I have not yet visited the Picture Gallery,
but intend to devote my next visit to it.

Where can there be
tmnd more prompt and skiltful physicians, more

-xoellent and attentive nreses, than amnng the
kind-hearted, benevolent and sympathizing in-
habitants of New Orleans ?

One of the convalmesing informed me that shenever could wish for kinder treatment than she

had received both from the physician and nurse
who attended her during her illness. She also
mentioned the unremitting attentions of the
charitable ladies who are bestowing their time
in making garments for the needy and daily
vistting the establishment.

No expense is spared, and every thing that
can be done is now doing for the relief of the
sourers. Of the physicians, who render vol-
unotary aid to this Association, no one can speak
in terms of commendation too highly. Their
time is devoted in administering to the wants of
thedistressed, and they are unwearied in visit-ing all sections of the city.

After spending some time in the lower depart-
ment, I passed to the upper story, where were
groupe of children-in my estimation one of the
most interesting features of the Infirmary.

Some, freed from disease and convalescing,
were upon the balcony. Neatly dressed and
unable to realize their orphan condition, they
were playing and amusing themselves in various
ways. Others were lying upon their couches,
which, being decked with sprigs of the orange
tree, produced an agreeable and cheerful effect.
Upon one bed was a poor little sufferer, moan-
ing at intervals and looking for relief into the
faces of those around him. Being unable to
speak, he was supposed to be deaf and dumb,
and the feeling, kind-hearted matron was try-
ing in vain to discover the cause of his distress
Not far from him reclined a lovely little girl
about two years of age, with fair hair and hazel
eyes. She had just awakened from her slum.
bers and lay in a composed manner seemingly,
disposed to cause no unnecessary trouble Upon
another couch were two infants, not more than
six or eight months old, both in a tranquil
sleep. Then there was a pale sickly little one,
borne about the room in the arms of her nurse.
In one corner was a noble looking babe, with
dark brown hair and large blue eyes. Sup-
ported by his nurse, he was sweetly smiling in
the face of another interesting child who appa-
rently had but just learned to take the first
totterine footatens of infancy.

Who can witness scenes like those withoutfeeling some solicitude for the future welfare
of those little ones who are mq4ad.rphans by
this terrible epidemic ? Many f them in a few
years will undoubtedly be promising and intel-

igent boys and girls, and wherever their des-
tinies may lie, when questioned concerning
their parents, how often will the reply be that
they died in NewOrleans of yellow fever in thefearful summer of 1868 ?

Much praise is due to the liberal minded in-habitants of our own and other cities of our
land. Could all of them be eye-witnesses tothe
seect of their eontributions in alleviating the
suffrings of the miserable and afflicted, they
would be amply rewarded for their benevolence.

Should one of our Northern cities be visited
with a pestilence similar to this which has fal-
leb on us, I think I can with assurance say that
the people of NewOrleans would be among the
Irst to render prompt and efficient aid.

May the sympathy and good feeling manifest-ed throughout the country be the means of dr aw-
ing closer the bond of union of these United
States, and may the dreadful epidemic now
gradually leaving us be instrumental in the

change in the moral and religious welfare of
our'rescent City.
