Maintaining these sentiments of
good will and neighborhood, it is of particular
interest to the republics within the limits of
North America, whose very neighborhood may
be the cause of stimulating irregularities on
the frontier, threatening an interruption to the
friendly relations of both powers, that all causes
of dissatisfaction should be guarded against.

Whatever may be the high destinies of these
two sister oommonwealths, so abundantly en-
dowed with ail the elements that are adapted
to a state of national independence, the pros-
perity of the individuals and the national great-
neoe, animated by the effectual bonds of
brotherly neighborhood, there is no sagacity
that can presume to limit their prosperity, nor
any obstaeles that can impede them.

The United States of North America, by
means of its accredited representative, avails
itself of the present opportunity to greet the
Republic of Mexiro in a spirit of friendship, of
justiee, and of peace.

I reeolve with satisfaction the letter of his

Exellenay the President of the United States of
America, in which you are aooredited as his
Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Plenipoten-
tiary. Isee in this a proof of the desires that
animate his Excellency to cultivate the good un-
derstanding that exists between both countries,
and that are so satisfactory to this Government.
Nor can I fall to be equally satsfied with the
address of the great chieftain that now directs
