These facts serve to prove that the visitations ii
of yellow fever are not preceded by the condi- ,
tioes to which it has usually been attributed. d
The public mind has thus been emancipated t
from an error, and left to pursue its researches e
for the source of the disease in other directions

We may say also that there is nothing like
panic or distress in the city. The actIvity of
the charitable societies has been so great that
relief is now afforded at any moment where it
is needed.

Althongh the streets, as compared with the
more busy season, are deserted, yet there is life
and energy left. The acclimated have little or
no apprehension, and perform what they have
to do with as much cheerfuiness as though death
were not busy among us.

DIABOLCAL. MURDER OF A WIorE MA. BY HIS t
SLava.-It becomes our duty, as public journal- or
ists, to record a- mpot outrageous murder of a
white man by his slave, in his own house. The hi
following are the particulars: a:

On Monday last, a slave belonging to Mr. Oli- t
vier Lafleur, one of theoldest and most respect-
able residents of Grand Prairie, in this parish, al
procured out of his master's house a double-bar-
reled shot gun, loaded with bullets. Meeting tr
his master somewhere on the premises, near the at
house, he discharged the contents of one barrel
into his master's shoulder. Mr. Lafleur, who
was not armed, ran to the house and locked the fi
door. The negro pursued him, and broke open
the door with an ax, and, on entering the house, c
attempted to discharge the second barrel at his d
master, which resulted merely in the explosion *
of the cap. Mr. Lafleur then fled to the corn-
crib, where he was pursued by the slave, who a
threw his master down and beat his head with
the barrel of the gun, until life was extin-
guished. The cries of Mr. Lafleur attracted t
several persons to the spot, among whom was
his nephew; but it was too late to save him. t
The slave was pursued to his cabin, where he t
was surrounded by several guns, ready to make
the most desperate resistance to his capture.
He received a shot from the pursuing party, in
the shoulder, and was making a move to defend
himself, when he received a second shot in the
head, and fell. He was captured and brought
to the jail of this town, where his wounds were 1
dressed. It is supposed that he will live long
enough to be made a public example of, and suf-
fer the awful retribution that is in store for him.

QUARAr•INE ScscE.--We hear of some very
amusing scenes occurring in Franklin, occa-
sioned by the quarantine law lately established
by the corporation and police jury. A gentle-
man who arrived here lately, describes the
posse or squad, who are authorized to carry out
the law, in a most ludicrous manner. In the
first place, they had a cannon, made of the
pivot of a sugar mill, had her charged to the
muzzle with slugs, etc., and let her off at the
bayou, which created a tremendous excitement
among the small fry in the bayou and on shore.
Then the forces were marshaled with guns and
pistols to go through the necessary exercise of
shooting at the mail boat as she passed, pro-
vided she had not a clear bill of health. All
the old fogies of the place shouldered arms, and I
among them an old Dutchman, whose gun was
so long that he had to take the street to turn a I
corner. The druggists have furnished each one
of the protectors of the health of the place
with a camphor bag to be placed on his nose,
and the Temperance Society has 2iven a carte
blanche to all its members who join the valiant
band. Since then, the members were never
known to be in such spirits. They have erected
an imaginary mail boat on the opposite side of
the Teche, and the one who makes a shot near-
est the centre is entitled to an extra camphor
bag, to be placed where hie may think proper.
Each member of the band is supplied with a
penny whistle, so that he he prepared to give
the alarm on the approach of danger. The
doctors of the town have not the least fear, but
have given their opinion of the matter in Latin,
which has quieted the minds of most of the old
grannies of the place Purgative medicines of
all kinds are considered " a drog"-no sale.

