In conformity withl a proclamation
of the Jefe Politico, the day was set apart by
the feast-day loving NewGranadians as a day
of rejoicing and every description of amusement
and public spectacles. The occasion of all this
display was the promulgation of the New Con-
stitution, which was commenced by the firing
of a salute to the Constitutional flag of New
Granada The authorities and a few others
having taken seats on a well arranged platform
on the open area on the corner of C and Third
streets, and a considerable number of natives
and others having surrounded the stand, the
New Constitution was read, and a brief and
pertinent oration delivered.

The Aspinwall Courier says the Speaker's
stand was appropriately decorated, and from
the hotels adjoining the New Granadian and
American flags were suspended in union. After
the ceremonies were completed, those assem-
bled, accompanied with music, paraded through
the streets, and then partook of a lunch and
dispersed. Salutes were fired through the en-
tire day, and taken altogether they had quite

Ciptain It. Joy, we are in possession of our
usual tiles of Chilean and Peruvian papers, from
which we compile the following summary:

Cmuto -Our Valparaiso dates are to the 30th.
The Chilean Congress is still in session, and the
laws relative to tythes, national schools, and re-
duction of duties, arc under consideration. Sr.
Ancizar, Minister from New Granada to Chile,
having concluded his mission, will return to this
country at the end of the present month. Ilis
negotiations with Bolivia are postponed, owing
to the unsettled stins ,vf that country.
Ect•maon.-'This republic is in a state of re-

organization, and recovering from the effects of
its late disturbances.

The Government is sngaged in defining the
limits of the Republic with Peru; a very com-
plicated question, and now more so, owing to
the late settlement between Peru and Brazil.

An order of the Goverrment was issued on the
Ist of June, commanding hra. Mercedes Jiron de
Flores, the wife of Gen. Plores, u. leave le coun-
try within twenty days. Her family were to
accompany her, and the Government pays all
expenses of sending them to Valparaiso.

Miss Catherine Hayes has created quite a
sensation in Vaiparaiso. She intends visiting
Santiago, otter which, it is said, sie will pro-
ceed to Australia, where, doubtless, she will be
..t husinstically raeceived

TniE MAsrET-.-Business is reported as dall,
and suffering a depression from the loss of the
Quito. In American goods and provisions small
sales have taken place. The arrivals from Eu-
rope have been small, yet quite suflicient to
meet the demand of the market. English coal
has sold at from $10 to T17 ; Chile from 58 to$12. Copper, scarce and high. Flour is quoted
at $8 04, with small sales, chiefly for the Aus-
tralian market.

BOLtvta.-We have very little reliable infor-
mation from this Republic relative to the revo-
luionary movements now going on. Gen. Agre-
da still occupies Coblja, but had made no pro-
gress, and is even in dread of assassination from
some of his own party.

Gen. Velasco, with his troops, consisting of300 men, were defeated in Mojo on the 10th July
by Col. Cordova, of Belzu's army. Gen. Teje-
rinse, with seventeen others, were killed, and
one officer and 50 soldiers taken prisoners. Ve-
lasco and Linares saved themselves by flight
The casualties to the Government army were
three killed and four wounded. The provinces
of Cuiti and Chichas. which had pronounced in
favor of Velasco, will, it is presumed, be easily
brought to order by the Government.

PEtC.--We have news of the settlement of
the principal difficulties which existed between
New Granada and Peru, and that the ,question
of the Columbian debt was the only one now
unsettled. Sr. Guzman had entered upon his
duties as Venezuelan Minister, and was about
to arrange a treaty of peace and friendship be-
tween the two republics. Sr. Pulido, the late
Venezuelan Minister, had satisfactorily ar-
ranged the question of the portion of the Colum-
bian debt due by Peru to Venezuela, which
amounts to 28j per cent. on $10,000,000, or
X2,850,000, a part of which is to be paid in
cash, and the rest in State paper.

The 28th July, the 33d anniversary of the
Independence of Peru, was celebrated at Lima
with great rejoicings.

On the ast of August there were 90 vessels
loading with guano at the Chineha Islands
From tile sot to the 31st July, 55 vessels sailed
from the same place with full cargoes for Eu-
rope and tile tnited States.

The Lima papers say nothing of the difficul-
ties between Peru and Bolivia.

What benefit these ladies, who are mostly, I
suspect, either unhappily married, or still more
unhappily single, expect to derive from their
speech-makings, I am at a loss to comprehend.
