TELLOW FEVER AT ALEXANDRLA, L.-The
Louisiana Democrat, of Alexandria, of the 18th 7

inut., comes as a half sheet, with the prefatory
editorial remark that all hands were sick, and
no aseistance could be got. This is followed by
the following account of hver prevailing there:

Since our last some six or seven persons have
died of fever. Four died yesterday. This, we
think, will be the maximum. It is due to truth
to say that those who have died were, with a
single exeeption, we believe, in a state of the
most appalling destitution up to the time that
they received the prompt and efihcient attention
of the Rapides Charitable Association. But,
unfortunatly, the fever, invited by a condition
of things and a want of the common necessaries
of life, upon which it is painful to dwell, rn its
fatal career.

The Harrisomburg Independent of the 14th
instant says they have been favored with all
kinds Ef weather in that parish (Catahoula), and
adda:

During this and last week we have conversed
with numbers of our planters, and they assure
us that they will make an average crop. Many
of them inform us that they have seen the cater-
pillar in their fields, but, as yet, has done no
damage. Our planters have made an abund-
ance of corn, fodder, potatoes, etc. Surely,
ought not peace, joy and happiness to reign in
their midst ?

The Fsrmerville Inquirer of the 10th says:
The weather has been cloudy and cool for the

last week. The Cotton crop in this Parish, from
all accounts, will be a good one.

The National (Parish of Plaquemines) of the
16th says :

Tea Lvc6se FALL IN.-For some time past,
the failings-in of our levees are the order of the
day. A short time since, it was Mr. Morgan's
levee which tumbled int the riser; yesterday,
Mr. Grant's portion of te public road threat-
ened to fall into the yawning abyss, and to-day,
a large breach is made in the levee in front of
Mr. Fasende's plantation, and falls into the
river with a crash that is heard for miles.

Alabama.

Gov. Collier has published a notice calling
upon the benevolent to contribute to the relief
of the sufferers by the epidemic in Mobile.

We find the following in the Alabama Jour-
nal, of Montgomery, of the 16th :

No case of yellow fever has been reported to
the Board of Health since the cases from the
Octavia on Sunday last. No case has originated
here within the last nine days.

The Mobile Tribune learns that the Tombig-
bee river had recently risen tweve feet at De-
mopolis.

The State Guard, Wetumpka, of the 16th,
says:

We have had some heavy rains lately, and the
river is considerably swollen-a rise of some 12
or 15 feet, which, however, we presume, has been
principally caused by the heavy rains above us.

The health of our town has been pretty good,
though we have had some deaths, and there are
now a few cases of sickness in town, of diseases,
though, which are incident to any and all places.
We have no epidemic among us, nor any symp-
tome thereof.

From all we can learn, our crops, on an aver-
age, will turn out well, much better than was
expected during the summer drouths. And upon
the whole, we think that we have reasons to
rejoice for our health, morals and prosperity in
general.

The Pickens West Alabamian says:
The commissioners appointed to canvass that

county for subscriptions to the railroad to con-
nect Tuscumbia with the Mobilo and Ohio road
at or near Macon, Miss., have been very success-
ful in their efforts--200,000 have been sub-scribed unconditionally, and a considerable upon
certain conditions. The whole sum will be
doubled upon the location of the road, and its
construction it regards as a positive certainty.

The Postmaster-General has placed upon the
Alabama and Tennessee River Railroad a daily
mail from Selma to Moigevallo, and thence to
Talladega by stages. The Department has also
made another alteration in the mail arrange-
ments, and that is the establishing a tri-weekly
mail to be carried by stages between Randolph
on the railroad and Tuscaloosa and Greensboro'
from a daily to a tri-weekly.

1st. From Baltimore, November 1, with per-
sons from Virginia, Maryland, and the sur-
rounding States.

From NewYork, November 10, with those
who apply from Pennsylvania, NewYork, and
the East.

3d. From New Orleans, in December, in which
parties from the extreme West and Southwest
will embark.

As the effort to send these will bring into re-
quisition all the resources which can be ob-
tained, it is hoped that our friends will not
relax, but rather give new vigor to their exer-
tions. The disposition to remove is daily in-
creasing among the people of color, and hence
all who desire the improvement of their condi-
tion, or Africa's redemption, should go forward
with more burning zeal and mightier resolution.