LATE FROM UTAI--TROEBLE WITH TIIE INDI-
ANs.-St. Louis papers of the 6th inst. copy
the latest intelligence from the July number of
the Deseret News :

The Utah Indians werebecoming very trouble-
some, and there was every prospect of seriuus
difficulties with them. Under the lead of their
chief, Walker, they, on the 17th of July,
threatened the village of Springfield, but done
no damage, as they found the inhabitants pre
pared to give them a proper reception. On the
next day they camped on the I'eteneet, in Utah
county, and there shot dead Alexander Keele,
not far from a fort where they had been hospi-
tably entertained a little before. They then
moved up Peteneet Canyon, firing as they went
into the dwellings of some half dozen families
living there. The account is continued in the
News as follows :

On the 19th Col. Peter W. Conover started
from Proyo city with 150 men, to assist the
weak settlements on the route, and await fur-
ther orders at Manti, in San Pete Valley, which
place he reached on the evening of the 20th.
Still the Indians were not idle on the night of
the 19th, but undertook to surprise the post at
Pleasant Creek, in San Pete county, and were
fired upon by the guard, and it is supposed that
one Indian was killed, the whites sustaining no
injury. On the same night they stole several
head of cattle from Manti, stole three horses
from Nephi City, in Juab county, and wounded
William Jolly in the arm while on guard at
Springville. On the night of the "Oth an at-
tempt was made to steal horses from the Allred
settlement, which is between Pleasant Creek
and Manti, and the guard was fired upon at
Nephi City. On the 24th Clark Roberts was
shot in the shoulder, and John Berry in the
wrist, by Indians secreted in the vacated houses
at Summit Creek. This is a brief detail of the
events of the outbreak so far as information has
reached us up to the 26th inst., at four o'clock
P. M. We also print in this number the orders
and instructions issued by the Governor and
ex-officio Superintendent of Indian Affairs, and
Lieut. Gen. D. H. Wells, up to same date.

July 27, 2 o'clock r. M.-We stop the press to
announce further news from the seat of Indian
hostilities, which arrived per express, at half-
past seven o'clock this morning, from Col. Peter
W. Conover. Col. Conover states that a scout-
ing party, sent out by him from Manti, under
command of Lieut. Col. Jabez Nowlin, fell in
with a company of twenty or thirty Indians on
the 23d inst., about ten miles east of the Pleas-
ant Creek settlement; who were addressed by
the interpreter of the party, and replied they
were our enemies and commenced firing. Col.
Nowlin immediately charged upon them anl
killed six, the rest scattering and escaping ;
returned on the 24th with his company all safe.
This completes the detail of acts and losses on
either side up to date.

PROBABLE MURDc.---The St. Louis Intelli-
gencer, of the 7th, says :
We heard a rumor yesterday of a murder

having been committed somewhere on the Amer-
ican Bottom, in Illinois. We did not hear the
exact locality or the names of any of the parties,
but we will state the circumstance as we heard
it. As the story runs, a man had lately return-
ed from California, and it was supposed that he
had a considerable amount of money in his pos-
session---the fruits of his labors in the gold re-
gions. In traveling across the American bot-
tom, on his way home, he happened upon a man
whom he had previously known. The friends
recognized each other, and the discourse turned
upon the success of the returned Californian,
and in the course of the conversation he told his
friend that he had about 3000 in money in his
possession. The rest of the story remained in
darkness until the Californian was found next
morning lying dead near the house of his friend.
There was no money on his person when his body
was found. Our information goes no further.

The same paper, of the 6th, has the following:
A WtIrE MAN KILLED BY A NE(nO.---At a

camp meeting held by negroes, on Sunday last,
about six miles from Lebanon, Illinois, at which
many white people were in attendance, a white
man named George Gasekell, who lived near the
ground, and was at the meeting. was shot by a
negro. Our informant, who had left the ground
for a few minutes, but was within the sound of
the pistol, states that he observed no disturb-
ance until after the pistol shot, when a general
melee ensued among the negroes, and the meet-
ing was broken up. Gtaskell was hit by tIo
balls---one striking his right arm above the
wrist, and the other penetrated the left breast,
near the region of the heart, and lodged in his
side. The wound it is thought will prove fatal.
lIe is represented as a peaceable and highly res.
pectable man, and has a wife and three children
The negro is said to have been actuated by mal-
ice, the result of an old offence, and that he
procured and loaded the pistol for the purpose
of shooting Gaskell. lie was alested on the
ground.
